AREA PLAN COMMISSION

REQUEST FOR EXTENSION OF IRREVOCABLE LETTER OF CREDIT:

Mansfield Subdivision by Sterchi Homes. ~ Sidewalk Construction ~ Has had three years. Requesting a one year extension and a reduction from $44,680.00 to $20,848.00.  LOC expires April 24, 2006.

Sherri Rector:  The first subdivision is Mansfield Subdivision by Sterchi Homes.  It is for sidewalk construction.  He has had three (3) years.  He is requesting a one (1) year extension and a reduction from Forty Four Thousand Six Hundred and Eighty Dollars ($44,680.00) to Twenty Thousand Eight Hundred and Forty Eight ($20,848.00).  The Letter of Credit expires April 24th and the County Engineer has signed off on the dollar amount.

Carl Conner:  Okay.  The dollar amount is Thirteen Thousand Seven Eighty Five twenty eight ($13,785.28) not Ten Thousand Four Eighty Five twenty eight ($10,485.28)?  

Sherri Rector:  No.  

Carl Conner:  Oh, I’m sorry.  Mr. Sterchi would you also like to take care of Sandals?  That’s what I was reading.  I’m sorry about that.  

Brad Sterchi:  How about we just swap amounts and I’ll take care of theirs.

Sherri Rector:  It’s the Twenty Eight Forty Eight.

Carl Conner:  Okay.  I’m sorry about that.  Do you have any comments sir?

Brad Sterchi:  No.  I’m Brad Sterchi.  I’ll answer any questions you got.  

Carl Conner:  Any questions from the board?

Don Williams:  I have none.

Phil Baxter:  None.

Carl Conner:  Hearing none what is the will of the board?

Carl Conner:  I have a motion on the floor to approve the acceptance of streets for maintenance Fall Creek Subdivision. Do I have a second?

Phil Baxter:  Second.

Carl Conner:  I have a second.  All in favor state by saying aye.

Don Williams: Aye.

Phil Baxter: Aye.

Carl Conner: Aye.  Passes three (3) to zero (0).  

 REQUEST FOR CONSENSUS:
 Mark Warren ~ Request consensus for upgrade of Manger Road ~ Boon 30-6-7
Sherri Rector: The next item on the agenda is Request for Consensus from Mark Warren.  He is requesting a consensus for the upgrade of Manger Road in Boon 30-6-7.  We met with Mr. Warren and a representative from BLA and he is wanting to do a subdivision and Bobby you may can explain this.  
Mark Warren:  I’ve got some small maps here.  

Sherri Rector:  Okay.  You have in your packet a letter from Mr. Warren stating what he is willing to do on the upgrade of the road when he does the subdivision.  

Don Williams:  This is what it is now?

Mark Warren:  They are all pretty well the same.

Don Williams:  You could do a lot of things with computers these days.  
Mark Warren:  It is a total of thirteen (13) foot wide road.  

Don Williams:  It is currently rock if I remember right?

Mark Warren:  No.  Its chip and seal except where the county went out and dug up a place and patched it last year.  Here are some pictures of the road.  You got the rest of it I think the letter and the estimates.  Have you been out there, Bobby?
Bobby Howard:  Yes.

Mark Warren: I know you’ve been out there sometime.

Carl Conner:  Mark, is this yours?

Don Williams: Where is this section you’re talking about?

Mark Warren:  Right here on both sides of the road.

Don Williams:  Are you talking about this stretch?

Mark Warren:  Yeah.  It would start here.  This is looking west.  This is east.  There’s a house right here.  The county road comes to about right here.  And the rest of it is driveway.  There are four (4) houses back here now.  

Don Williams: And you’re wanting to improve this section?  

Mark Warren:  Right.  Right.  There’s a bank.  One of those picture shows that there’s a bank right here which you can’t see around.  I’d like to cut that bank off.  I’d like to widen the road all the to the south side except when you get down here to the end cut this bank off right there in that curve.  
Don Williams:  Which one is that this one?

Several discussing map and road.  

Carl Conner:  Mark, would you please state your name for the record and who you represent?

Mark Warren:  Mark Warren, Double Diamond Auction…sorry I mean Double Diamond Development.  

Carl Conner:  Bobby, have you had time to review the information that was submitted to you?  I know I just got a part of this information.

Bobby Howard:  Right.  I’ve had a preliminary review of the information of what he is requesting.  I haven’t had a chance to look through all of the numbers yet, but as far as him wanting to upgrade the road to something that’s safer or better county road than what’s existing now, I don’t have an issue with that.  He’s asking for a consensus at this time.  He would have to come back and show a plan of what he intends to do in the future for approval before the board when he brings back his subdivision.  

Carl Conner:  Mark, you’re just looking for some kind of a consensus?

