The Warrick County Commissioners met in regular session with Carl Jay Conner, President; Don Williams, Vice-President and Phil Baxter, Member.  
President Carl Jay Conner called the meeting to order.

Commissioner Don Williams lead the Pledge of Allegiance.  

Auditor Secretary, Sonya Addington, recorded the minutes.
AREA PLAN COMMISSION

AMENDED STREET CONSTRUCTION PLANS:
Woodfield Subdivision by Moore Development, LLC

Ron Spivey:  Ron Spivey, Senior Engineer with Patriot Engineering.  With the existing section I came up with an equivalent modulus sub grade of two hundred and forty four (244) our base number.  If the CBR, California bearing ratio, is increased to five (5), the equivalent K-value, which is the sub grade modulus, with four (4) inches of stone is two hundred and ninety (290) PSI (pounds per square inch) that indicates that with a CBR of five (5) and four (4) inches of stone would support more weight than a CBR of three (3) with eight (8) inches of stone.
Carl Conner:  So, it would exceed county standard?

Ron Spivey:  So, it would exceed county standards.  

Carl Conner:  Okay.

Ron Spivey:  I took it to the next level CBR of eight (8) and four (4) inches of stone is three hundred and eighty five (385) PSI. That would be a CBR of eight (8) is what we’ve evaluated the lime stabilized soil to be equivalent to.  Now, the ASHTO program, allows the use of lime stabilized soil and they give a bracket of up to twenty thousand (20,000) which would be equivalent to the CBR of thirty one (31).  So, I bring that out just to show that we are not pushing the envelope of lime stabilized capacity. We are well within a safety factor.  So, basically what we’re saying is that the existing section out there meets or exceeds the county sanction.

Jim Morley, Jr.:  It would have a number of three eighty five (385) versus the original two forty four (244).

Ron Spivey: Right.

Jim Morley, Jr.: And obviously the higher the number the better so the new section far exceeds the existing section of what was approved originally.

Carl Conner:   Don, do you have any questions?

Don Williams:  What does “CBR” mean?

Ron Spivey:  California bearing ratio.

Don Williams:  You said that and I just didn’t remember.  Thank you.  

Carl Conner:  Phil?
Phil Baxter: And you’re willing to sign-off on this?  

Ron Spivey:  Sure.
Carl Conner:  Bobby, do you have any other comments?

Bobby Howard:  The only other comments I had Jim was on these cross sections…the slopes for the grade and the gutter lines.
Jim Morley, Jr.:  Uh-huh.

Bobby Howard: Some of these were under minimum.  Are those the areas that are going to be removed?

Jim Morley, Jr.:  Yes.  Those are the ones that the curb has to be taken out.

Bobby Howard: So, those will meet minimum percent grade in the gutter line?

Jim Morley, Jr.:  Yep.

Bobby Howard:  I have no other questions.

Carl Conner:  I have one (1) question for you, Bobby.  Based upon your knowledge of technical wisdom, what is your recommendation?

Bobby Howard:  I believe I would recommend approval of the cross sections since it does exceed our current construction standards for this section, but the rest of the subdivision I’d recommend that you follow the approved plan.  

Carl Conner:  Is that the intent?

Jim Morley, Jr.:  Yes.  That’s what the plans themselves say.

Carl Conner:  Okay.

Don Williams:  Well, as long as they put the rest in the way they said they would.  As far as I am concerned this is a one (1) time deal though.

Jim Morley, Jr.:  Yeah.

Carl Conner:  Okay.  What’s the will of the board?  

Don Williams: I move we approve Woodfield Subdivision’s request for the amended street construction plans.  

Carl Conner:  I have a motion on the floor to approve Woodfield Subdivision amended street plans as submitted.  Do I have a second?  

Phil Baxter: Second.

Carl Conner:  I have a second.  All in favor state by saying aye.  

Don Williams: Aye.

Phil Baxter: Aye.

Carl Conner:  Aye.  Passes three (3) to zero (0).  Thank you.

Jim Morley, Jr.:  Thank you very much.  
 REQUEST FOR EXTENSION OF IRREVOCABLE LETTER OF CREDIT

 I-164 Commercial Park by Union Federal Bank, Margaret Hoke, VP ~ Streets ~ Has had two years. Requesting a one year extension and no reduction from $38,300.00.  LOC expires May 18, 2006.

