Carl Conner:  The first order of business on the agenda is the Approval of Minutes for April 12, 2006; April 19, 2006; April 26, 2006.

Don Williams:  Mr. President, I would move that we approve the minutes for April 12, April 19, and April 26, 2006.

EMS Monthly Report
Carl Conner:  Okay.  The next item for discussion is the EMS Monthly Report, and I see that Mr. Young just walked in.  Would you like to come forward and go through the April Financial Report on the EMS Program please?  

Dennis Young:  Good afternoon, Dennis Young, from EMS.  I hope that you got the report.  Well, the first thing we did three hundred and thirty seven (337) calls, which is not on that, but that’s what we did in the month of April; and seventy seven (77) percent of those were transferred patients…billable calls.  So, that’s pretty high, but we’re not seeing that in revenue as you notice.  The revenue is not staying in pace that we’re anticipating.  It is above what the budget amount was so it’s not bad.  And the variance in the budget can still be attributed…ninety eight (98) percent of it for the month is salaries and benefits and about ninety one (91) percent of that variance year to date is from salaries and benefits so that continues to be the big item from rearranging the scheduling.  If you have any specific questions I’ll try and answer them.

Susie Taylor: This is a yearly contract.  It’s for Three Hundred and Seventy Five Dollars ($375.00) most of which will be reimbursed by the Community Foundation Alliance and it is to keep the clock in perfect running order.

Carl Conner: And I think that we have renewed this contract on an annual basis for some time. Have we not?

County Engineer

Open RFQ’s for Preliminary Engineering and Right-of-Way Survey for Rabbit Run/Country Place Connector Road

Bobby Howard:  I’ve solicited for three (3) quotes for preliminary engineering and right-of-way survey for the Rabbit Run/Country Place connector road.  The three (3) firms did turn in their quotes in a timely manner today and I’d like to read those now.  The first one I received was from Morley and Associates and their lump sum fee not to exceed for the project was Twenty Seven Thousand Three Hundred Dollars ($27,300.00).  The second one I received is from Commonwealth Engineering.  They said that they will complete the work for a lump sum fee of Ten Thousand Five Hundred Dollars ($10,500.00).
Carl Conner:  I assume they all had the same scope?

Bobby Howard:  Yes.  

Don Williams: Do you need a knife to open that?

Bobby Howard:  I think I’ve got it here.  And this one is from Bernardin Lochmueller and Associates and it is a proposed lump sum fee of Thirty Six Thousand Three Hundred Dollars ($36,300.00).  

Don Williams: They were all given the same information?

Bobby Howard:  Yes.  They were all given the same information.  

Carl Conner:  Bobby, what is your recommendation or would you like for us to take under advisement?

Bobby Howard: At this time, I would like for them to be taken under advisement so I can review each of the qualifications to make sure that everyone did bid the same thing.  

Don Williams:  I would move that we take all three (3) of the RFQs under advisement.

Carl Conner:  I have a motion on the floor to take all the three (3) proposals Bernardin Lochmueller, Morley and Associates and Commonwealth under advisement.  Do I have a second?

Phil Baxter: Second.

Carl Conner:  I have a second.  All in favor state by saying aye.

Don Williams: Aye.

Phil Baxter: Aye.

Carl Conner: Aye.  Passes three (3) to zero (0).  
County Highway

Don Williams:  County Highway is not here.

Don Williams: County Disposal Center is not here.  

County Sheriff

Don Williams:  The sheriff is barely here.  He just got through the door.  

Carl Conner:  That’s one area that I’d like to address real quick is I do think that when we initially did this there was always a representative here from the County Highway Garage.  There was always a representative here from the County Disposal Center and I think that if you two (2) do not have a problem with me dealing with that, I will be speaking to the interim superintendent and the manager of the Disposal Center informing them that we would like for their presence to be here at every meeting in case an issue comes up from the public or from one of us in regards to an operational question or something.

Don Williams:  You’ve got my okay.

Carl Conner:  Okay.  How about you, Phil?  

Phil Baxter:  Must be your personality.  When I was over there they were always here.  

Carl Conner:  Phil, did you say you wanted out of here about seven tonight?  

Phil Baxter:  No.  

Carl Conner:  So, I take that as a “yes”, right?

Phil Baxter:  Yes.  

Carl Conner:  I will follow up on that next week.  Did you have anything?  

Ray Wallace:  Yes.  I have a question on the Sheriff’s behalf.  Ray Wallace with the Sheriff’s office.  Evidently, we’ve been getting some questions about the length of construction at Epworth and Lincoln Avenue that area.  You know the south bound traffic on Epworth and the north bound traffic on Epworth are shut off.  We’ve got people running the stop signs east bound and west bound on Lincoln Avenue there. There is no reason for a stop sign I guess and we don’t really have an opinion on whether it should be there or shouldn’t be there, but the Sheriff really just wanted a general idea if anybody had an idea how long it would take or how much longer the construction is going to be on that intersection and if that was anything they had entertained taking the stop signs down in the mean time because there’s really no…

Carl Conner:  Bobby, is the August date still…?

Bobby Howard: Well, the August date is for the finish of the project, but the road closure may not be closed for that long. I will get with the Project Engineer out there and see what the time line is on that road closure for both sides.  They may open one side so then we may need to leave those signs up.

Don Williams:  You could cover the stop signs in the mean time.

Bobby Howard: Right. They could cover the stop signs in the mean time.  I will look into that and see if I take care of that next week.

Ray Wallace:  Okay.  And like I say we didn’t really have an opinion on it.  But, we were just getting a lot of calls because obviously the people are running the stop sign because there is no way to turn.
Carl Conner: Does the Sheriff have a preference in regards to those stop signs as long as that intersection is closed off?

Ray Wallace:  Just to leave it open is what he said.  To cover the stop signs or to take them down if you know we don’t have…there’s really no place for anyone to sit down there and there’s really no reason to sit down there and enforce that if there’s no hazard for turns.  
Carl Conner:  Bobby, will you see that they are covered until we open it up once again?

Bobby Howard:  Yes.  

Carl Conner:  Okay. Thank you.  

Ray Wallace:  Was there a question about an FMLA?

Carl Conner: No.  The one you are talking about our attorney is researching at the present time.

Ray Wallace:  Okay.