Mark Warren:  Right.  I want to know what I need to do before I spend a lot of money on engineering.  If it’s not feasible you know I won’t do it.

Carl Conner:  Just looking at the information and I’m just speaking for myself.

Mark Warren:  Okay.

Carl Conner:  I really haven’t had an opportunity to sit down and really analyze the options that you’re looking at nor have I been out there and it would be much easier for me anyway if I could actually go out and take a look.  I think you know I would support basically improvements to the road out there, but I would want to know what additional costs the county is going to incur, if any, and I would want to take a look as I said at the layout to determine what I felt like would be the best option.  So, I really can’t give you an opinion today other than the fact that I’d be more than happy to go out there and look at it and come back and make a decision.

Mark Warren:  Okay.  One thing, which I didn’t mention in the letter, the utility poles are almost in the ditch.  They are barely off the road and that’s one thing the utility poles will have to be moved before anything can be done.

Doug Welp:  Sir, do you know rather those are in a private easement or are they in the county road right-of-way?

Mark Warren:  I think they are.  Bobby thought they were.

Doug Welp:  In the right-of-way?

Mark Warren:  In the right-of-way.  Yes.  In the right-of-way.  

Bobby Howard:  I have to research that as far if there is an easement on his property.  He didn’t remember with his deed on this property.  

Don Williams:  It’s a different ball game if it’s in a private easement.  

Mark Warren:  The utility poles…the road is thirteen (13) feet wide at the widest part of chip and seal and the poles are about fifteen (15) to sixteen (16) feet from the center of the road touching the pole.  So, I think they’re in the right-of-way for sure.  
Bobby Howard: They probably are.  

Carl Conner: Any other comments?  

Don Williams:  So, are you wanting to table this until you get to research it more also?  I don’t think any of us, Mr. Warren, a chance to look this over.  So, I personally would like to table this until our first meeting in April and give Mr. Howard a chance to look at the numbers as well as…

Bobby Howard:  We would also have to look at the thousand feet of the road that’s to the west of his properties as far as upgrading that to get back out to Pigeon Valley Road as well and we would have to work with that property owner as far as acquiring any additional right-of-way to widen the road to that section as well.  So, we need to get the cost and see if that’s something we can do.

Carl Conner:  There are a number of issues we’ll have to look at and we’re going to have to see what the costs are Mark.

Mark Warren:  Yeah.

Don Williams:  I don’t think any of us having a problem with bringing that road up to minimum county standards.

Mark Warren:  It’s pretty dangerous.  It definitely needs to be widened.

Don Williams:  I certainly don’t have a problem with bringing it up to that.  

Carl Conner:  I just made myself a note unless someone is opposed we’ll have it on the agenda.  Hopefully we can make a decision at the April 12, 2006 meeting.  

Mark Warren:  Okay.

Phil Baxter:  Thank you, Mark.

Don Williams:  We need a motion to table that I would imagine.  Since it’s a consensus item do we need that?  

Doug Welp:  As far as I am concerned we don’t have motions to put it on the agenda so it can go on the next agenda as well as if want to do that.  

Don Williams:  Okay.

Doug Welp:  I mean there is no action taken on it.  

Don Williams:  We don’t need to make a motion then?

Doug Welp:  No.  

Don Williams:  Okay.  

Sherri Rector:  That’s all I have, Carl. Thank you.  

ITEMS FOR DISCUSSION
Mickey and Jenny Clyman – Discuss Wilson lane Flooding
Carl Conner:  Wilson Lane flooding.  Who’s going to address that issue?
Roger Emmons:  I’ll give you a little background on that.  I gave you a print out of an email that I sent five (5) days ago.  It’s Mickey and Jenny Clyman.  I think they’re in attendance if you will come up to the podium?  Probably since I have spoken to them the water is probably down, but I think they wanted to address the board at their earliest opportunity given the circumstances they were faced with being cut off from the emergency services, and they also have a child who is going to have some surgery I believe.  Okay.  I think Don’s aware of this situation.
Don Williams:  Yeah.  I’ve been out there and looked at it.  
Roger Emmons:  I think they’re looking to present their case to see if the Commissioners would consider elevating the road or opening up…he mentioned there is another lane that goes…
Mickey Clyman:  An abandoned road you know that was abandoned years ago and the farmers now use it for a field, but it would be cheaper to just raise that road right there then open the old one.
Don Williams:  Mr. Clyman you don’t know if that was a county road back then do you?
Mickey Clyman:  Back then it was, but this has been a long time.
Don Williams:  If the county has not relinquished any right-of-way then it’s still…
Mickey Clyman:  We’ll have to check through the records you know to find that out.
Jenny Clyman:  And I’ve tried to call and I’ve tried to get call backs from the Engineer.  I’ve not gotten any call backs to find out you know what’s what as far as that’s concerned.  And I’ve tried to call the County Engineer.  I finally got the private number of the Highway Garage person and he’s the one that gave me Mr. Emmons’ number.
Don Williams:  If I come out there can you show me where that potential road is you’re talking about?
Mickey Clyman:  Yes.  It went down the power line.  
Don Williams:  Okay.
Mickey Clyman:  That comes across the field.
Don Williams:  Because I was out there and at the time I was out there I wasn’t aware that there was possibility of a secondary road, but I would certainly like to look at that.  