Sherri Rector: The next item is Request for Extension of Irrevocable Letter of Credit.  It is I-164 Commercial Park by Union Federal Bank, Margaret Hoke, Vice-President.  This is for streets. REQUEST FOR DETERMINATION:
If commercial driveway required at 10766 SR 662 for kennel.

Sherri Rector:  The next item is Request for Determination.  This is Mrs. Steele met with the Commercial Site Review and they are proposing to put in a kennel with several dogs at 10766 State Road 662, the frontage road.  That is all zoned Commercial there.  There is a residence.  Someone will be living in it and then they’re going to build the kennel out back; and so Bobby wanted to bring to this you.  They’re requesting that they not have to put in a commercial driveway.
Don Williams:  Is this going to be a business behind the home?  What’s the heaviest traffic you’re expecting a pick-up truck?

Vickie Steele:  Yes.  There won’t be any semis or anything like that.

Roger Emmons:  Will you state your name for the record?

Vickie Steele:  Yes.  Vickie Steele.

Roger Emmons: Thank you.

Carl Conner: Do you have any other questions, Don?

Don Williams:  No.  I have no other questions.

Carl Conner:  Phil, do you have any questions?

Phil Baxter:  Yes.  How many vehicles would you guess per day would be using this?

Vickie Steele:  Well, depending on how many boarders I would have you know that could be up to twenty five (25) maybe you know in and out at different times, not at the same time though.  I doubt it.  

Phil Baxter:  Yeah, I understand that.  Yes.  This does face the frontage road?  

Carl Conner:  Yes.

Phil Baxter: That’s all the questions I have.  

Carl Conner:  Sherri, do you have anything to add?

Sherri Rector:  No, sir.

Carl Conner:  I guess my question is in the ordinance it’s requiring the commercial driveways is there any room for exception?

Sherri Rector:  Yes.

Carl Conner:  And Bobby, are you recommending that she not be required?  
Bobby Howard:  I believe that at this time for its use that this driveway would be adequate and its zoned commercial so I know the use could change, but I believe we have a system in place that’ll catch that if someone were to construct a new business sometime in the future they would have to have the driveway re-evaluated at that time.
Carl Conner: Okay.  What is the will of the board?  

Phil Baxter:  I’d move we approve the request.

Don Williams: Second.

Carl Conner:  I have a motion on the floor to approve the request and I also have a second in regards to not requiring a commercial driveway to be built.  All in favor state by saying aye.

Sherri Rector:  The only other item that I want to bring up is that the Subdivision Control Ordinance was approved by the Planning Commission at their April 12th meeting with all your changes; and so it has been advertised and I will get you all a copy and it will come in to effect on May 11th.

Phil Baxter: Thank you, Sherri. 

Carl Conner:  Thank you, Sherri.  I don’t think you have any other business?

Sherri Rector:  No.  
ITEMS FOR DISCUSSION

Carl Conner:  Items for Discussion is the majority of those on your schedule, Roger?

Acknowledge RFP’s for Bridge 264 for Construction Engineering and Take Under Advisement 

Roger Emmons:  The first one is, Mr. President.
Carl Conner:  Okay.  Go ahead.  

Roger Emmons:  I got with Bobby and the Bridge 264…is that the Warner, Bobby?

Bobby Howard:  Yes.  

Roger Emmons:  On Warner Road we had to take RFPs for construction engineering/inspection services so under our approved consultant selection procedure we had to give thirty (30) days notice.  It was dated March 25th.  We sent out twenty two (22) RFPs what are called “regular consultants” and fifty four (54) DBEs which are Disadvantaged Business Enterprises which we are mandated to do.  Out of all those sent out we only received five (5) back by today’s three (3) P.M. deadline.  They are Bernardin Lochmueller and Associates out of Evansville; USI Consultant, Indianapolis; Wessler and Associates which now has an Evansville office; DLZ Indianapolis and American Consulting, Inc. also out of Indianapolis; and I would ask that the board acknowledge these and take them under advisement until I can summarize them for you.
Carl Conner: Do we have any questions from the board?  

Don Williams: I have none.

Phil Baxter:  I have none.