Mickey Clyman:  Yes.  The culverts are still there.
Don Williams:  It may  be a week or two (2) before I can get out there because next week I’m going to be up in Lafayette, but I would like to come out there and look at that.  To me that might be an easy fix because you talk about raising that road two (2) feet you’re talking about a lot of money and we have I know at least three (3) or four (4) other areas with the same exact problem.
Jenny Clyman:  Mr. Garrison, the other neighbor, is also here and apparently the county at one time started to raise the road but didn’t finish the job.  They didn’t finish the project and finally it just got graveled over again, but they didn’t raise it high enough to keep it from flooding.  

Don Williams:  It looks to me like we’re talking about two (2) feet almost.
Jenny Clyman:  Yeah.  It would be two (2) to three (3) feet.  
Mickey Clyman:  Two (2) foot would make it manageable during normal rain.  
Jenny Clyman:  He said two (2) foot. 

Mickey Clyman:  Now, that last rain everybody had problems.
Jenny Clyman:  That was a nine (9) inch rain.
Mickey Clyman:  But, we’re flooded three (3) to five (5) times a year.
Don Williams:  How long of a section are you talking about Mr. Clyman?  

Mickey Clyman:  Probably about four (400) or five hundred (500) feet.
Carl Conner: We measured it today.  Jack did.  It’s about a third of a mile.
Jenny Clyman:  Yeah.  I saw some survey marks that they put out. 

Mickey Clyman:  Yeah, but see I’m talking about the lowest part could be raised to make everything passable in normal water.  
Carl Conner: The road that Don’s talking about does that run going east…I guess that’s going east?  

Don Williams:  Off of Tennyson Road?  

Carl Conner: Does that run north? 

Jenny Clyman:  It runs over to 62.  It runs from Wilson Lane over to 62.  It would be a north south road wouldn’t it?
Mickey Clyman:  Yes.  
Roger Emmons:  North south was the old road.
Don Williams:  Wilson comes off 161 there going east and then 161 ties into 62.  

Jenny Clyman:  Right. 

Mickey Clyman:  Three (3) residents live down there now.  
Carl Conner:  Right.  I was just questioning you know what the feasibility would be to use that other road in there because that road’s going to need work on it also.
Mickey Clyman:  Yes.  Because it’s virtually non-existent but, it does stay above all water levels.  
Carl Conner:  Right.  But, at least we have a present road that will have a base so that we could…
Don Williams:  Build on.
Carl Conner:  Yes.  That we could work on.  
Roger Garrison:  When I was a kid coming up that was called “Stanton Road.”
Don Williams:  Excuse me.  If you would…  

Roger Garrison:  That runs north and south.
Carl Conner:  Would you please state your name?
Don Williams:  Yes.  State your name and your address for the record.  
Roger Garrison:  Roger Garrison.  I live on 7044 Wilson Lane.
Carl Conner:  Okay.  Thanks.
Don Williams:  Thanks.  
Roger Emmons:  I know I don’t know if Bobby’s had a chance I haven’t had a chance to see if there’s any vacation of the right-of-way.  I don’t know the status.
Bobby Howard:  I checked certified mileage.  I have nothing on our certified mileage as far as a roadway through there.
Roger Garrison:  See, it was an old dirt roads when I come up even that Wilson Lane it was called the “Pierson Road.”  The “Pierce Road.”  
Bobby Howard: Is that about where those power lines come through?
Roger Garrison:  Yeah.  See that was all woods back when I was a kid.
Bobby Howard:  I don’t know if Vectren has a private easement down those lines now or not of if they are assuming they’re in an old right-of-way either, but I’ve found no record in our office as far as an old roadway south to 62.
Carl Conner:  My suggestion would be that we get the County Engineer and opportunity to go out and come up with some specifics…
Roger Garrison:  See back about ’88, ’89, may be ’90 when Jerry Stewart was Commissioner he started building that levy up. He was going to build it up to where it was supposed to be and I think he got fired or something happened.  I don’t remember exactly it’s been so long ago and they pulled the plug on it.  And it was supposed to be raised up to where it was supposed to have been about three (3) more foot higher and that would have been…I give the dirt off my property right there see.
Carl Conner:  I think probably the best thing for us to do is to look into the problem.  I think each of the Commissioners have been out there and probably want to go back and visit  that site again and in the mean time that’ll give the County Engineer and the Highway Superintendent time to get together and come up with some possible solutions and price out those solutions in regards to raising that road.  Because I know one of the things that we talked about earlier today is if we raise the road the probability is very good that the culverts are going to have to be…
Roger Garrison:  Well, they got the big culverts already in there.  They are in place.  We put them in when he started raising it back in ’89 or ’90 when Jerry Stewart was the County Commissioner.
Bobby Howard:  I would have to review those culverts, Carl to make sure they’re still in good shape and…
Carl Conner:  Right.  That’s what I was saying.
Bobby Howard: And raising the road may need to be extended.
Carl Conner:  There is more there than meets the eye from the stand point of just putting some dirt on there and raising it two (2) or three (3) foot and then putting a top back on it, but we are working on it. We will look at it and I would suggest that we handle this issue at our Regular County Commissioner’s Meeting which will be April 19.  Hopefully, we can have an answer by then in regards to what we’re going to do.  Now, if we do work out there we would ask for patience because we have work stacked up and it will have to put on a schedule to be done, but it would be done during the summers months. 