Carl Conner:  Hearing none what is the will of the board?  

Don Williams:  I would move we acknowledge receipt from the five (5) people that submitted the RFPs and take them under advisement.

Roger Emmons:  Next would be Judy.  
 Judy Weatherholt, Director, Economic Development Dep’t. – Request for Commissioners recommendation on water & sewer line bids for the North Warrick Industrial Park.

 Judy Weatherholt:  Good evening.  I’m Judy Weatherholt with the Warrick County Economic Development Department.  Tonight I am here to talk to you about the bid opening on the water and sewer line from Bluebell Road to Nobles Chapel Road.  I believe the Attorney, Tom Kimpel, for the Redevelopment Commission has sent a letter and attachments to Doug Welp, your Attorney, as well as to Greg Granger, the County Council Attorney, just to familiarize them with the agreements on this project.  The bids were opened on March 30th.  The lowest bid was with Blankenberger Brothers; and it was in the amount of Eight Hundred and Fifty Three Thousand Four Hundred and Fifty Dollars ($853,450.00).  This was brought up at our April 20th Economic Development Advisory Council and the Redevelopment Commission on the same night and the recommendation came from both of these bodies to award these bids to Blankenberger Brothers, the lowest bidder upon review of the attorney and the engineer.  My next step is to bring it to you alls attention tonight for your recommendation to take it on then to the County Council on May 4th.  And it would be a recommendation to reward it to Blankenberger Brothers in that amount.
Carl Conner: Do I have any questions from the board?  Hearing none…

Don Williams:  I need the amount one more time.  It was Eight Hundred…?

Judy Weatherholt:  It was Eight Hundred and Fifty Three Thousand Four Hundred and Fifty Dollars ($853,450.00).  Is that correct, Doug?

Doug Welp:  Yes it is.

Judy Weatherholt:  Okay.

Carl Conner: Did you have anything else?

Don Williams:  That’s all I needed sir.  Thank you.

Carl Conner:  Hearing none what is the will of the board?  

Don Williams:  I would move that we send a recommendation…a positive recommendation forward to the County Council for the awarding of the bid to Blankenberger Brothers for Eight Hundred and Fifty Three Thousand Four Hundred and Fifty Dollars ($853,450.00).  

Carl Conner:  I have a motion on the floor to make a recommendation to the County Council to appropriate Eight Hundred and Fifty Three Thousand Four Hundred and Fifty Dollars ($853,450.00) for the contract with Blankenberger as recommended by the Redevelopment Commission. Do I have a second?

Don Williams: So moved.  

Carl Conner:  I’ve got a motion on the floor to approve Castle High School’s request for closing of Casey Road.  Do I have a second?

Joint Request from United Fidelity Bank and Ohio Twp. Central Library to close a portion of Lake Shore Drive Sat., June 9, 2006 from 8am to 1pm.

Roger Emmons:  The last one is a joint request.  We received a letter from United Bank.  Now, the date is incorrect.  It says the 9th, but it is June 3rd, which is a Saturday from nine (9:00) A.M. to one (1:00) P.M. They are hosting their fifth Annual Community Day and basically just like to close a portion of Lakeshore Drive from eight (8:00) A.M. to one (1:00) P.M. and the Highway Department can furnish some barricades to prevent traffic from going through there and I think the Sheriff said there’s going to be some other traffic control there.  Is that correct, Sheriff?
Marvin Heilman:  As far as Deputies?  Is that what you’re asking?

ADMINISTRATOR

Stonehaven Area Sewer

Roger Emmons:  The Stonehaven Area Sewer earlier this week I met with Mayor Hendrickson and Veolia Project Manager, Sean Wright, for a discussion set up by Judy Dicus Thomann.  She is the Director of IDEM Southwest Regional office in Petersburg.  She arranged for Jim McGoff, who is the SRF program Director, to basically address the city’s concerns about Interlocal agreements.  Mr. McGoff was supposed to have emailed down a synopsis and summary of the points that he wanted to make in that meeting.  He’s not done that, but I can tell you that it boils down to IDEM and SRF taking the position it would be a much cleaner project for the City of Boonville to be at least in name the one to take out the SRF loan.  The contract language would then be drawn up that would make sure that Boonville’s…they’re going to be the constructor of the system.  They’ll not have to pay for it.  That’s on the county.  So, there’s a lot of loose ends yet to tie up, but Mr. McGoff at the end of an hour and half meeting, I think he had convinced the Mayor that this is something that could work.  It will specify that the county would have to establish an account that would make up annually any short falls in the collection of the revenues…the debt service and that’s basically it.  So, I think once the Mayor gets it from Mr. McGoff she said she would relay it to her City Council Members and hopefully, they will agree with SRF.  The main thing was the City doesn’t want to be…and Mr. McGoff confirmed this, by them doing this they will not negatively impact their bonding capacity or borrowing capacity which would be something they would want. So, hopefully I’ll have a report for you in the next couple of days for you.
Carl Conner:  Okay, Roger.  Do you have anything else?