Roger Garrison:  Well, I’d donate the dirt to put across there you know.
Carl Conner:  How much dirt do you have?
Roger Garrison:  Forty (40) acres.  How much you need?
Don Williams:  How many…?
Roger Garrison:  I give it to them last time when they started on it see.
Carl Conner:  That was one of the issues that came up today is you know if we have to haul dirt from the landfill out here…
Roger Garrison:  No.  You don’t have to haul it over a hundred (100) yards.  
Carl Conner:  Wonderful.
Roger Garrison:  What I’m getting at see…
Carl Conner: See, Bobby we got the first obstacle resolved.  We know where the dirt is.  
Roger Garrison:  Back in the late 80’s I give the Commissioners when they started building it up.  Like I say, Jerry Stewart I don’t know if you remember him or not?
Carl Conner:  Sure, I do.
Roger Garrison:  Alright.  When he got fired or whatever happened you know it’s been long ago.
Carl Conner:  I don’t remember that.
Roger Garrison:  You know they relieved him of his duties you know and that’s when they pulled the plug on it and didn’t get a chance to finish it.  They just stopped it right where it was at see?  They was working on it and they was raising it and I donated the dirt to the county.  Well, I will do it again.
Carl Conner:  Well, really we appreciate that because that’s going to save a lot of time and is going to save a lot of money.
Roger Garrison:  Yeah.  They only worked three (3) days…four (4) days on it to raise it up to where it is at now and another three (3) or four (4) days they would’ve been done with it.  But, like I say they pulled the plug on it.
Don Williams:  There’s probably more involved here than just dirt build up.  Do the three (3) of you represent all the people that live along there and on the property?
Jenny Clyman:  My father he lives there also.
Don Williams:  The reason I asked that is if you raise that road that means the base is going to probably have to be widened some too which means…
Roger Garrison:  Oh. Well, I mean I don’t know nothing about that.  I just know that’s the dirt’s there if you need it.  I mean you don’t have to haul it.
Carl Conner:  We appreciate the offer.  
Roger Garrison:  Yeah.
Don Williams:  If the county does it on the right-of-way we can’t put dirt on it.  In other words we might need some donation of another couple feet of right-of-way on either side of the road to widen it to its proper width.  Am I right there?
Bobby Howard:  Yes.
Roger Garrison:  That’s Don Henderson owns the ground on the north…south side.
Don Williams:  Who does?
Roger Garrison:  Don Henderson.
Don Williams:  Don Henderson?
Roger Garrison:  Yeah.  Most of that is woods.  

Don Williams:  Yeah.
Carl Conner: Well, just go take part of it.  
Roger Garrison:  I mean the dirt’s there.  I mean if you all decide to do it I mean the dirt is there.  Don’t worry about the dirt.  The dirt is there.
Don Williams:  Okay.  We appreciate that.
Carl Conner:  Okay.  We got it scheduled here for four o’clock April the 19th.  
Bill Baumholzer:  Can I…?
Carl Conner:  Yes sir.  Please state your name.  