Polling Places 

Roger Emmons: A couple more items.  I just wanted with the media here.  Boon 13, which previously voted at the Boonville Worship Center has been changed to Boonville Medical, which is right across the road from the Boonville Worship Center.  The Worship Center felt like this was negatively impacting their school children. We can understand that.  We thank them for past use of the building.  

Emergency Management Copy Machine
Roger Emmons:  Emergency Management are needing a new copy machine and they have looked into lease purchase with the Lang Company.  The Lang Company are typically the low quoters when we take RFQ’s; however, they are also a part of the State QPA system, which is a Quantity Purchase Award.  So, Dallas doesn’t have the money to buy it out right, but he does have funds to make monthly lease payments.  I think the Five Thousand Nine o Four ($5,904.00) is reasonable price for the unit that he’s getting; and I’d recommend that you approve the lease agreement for the Emergency Management Agency.

Carl Conner: Did you see anything, Don?

Don Williams:  There’s one thing on there that I was going to mention under my business.

Carl Conner: Well, since we’re on this why don’t you go ahead and take care of that.

Kissel Cemetery 

Don Williams: That would be Item I the Kissel Cemetery issue which has been with us the whole time we’ve been in office, as well as our predecessors and I’m not sure how this will go.  I think Commissioner Baxter at one time and myself at another time talked to some folks that live out there that’s abutting the cemetery.  I talked to them about possibly a right-of-way or easement across their property and they felt that would be devaluate their property and they were interested in that; and then the gentlemen stated that currently the Trustee parks…he’s got a regular driveway and then he’s another where it goes to some out buildings, which is a fairly large parking area, and he said that he wouldn’t have any problem with people parking there to go back and forth from the cemetery since the Boonville Trustee…Boon Township Trustee already does.  So, I have drawn up a Right of Entry Agreement.  Our attorney reviewed it and I think he’s okay with it.  I did say okay.

Doug Welp:  I would say okay.  It gives the county limited rights.

Don Williams:  Thank you which is what we want.

Doug Welp:  Right, which is what you’re after.  

Don Williams: So, I guess I would like permission either for myself or Commissioner Baxter to go out there and talk to that family to get some signatures on a line.  It basically it’s an “indefinite right of entry” with a ninety (90) day out.  So, if they decide hey we don’t want to do this anymore they give us ninety (90) days notice.  

Carl Conner:  I personally don’t have any problem with it.  I assume we probably need to take a vote in regards to whether or not the Commissioners want to be a party to it.  So, I would like to Commissioners to make a motion in regards to approving the contract between us and who is the other party relative to the cemetery?  
Don Williams:  The Wolf family.

Carl Conner: The Wolf family.  Do I have a motion on the floor to approve the contract between the county and the Wolf’s for purposes of providing access to the Kissel Cemetery?

Phil Baxter: So moved.  

Carl Conner:  I’ve got a motion on the floor to approve.  I’ll second it.  All in favor state by saying aye.

Don Williams: Aye.

Phil Baxter: Aye.

Carl Conner: Aye.  Passes three (3) to zero (0).

Don Williams:  Now, they may no longer be interested, but at least we can go out and see.

Carl Conner:  If they’re not, they’re not.  

Don Williams:  If not then we’re back to where we’ve always been.  

Carl Conner: Did you have anything else, Roger?

Roger Emmons:  No, sir.