Bill Baumholzer:  Bill Baumholzer.  He said that they didn’t have no record of this road down that power line?
Bobby Howard:  I can’t find one at this time in our office as far as certified mileage.
Bill Baumholzer:  At least last year it was still in historic magazine for tourist you know that you get from the State every year if you want to find out the different things from that county or state or that. Well, this road is in their magazine and I don’t remember what the name of it is.
Jenny Clyman:  Well, Roger said he thought it was “Old Stanton Road” so that might help who ever is looking for it.
Don Williams:  You got that Bobby?  
Bobby Howard:  Yes.
Jenny Clyman:  And at that time that was a wooded area.  Those fields have been cleared and that just went down through there.  It was our understanding that sometime in the past in that area there were many houses and a sawmill and of course that’s all gone.  There was a covered bridge back in there somewhere right in that area there.  And…
Don Williams:  Let’s hope there’s not any of that left.  
Jenny Clyman:  No.  I think there was a fire on it and it’s gone.
Bill Baumholzer:  If it would be cheaper for you guys to open that road then it is to fill why that would work alright with us.
Don Williams:  We just need to look at the issues and determine that.  I think we all agree that we’ll do something.
Bill Baumholzer:  Of course when that’s flooded why if something happens you couldn’t get out like go to the doctor or hospital.
Don Williams: We understand.
Bill Baumholzer:  You’d have to get a helicopter.  
Jenny Clyman:  We thank you all and appreciate you looking into it for us.
Carl Conner: Thank you.  
Don Williams:  Thank you.
Carl Conner:  We will look into it and try to resolve the matter for you.
Jenny Clyman:  Okay.  And that was April 19th?
Carl Conner:  April 19th’s meeting yes.  
Don Williams:  Yes.  
Carl Conner: Thank you.
Jenny Clyman:  Thank you.  
Carl Conner:  Okay, Roger.  Do you want to continue?
ADMINISTRATOR
Stonehaven Area Sewer
Roger Emmons:  Stonehaven Area Sewer there’s no action to report on that.  
Warrick County Council on Aging 
Roger Emmons:  I did, on my informational sheet, you had asked me to get some information regarding the Warrick County Council on Aging?  

Carl Conner:  Yes.

Roger Emmons:  And the expenditures.  Right before the meeting, Mr. Kixmiller generated going back to ’99 and since 1999, the County Commissioner’s budget has donated Two Hundred and Seventy Five Thousand Three Hundred and Fifty Four Dollars and twenty seven cents ($275,354.27) to the Warrick County Council on Aging line item in the Commissioner’s budget.  That’s a little over Thirty Four Thousand ($34,000.00) a year average.  The other information you asked me to find out what it might take to put a band aid on those bricks that are causing a hazard.  I solicited Heidorn Construction and they have given me an estimate of Three Thousand Six Hundred and Eighteen Dollars ($3,618.00) to you know make that safer so it stops falling in on people’s heads.  I did find out from Judge Kelley that the Harbor House is not available.  It is still being operated under his auspices.  Other than that…
Carl Conner: Where is the brick damage or where are they having the issue with the brick specifically where in the building?

Roger Emmons:  It’s on the inside I mean up above the drop ceiling.  You know that brick is very old and the mortar in it is just rotten.  It’s just falling out.  Some of it is being caught on top of the drop ceiling, but it is not a safe situation.  

Carl Conner: And what you’re saying is we can correct it for Thirty Six Hundred Dollars ($3,600.00)?

Roger Emmons:  Yes.  

Carl Conner:  Okay.  My feeling is that they’re probably going to be in there for a while.  Have they found any other place that you’re aware of?
Roger Emmons:  No.  You know I’ve talked to Bob Chambers and Jane McCain who work over there.  I think they’re coming at it from the view point that where the county has been nice enough to provide county-owned space for their needs they’d kind of like for the county to take an active role in finding them a temporary place.  My response to them was they needed to be active and out looking themselves.

Carl Conner: Right.

Roger Emmons: For example, you know just in the City of Boonville, there are several churches.  They’ve got large activity areas.  They’ve got fully cooking facilities so they can make their meals.  They might be able to set up an arrangement with an area church.  

Carl Conner:  I think that we should go ahead and pay the Thirty Six Hundred Dollars ($3,600.00) and have that repair work done because if it is a situation where we’re having possibly some injury over there from bricks falling and we can correct it for Thirty Six Hundred Dollars ($3,600.00)…and it is our building.
Roger Emmons:  Yes.

Carl Conner:  I mean it is our responsibility.  

Roger Emmons:  If that’s the Commissioner’s wish I’ll proceed.

Don Williams:  Is that a motion?  I’ll make a motion.  

Carl Conner:  I’m getting ready to.

Don Williams:  Okay.  

Carl Conner:  I’d make a motion that we ask Roger to go ahead and contact the contractor to do the masonry repair work in the amount of Thirty Six Hundred and Eighteen Dollars ($3618.00) at the old jail.  

Don Williams:  Second.

Phil Baxter:  Before the vote I’d like to put in that you contact Heidorn.  I read the agreement a while ago and they want to be paid fifty (50) percent up front.

Roger Emmons:  I think they’ll…
Phil Baxter:  And fifty (50) percent within a week or something.

Roger Emmons:  I think they’ll waive that.  
Carl Conner:  Heidorn wants half of their money up front?  

Roger Emmons:  That’s…I think their computer kicks that out automatically.

Phil Baxter:  I just want to make sure they are aware of how they get paid before we do this.