ATTORNEY

Stonehaven Sewer Project
Doug Welp:  Just a couple of matters.  First, commenting on the Stonehaven situation, I was not at that meeting so I am interested to see what this Mr. McGoff says in terms of this new set up in terms of whether the county is interested…would be interested or whether I would recommend that to the county.  I just would want to see the particulars of it.
Roger Emmons: Oh, absolutely.

Doug Welp:  It could be more advantageous than the current proposed set up or it could be less.  But, it appears to hinge…the county’s liability appears to hinge on whether Boonville collects the revenues sufficient to support the debt service in part.

Roger Emmons:  Well, the collections of the revenues will be on the county and the one advantage is if Boonville agrees to do this no Interlocal agreement will be required since they are going to be the one…I’m going to have to get a lot more information on that.
Doug Welp:  We’re going to have to get a lot of information on that because this is a real change in the set up.  
Lincoln Avenue - Right of Way Services Contract 

Doug Welp:  The only other matter is the Lincoln Avenue right-of-way services.  I’ve reviewed this.  This is a proposed contract with Bernardin Lochmueller.  It is for Phase 1 of Lincoln Avenue.  The right-of-way engineering was done by Bernardin Lochmueller.  That engineering has been completed so now this is on to the next phase of this federal, local project.  It’s for right-of-way services from the Vanderburgh Warrick County Line to one thousand (1,000) feet east of Grimm Road.  And that project length is approximately 1.18 miles.  The amount of the contract is…I believe it is a Hundred and Fourteen Thousand Dollars ($144,000.00) and the way this contract is set up is that this includes appraisal services by David Matthews with a review appraisal by Bill Bartlett; and then there is also buying provision in here that Bernardin Lochmueller also subs that out to a company called R.W. S. South, which has performed services on behalf of the county on other projects such as Epworth North.  I’ve review this.  We’ve changed it a little bit with Bernardin Lochmueller, but I do recommend approval of it. The contract time line is two hundred and ninety (290) days.  So, the appraisal work and the buyers work would be completed within two hundred and ninety (290) calendar days after the notification of the notice to proceed.  At that point, if all the properties have not been acquired they would be…they could go into condemnation at that point.  
Carl Conner:  And it was a Hundred and Fourteen Thousand ($114,000.00)?  

Doug Welp:  It is…I do not have the Appendix D.

Roger Emmons: “D” shows total fee not to exceed One Hundred and Forty One Thousand ($141,000.00).  

Doug Welp:  A Hundred and Forty One Thousand ($141,000.00).  Okay.
Carl Conner:    So, it’s a Hundred and Forty One Thousand ($141,000.00) or a Hundred and Fourteen Thousand ($114,000.00)?
Roger Emmons:  One Forty One ($141,000.00) is what is shown on Appendix D of this copy.

Carl Conner:  Okay.

Doug Welp:  Okay.  For some reason, Roger this copy doesn’t have the…I got my numbers transposed, but a Hundred and Forty One ($141,000.00).  
Carl Conner: Any questions from the board?  Hearing none what is the will of the board?  

Phil Baxter:  I’d move we approve the contract with BLA.

Carl Conner:  I’ve got a motion on the floor to approve the contract with BLA in the amount of a Hundred and Forty One Thousand Dollars ($141,000.00).

Don Williams:  That’s not to exceed, right?

Doug Welp:  Right.  It could be less.

Carl Conner:  Could be less.  Probably won’t be, but it could be.  I have a motion on the floor and I have a second.  All in favor state by saying aye.

Don Williams: Aye.

Phil Baxter: Aye.

Carl Conner: Aye.  Passes three (3) to zero (0).  

Roger Emmons:  Doug, you have the copy the copy then that needs to be signed?

Doug Welp:  I have the Appendix.  The main part of the contract stays the same.

Carl Conner:  Okay.

Doug Welp:  I have “A”, “B”, and “C” which are somewhat different and then “D” would say the same.

Roger Emmons:  Okay very good.
Carl Conner:  Is that all you had, Doug?

Doug Welp:  Thank is thank you.

Carl Conner:  Okay.  Do we happen to have a sign-in sheet by any chance?

Roger Emmons:  None.

Carl Conner:  Is there anyone here who has an issue they would like to address just please come forward and state your name and who you represent for the record.