Roger Emmons:  They’ve done business with us before. They know that there’s a delay.

Carl Conner:  If I would’ve known that I wouldn’t have made a motion to do business with them because I don’t think we need to be making advancements.

Roger Emmons:  I know from in the past they don’t expect payment.

Carl Conner:  Okay.  All right.  Okay.  Phil brings up a good point.  I wasn’t aware of that.

Roger Emmons:  Yes he does.

Don Williams:  We can rescind that if they aren’t agreeable with the way the county works.  

Carl Conner:  All in favor state by saying aye.

Don Williams: Aye.

Phil Baxter:  Aye.

Carl Conner: Aye.  Passes three (3) to zero (0).  Okay, Roger.  

Jail Roof Repair

Roger Emmons:  Thank you.  The other items I have are basically informational.  I know that Sheriff Heilman is concerned about the jail room which is seventeen (17) years old and he says it’s constantly leaking.  I would like the Commissioner’s permission to work with the Sheriff on the quotes he’s going to be getting and submit an additional appropriation request to the County Council to see if they would fund these repairs because it’s not going to get any better.  It’s just going to continue to deteriorate.  
Phil Baxter:  Have you found some people to give you some quotes?

Marvin Heilman:  I have four (4) individuals.  I believe a couple estimates have been made.  I don’t have those on paper yet everything from a complete replacement to a partial replacement.  I guess the technology now is to not put that gravel back on rubber mat like they did seventeen (17) years ago, but I think that new technology of the rubber mat roof is basically a flat roof with tons and tons of gravel on to hold the mat down and think that’s now what they do now.  But, it would be very significant in cost to replace the whole thing.  

Roger Emmons:  I know you’ve patched it time and time again.

Marvin Heilman:  Yes.  Basically, every month or so there’s some leaks and causes damages not only to the interior but its inconvenient for the water dripping on the office staff and the front lobby and it’s a constant problem.  

Carl Conner: Well, it sounds like to me that we need to go out and get some sealed bids or something because we’re probably talking about in excess of six (6) figures, are we not?  

Marvin Heilman:  For a new roof I’m sure we are.  

Roger Emmons:  Yeah, for a new roof.

Don Williams:  The entire deal?  We very well could be.

Carl Conner:  That would be my suggestion that we go out and get three (3) or four (4) sealed bids, advertise.  You got a problem with that Marvin?

Marvin Heilman:  No sir.

Carl Conner:  Okay.  

Marvin Heilman:  If I may I’ll get with Roger.  Again, I’ve made contact with four (4) companies and some have come out and some are coming back for more measurements and things, but the sealed bid process I’m not exactly sure how that works.

Roger Emmons: We need to develop specifications so everybody can bid.

Carl Conner:  That’s right and they need to be, I think, sealed bids anyway.  

Don Williams:  I guess several five (5) gallon buckets of tar won’t work?  

Marvin Heilman:  We’ve been doing that for years.

Carl Conner:  Does anybody else have comments relative to the roof issue?

Phil Baxter:  No.

Sheriff – Dodge Durango 

Carl Conner: Okay.  Has number six (6) been taken care of Roger?

Roger Emmons:  Yes.  Regarding that I talked to Phil outside of the meeting.

Carl Conner:  Okay.

Roger Emmons:  And he was in agreement.  Sheriff, that has to do with the Dodge Durango.

Marvin Heilman:  Okay.

Carl Conner: So, we can mark that one off of his also?

Law Library Use for Third Court Room 

Roger Emmons:  Judge Meier also asked me to present again his request to convert the Law Library.  That’s item number three (3).  He wants to make that Law Library on the court floor into an additional court room.  March 10th I gave you a packet on that it had quite a bit of information in it.  One thing I advised the Judges one of the main issues will be how are we going to pay for it.  He says he didn’t have any money and the Commissioners don’t either.

Carl Conner: We don’t have any money either so as far as I am concerned it can just sit there empty.
Roger Emmons: Well, he might…there’s some information in that packet relative to some funds he things he might have access to, but I mentioned it to Krystal that day after I met with him and she thought he might have had a little over-inflated figure of actually what he had coming as far as fees generated through court programs.

Carl Conner:  I guess he could court order the County Council to come up with the money then we wouldn’t have to worry about any additional appropriations.  My opinion is if at the present time we do not have any money just get back with Judge Meier and inform him that yeah we’d love to do it but we don’t have the money.  If he’s got the money we’ll be more than willing to do it.

Phil Baxter:  I have no problem with them using it.

Roger Emmons:  It’s just a matter of finding the funds.

Carl Conner: Yeah, find the money.

Phil Baxter:  Exactly.

Roger Emmons:  Okay.

Carl Conner:  Do you have any comment?

Don Williams:  No.  I agree.  
Carl Conner:  Okay, Roger continue on.