Citizen Request for Non-smoking Ordinance in Warrick County businesses 

Don Lee:  Don Lee, just a citizen, representing myself.  As we see in the news media, Vanderburgh and Evansville, both are addressing smoking…non-smoking ordinances.  Marion County, as I understand, has passed it.  It’s very pleasant to go into their restaurants there not having to walk through a screen of smoke through the door and have to worry about whether you can get a seat or not.  Even in Kentucky…Owensboro, Kentucky has passed one.  I’d like to strongly encourage the Commissioners to consider review of that and see if possibly we could get something like that started here in Warrick County.  It would be real good if we could keep it as close to the Vanderburgh County Ordinance as possible so as not to create any ill-affect on the local businesses anymore so than Vanderburgh County.  So, I would personally like to ask the Commissioners to please consider that in your future endeavors.  Thank you very much.

Carl Conner: Thank you, Don.  Does anybody else have anything?  
Warrick County Health Department – Grant Request 

Sharon James:  I’m Sharon James with the Warrick County Health Department.  This came up quickly and we’ve been to the Personnel Committee with the Council and they suggested that we come and talk to you guys about this and kind of give a heads up.  On April 19th, we received communication from the State Health Department regarding a Two Thousand Dollars ($2,000.00) to supply a…several options, but the thing we are interested in is an assistant for our Local Public Health Coordinator to do things to help us get that planning in place and to keep it updated Memorandums of Understanding and credentialing and a lot of other things that require a lot of time.  It would be a temporary, part-time, short-time whatever…however you want to call it position for three (3) months over the summer.  What the Personnel Committee suggested was twelve (12) weeks, twenty (20) hours a week and that would leave two and a half (2 ½) hours of left over money.  We have a source for this individual that we could use for that.  Faye, our Public Health Coordinator, has used this source before in previous employment and had very good results of using these people.  I have copies of the grant information, the job description and so forth and what the Personnel Committee suggested that we do is talk to you about…we have to fill-out the application for the grant and its due next Friday.  So, before we do all of that we wanted to see if you guys would consider signing a contract for this position.  Like I say, it’s a Two Thousand Dollars ($2,000.00) for a short-term State money funneled through CDC and Homeland Security.

Carl Conner:  Basically, what we’re talking about is a grant that’s not going to have any impact upon us financially and I would assume the Commissioners would have to sign that grant.

Sharon James:  Right.  My assumption is that you would have to sign the contract.

Carl Conner:  Okay.  Personally, I have no problem with it since the cost is going to be covered by the grant.  Now, if it was a situation where the cost was going to be covered locally then I probably would have some questions.
Sharon James:  Do you want a copy of this?

Carl Conner: We’ll probably…has the grant application been filled out yet?

Sharon James:  No.  We didn’t want to go ahead with that until we knew exactly.  We didn’t want to fill-out the application for it and send it off and then the money come and not be able to use it and have to turn around and send it back.

Roger Emmons:  There’s no county matching funds that are required?

Sharon James:  No.  
Faye Camp:  I’m Faye Camp, Local Public Health Coordinator, for the Health Department.  Actually, there’s a Pan Flu Assessment that they are asking us to do to show our state of readiness and how much work we have left to do as a county to be prepared of Pandemic Flu.  Once we submit that Pan Flu Assessment, which is partially completed now, they will give us a voucher for Two Thousand Dollars ($2,000.00).  

Sharon James:  I brought these copies and there’s one for each of you plus the attorney if you guys want to have that ahead of time to look at it.

Carl Conner:  I don’t know how the other two feel, but I just prefer that you send it to us when you send us the completed application that we sign and probably it will not matter what our attorney says.  It is probably something standard that can’t be changed anyway, right Doug? 

Doug Welp:  Yeah.  

Carl Conner:  Well, I’m just going on what’s happened historically.

Sharon James:  Would we write the contract or would you write the contract?  Because the Council…

Carl Conner:  The State’s not sending us a contract?

Sharon James:  They will send a voucher.  We would have to make a contracted position for this money.  It’s not a contract from the State.

Roger Emmons:  That’s a little different.

Sharon James: We would need you to sign a contract to hire this person for this.

Carl Conner:  I thought we had to sign a contract and then we’d get the voucher paid to us.

Don Williams:  With the employee?  Do we sign that contract with the employee?