Subdivision Control Ordinance 
Don Wiliams:  Item eight (8) I perused that and it looks good to me.

Roger Emmons:  Okay.

Phil Baxter:  I also.

Carl Conner:  Yeah.

Roger Emmons:  The Subdivision Control Ordinance amendment?  

Carl Conner: Right.  

Highway Copy Machine
Phil Baxter:  Where is the copy machine?

Roger Emmons:  At the Highway.

Don Williams: What’s the problem with the one they currently have?

Roger Emmons:  It’s been used solid for six (6) years and it is shot.

Don Williams: Worn out?

Roger Emmons:  In fact, when we had the…when we had the tornado the FEMA people out there they had to take copies off site because it wouldn’t work would it Phil?
Phil Baxter:  No.  We couldn’t get it to work at all.

Roger Emmons:  You would have to stand by the machine and hand feed each sheet into it.

Don Williams:  Good trade-in value on it?
Roger Emmons:  Probably not.

Carl Conner:  I heard they were willing to give a Thousand Dollars ($1,000.00).

Roger Emmons:  Is that right?  

Carl Conner:  Yeah.

Roger Emmons:  One of the companies.

Carl Conner:  Yeah.  And I said something must be wrong.  

Roger Emmons:  Well, when one of the companies solicited because I figure we can take the RFQs you don’t have to award anything they asked about that and I said typically the procedure has been that those items go on the county auction, but if they’re going to give us a Thousand Dollars ($1,000.00) we’ll change the quote.

Carl Conner: Well, the thing of it is we need to find out what they would charge us on a cash deal too.  

Roger Emmons:   Right.

Phil Baxter:  If they’ll give us a Thousand ($1,000.00) they’ll probably mark theirs up too.

Carl Conner:  Yeah.  That’s right like you’re buying an automobile.  Anything else on here?

Roger Emmons:  I believe that’s basically it.  Everything else can wait.  

Don Williams:  I don’t have anything else.

Phil Baxter:  Thank you, Roger.

Carl Conner:  Okay.  

AUDITOR

Claims
Carl Conner: The Auditor has an issue.  That is I believe we have some payables.  The total amount is Eight Hundred and Eighty Three Thousand Three Hundred and Four Dollars and forty three cents ($883,304.43).  What there anything that was questionable?
Don Williams:  I didn’t see anything.

Phil Baxter:  No.

Carl Conner:  I would ask for a motion to approve.

Don Williams: So moved.

Carl Conner:  We have a motion on the floor to approve in the amount of Eight Hundred and Eighty Three Thousand Three Hundred and Four Dollars and forty three cents ($883,304.43).  Do we have a second?

Phil Baxter: Second.

Carl Conner:  I have a second.  All in favor state by saying aye.

Don Williams: Aye.

Phil Baxter:  Aye.

Carl Conner:  Aye.  Passes three (3) to zero (0).  Roger, do you have any other business?
Roger Emmons:  No sir.  

ATTORNEY

Carl Conner:  Doug, do you have any business?
Doug Welp:  No.

HIGHWAY ENGINEER

Carl Conner:  Bobby?
Bobby Howard:  I do have one (1) item if I may.  I’d talked to you earlier I just received this City-County Reimbursement Agreement between…for Epworth Road north between us and Chandler Water.  They have a water line that’s in private easement out there and we would need to get this signed so we can get that cost for us to relocate their line since it’s in a private easement added to the reimbursable agreement for the Epworth Road federal aid project so we would only pay our twenty (20) percent match of this funding.  I’ve showed it to Doug.  Chandler has not yet signed it and I didn’t know if it would be appropriate to go ahead and sign this tonight without Chandler having signed it yet or not.  I just received it today and this is a standard agreement I believe.
Doug Welp:  It is a standard agreement.  In fact, it’s dated February…up at the top February 15, 1996.  That’s been how long it’s been since this form has changed.  The only part that’s really negotiable on this on page two (2) they have to circle either one (1) or two (2) and nothing’s been circled on that.

Don Williams: Chandler has to do that?  

Doug Welp:  Typically, that’s the way that it’s done.

Don Williams:  Okay.  

Doug Welp:  The amount of the Utility Reimbursement Agreement is Eight Hundred and Thirty Thousand Dollars ($830,000.00).  
Carl Conner:  So, what direction do we go?  Do we wait until they sign off before we sign off or can we go ahead and sign off, Doug?  What’s your opinion?  

Doug Welp:  We can go ahead and sign off and leave one (1) and two (2) open.  As to which direction we want to go one is with a regular construction schedule.  The other one’s by an approved contractor as set forth in 23CFR which is probably what’s going to be required since it’s a federal project.

Carl Conner:  Do all three (3) of us have to sign it or can my signature work?

Bobby Howard:  I believe its all three (3) Commissioners.