Doug Welp:  You need an employment contract?  Is that what you’re saying?

Sharon James:  That’s the way I understand it.

Carl Conner:  That’s a different light.  Why don’t you leave the information with us and we’ll just look at it.  No.  I’m sorry. I thought that it was basically you had a standard grant or contract we would sign and then they send us the voucher.

Sharon James:  The contract is here and the job description that we’re…

Carl Conner:  Is there anything else?  Do you guys have any questions?  Don, did you have anything else?

MS4 Ordinances

Don Williams:  Just a minor thing.  We are going to have to get active on ordinances concern MS4.  I think I submitted some dummies to your earlier that we are going to have to get started on that or we’re going to be in…I think we got what another sixty (60) days if I remember right maybe to get those going.  We got to get started.
Carl Conner: So, do we need the involvement of our attorney to help us.

Don Williams:  He will have to get those drafted for us.

Carl Conner:  Okay.

Don Williams:  You do have some blanks do you not?

Doug Welp:  I can put some MS4 ordinances together if that’s what the Commissioners need me to do.

Don Williams:  I thought I send you a copy.  I may have them on my desk.

Doug Welp:  Okay.  I think I have those.

Carl Conner:  Phil, do you have any problems or concerns if we go ahead and have Don work with Doug in regards to getting the legal aspect on the road?

Phil Baxter:  No.

Carl Conner:  Okay.

Don Williams:  Since you guys made me the operator on that project.

Doug Welp:  This is one of those unfunded Federal mandates.

Sharon James:  Do we need to write the contract in our office or is the attorney going to do that?  In the mean time and whenever we need to be working on it.  
Carl Conner:  I think probably since you’re going to be close to the situation and know the job description even though you gave us a copy of it, I think probably the best way to handle it is for you to draft it and then we’ll have our attorney review it and see if he needs to make any changes which he probably won’t make any changes.

Sharon James:  Okay.  Thank you.  
COMMISSIONERS ITEMS FOR DISCUSSION:
Commissioner Conner:  Is that all you had, Don?  
Commissioner Williams:  Yes, that’s all I have.  

Commissioner Conner:  Phil, do you have anything?  

Commissioner Baxter:  No.  
Commissioner Conner:  Okay.  I have one (1) item I’d like to bring before the board tonight and it’s in regard to the Warrick Industrial Park or more commonly known as the “Boonville Industrial Park.”  We have had the park appraised and I didn’t realize the appraisal was as old as it was, but we had it appraised back in September of 2003.  The Economical Development office had it appraised at the direction of the County Commissioners and the purpose of having the appraisal done was to decide whether or not it was financially feasible for us to at least put the park…the Boonville Industrial Park on the market and market it from a Midwest perspective and to see what type of price we can obtain by selling the park as one parcel instead of numerous parcels which we have attempted to do since about 1988 or ’89 in there at some point in time.  To date, we have invested a Million Five Hundred and Fifty Five Thousand Dollar ($1,555,000.00) in that park.  Also, we had a request that was put in the Capital Improvement Plan of an additional, I think, 1.1 Million Dollars for purposes of bringing the park up to the standards that needed to be met for us to be able to market the rest of the acreage that is in the park that has not been sold.  Roughly we’re dealing with unsold acreage of about forty five point one acres (45.1).  Taking into consideration the largest percentage of that, the forty five point one (45.1), that has not been developed plus the three (3) lots that we presently have that we could sell if someone had a desire for them, which apparently eighteen (18) years later they don’t have any desire for them. We haven’t had a great deal of activity out there.  We’re looking at roughly an appraisal of Five Hundred and Thirty Thousand Dollars ($530,000.00) on that property.  I personally think that from a financial perspective it’s in the best interest of the county to attempt to basically, as one (1) Commissioner said, is to take our loss and try to focus in on the new industrial park north of I-64 and have those monies put back into the Economic Development budget.  With that being said, I’d like to make a motion tonight that the County Commissioners make a recommendation to the Redevelopment Commission to at least take under consideration putting the old Boonville industrial park on the market for purposes of trying to determine if we can sell it and what we can sell that park for.  I am not saying that we need to take a substantial loss, but at the same time I think if we can get a reasonable dollar amount out of that park our best interest can be served by no longer making any investments of a Million plus in that park for purposes of trying to sell the other forty five (45) acres off.  So, I would like to, as I said, a motion made by myself for the County Commissioners to make that recommendation to the Redevelopment Commission and at this time I would ask for a second.  
Commissioner Williams:  So moved.