Carl Conner:  Okay leave that and we’ll sign it after the meeting is over.

Roger Emmons:  Did the state comment on it?  Have they said it’s ready?  

Bobby Howard:  The state has said…they’ve sent it back that’s the front letter.  They said that they thought that everything looked good and go ahead and have it executed.
Roger Emmons:  We definitely want it reimbursable so we don’t have to pay the whole thing.

Bobby Howard:  Right.

Carl Conner:  I think it’s going to end up Bobby isn’t it eighty (80) twenty (20)?

Bobby Howard:  Right.  We pay twenty (20) percent of the Eight Hundred and Thirty Thousand Dollars ($830,000.00) after the reimbursement.

Carl Conner:  Okay.  Do you have anything else?

SHERIFF DEPARTMENT
Carl Conner:  Marvin?

Marvin Heilman:  I apologize, Mr. President I have three (3) very brief things if I could just address the board quickly on.  One I asked you before the meeting about is this Federal Annual Certification Report to the Department of Justice and I just received this today.  I apologize but reviewing this form it says it’s over due.  It has to do with forfeiture money paid back to the Sheriff’s office on narcotics-related cases and it is an annual report that you’ve signed or the President of the Board has signed and I think you wanted the opportunity to read through it and make a copy.  So, if I could leave that with you?  

Don Williams:  Is this the one that tells us how much drug money you got?

Marvin Heilman:  It shows how much was shared with the Sheriff’s office.  I think about Eleven Thousand Dollars ($11,000.00) was.  Also, I’m not familiar on the claim process when payroll is submitted this week when you all have a chance to review and approve those claims, but on that next payroll process there’s going to be a item payable to Deputy Marlin Weisheit for sick days; and I don’t think…I don’t think the policy from the Board of Commissioners has changed on that, but in case you saw that and questioned what that was about I just wanted to touch on that briefly.

Don Williams:  Is he retiring?

Marvin Heilman:  I’m sorry?

Don Williams:  Is he retiring?

Marvin Heilman:  He is officially retired as of March 31st.  He has turned in his equipment.  He is officially gone from the Sheriff’s office in retirement.  But, because of that sick day request on the payroll I thought you might question it.  It is about Eight Thousand Dollars ($8,000.00) so I assume that you all don’t want to pay that out of your budget and I would hope you’d approve that claim and that money would be found somewhere in the Sheriff’s budget unless you’ve changed your policy on that?
Carl Conner:  We haven’t changed our policy have we?

Marvin Heilman:  No.  I didn’t think you had.  I thought I’d ask.

Carl Conner:  I thought I’d ask too.  

Marvin Heilman:  The other thing very briefly and we’ve done this in the past as well when an officer retires we’ve allowed them to keep their service weapon of a token, I guess, of our appreciation for their service.  That’s part of the Standard Operating Procedure S-O-P that we have as well and I have a request to declare that handgun surplus that was issued to him and again that’s been a tradition, I suppose, if the President could sign this declaring that handgun as surplus we would allow him to keep that.  
Carl Conner:  Doug, do we have to make a motion to have that determined to be surplus or can we just sign off on it?  
Don Williams: Can we get a written statement that he won’t sue us for anything for at least three (3) years?

Doug Welp:  Typically we don’t handle these by motion do we?

Roger Emmons:  Yes.

Don Williams:  Yes.

Doug Welp:  Declaring each individual item as surplus?

Carl Conner:  That’s why I’m asking?

Doug Welp:  Okay.  Well, then let’s do it by motion.

Carl Conner:  Okay.  Do I have a motion on the floor to approve the request of the Sheriff relative to the handgun for Marlin Weisheit?

Phil Baxter:  So moved.

Carl Conner:  I have a motion on the floor to approve.  Do I have a second?  Second.  All in favor state by saying aye.

Phil Baxter:  Aye.

Don Williams:  Nay.

Carl Conner:  Aye.  Two (2) ayes.  One (1) nay.  

Marvin Heilman:  That’s all I had.  Thanks.  

Carl Conner:  Would you mind passing that back?  

COMMISSIONERS ITEMS FOR DISCUSSION:
Commissioner Conner:  Did you have any business?  
Commissioner Baxter:  No.  
Commissioner Conner:  Don, did you have any business?  

Commissioner Williams:  I have no business.  
Commissioner Conner:  I have none therefore I would look for a motion to adjourn.  

Commissioner Baxter:  I move we adjourn.

Commissioner Conner:  I have a motion to adjourn.  Do I have a second?

Commissioner Williams:  Second.

Commissioner Conner:  All in favor state by saying aye.

Commissioner Williams: Aye.

Commissioner Baxter:  Aye.

Commissioner Conner:  Aye.  Passes three (3) to zero (0).  The meeting is adjourned.  
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