Commissioner Conner:  I have a second on the floor.  All in favor state by saying aye.

Commissioner Williams:  Aye.

Commissioner Conner:  Anyone opposed state by saying nay.

Commissioner Baxter:  Nay.

Commissioner Conner:  Okay.  Passes two (2) to (1).  The recommendation is then to the Redevelopment Commission that we would like for them to at least put it up on the market and see what value we can receive.    Does anyone else have any business to bring before the board?  If not, I would ask for…Dennis?  Please state your name and who you represent for the record and Carol, would you please do likewise?
Warrick EMS Program
Dennis Young: Good evening.  I’m Dennis Young, Warrick County EMS Director.  This is Carol Godsey, the new C.E.O. for St. Mary’s Warrick.  We’re here tonight…we know the Commissioners are looking at the EMS contracts that’s a piece of business that needs to be dealt with very quickly and we were made aware of the fact that the Executive Vice President of Operations for AMR submitted a letter to the Council and to the Commissioners; and I have a response to his letter that I’d like to give to you guys tonight.
Commissioner Conner:  Okay.  You just want to pass it out?  

Dennis Young:  Yes.  And of course I’d answer any questions if you have any questions regarding that.  

Commissioner Conner:  You just basically want to hit the highlights of the letter?

Dennis Young:  I certainly will.

Commissioner Conner:  Go ahead.  

Dennis Young:  Basically, the letter that was received by AMR spoke to the fact that he didn’t think that the proposed contract went into enough detail specifically on performance expectations, both clinical performance and financial performance that it didn’t have specifics listed in the contracts.  I believe that the letter casts some doubt on Warrick EMS’s ability to perform those tasks both clinical and cost.  This letter addresses those and tells what EMS is doing now, me as the new Director and Dr. Vaughn at the Medical Director and addressing the concerns that were voiced by Mr. Key in his letter to the Commissioners.

Commissioner Conner: Carol, do you have any comment or follow up?

Carol Godsey:  No.  I just would offer the suggestion that if anybody would like to maybe set up a separate meeting to go over that in detail we would be more than glad to do that.

Commissioner Conner:  Basically, where we are in regards to the contract I’ve brought up today to both of the Commissioners in regards to our meeting where we are in regards to the contract.  We’ve had legal review.  There are some minor changes that we will be making to the suggested changes by our attorney and then our attorney will forward that contract on to you for purposes of you reviewing it and then if you don’t have a problem with it then you let us know.  And we will then take a formal vote on that contract.  The probability is very good and if I’m speaking out of turn one of the other two Commissioners can hit me, but the probability is very good that the contract will be signed.  It will be formalized.  We’ve had a relationship with St. Mary’s…excuse me Warrick Hospital for eighteen (18), or nineteen (19) or twenty (20) years.  They’ve had the program for the very beginning.  Now, I’m just speaking for myself as one (1) vote there was some discussions held with other providers.  Basically, we feel like that we want to continue the relationship that we have with now St. Mary’s Warrick. We feel that your offer of providing and assisting the county is wonderful opportunity for the county, is a wonderful gift to the county and hopefully the tax payers of this community will truly appreciate the efforts that St. Mary’s Warrick has made in the past, now and in the future relative to the contract with the Board of Commissioners and Warrick County. Does anybody have any other comment?
Carol Godsey:  I just have a question, Carl, any idea on a time frame?

Commissioner Conner:  It will probably be within the next three (3) to four (4) days.

Carol Godsey:  Alright.  Thanks.

Commissioner Conner:  Thank you.  I appreciate it.  Having no other business, I have would ask for a motion to adjourn.

Commissioner Williams:  So moved.  
Commissioner Conner:  I have a motion on the floor to adjourn.  Do I have a second?
Commissioner Baxter: Second.

Commissioner Conner:  I have a second.  All in favor state by saying aye.

Commissioner Williams: Aye.

Commissioner Baxter: Aye.

Commissioner Conner: Aye.  Passes three (3) to zero (0).  We are adjourned.  
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
