Bethabara Church Commercial Driveway ~ C-05-080 -  Has had one (1) year. Requesting a one year extension with no reduction of $7,500.  LOC expires September 9, 2006.

Sherri Rector:  Mallard Lake Subdivision by Lake Group Stewart Phillip Member for street and sidewalk construction. They have had two (2) years requesting a one (1) year extension with a reduction from Sixty Nine Thousand Nine Hundred and Forty Dollars and twenty cents ($69,940.20) to Sixty Seven Thousand Eight Hundred and Twenty Eight twenty ($67,828.20). Mark Barton:  I just want to state the curbs are in, the stone base is down and also the asphalt base is down and they just want some more time to build out some more houses before they put down the finish coat.

Carl Conner:  Hearing none what’s the will of the board?  

Don Williams:  I move we approve Victoria Bluffs Subdivision request for one (1) year extension.

Halston Manor by Barrington Development, Bruce Miller, Pres. ~ Sidewalk Construction ~ Has had five (5) years. Requesting a one year extension with a reduction from $7,152.43 changed from $2,327.51 to $3,059.00. LOC expires October 15, 2006.
Sherri Rector:  Halston Manor by Barrington Development, Bruce Miller President. This is for sidewalk construction.  He has had five (5) years.  They are requesting a one (1) year extension with a reduction from Seven Thousand One Hundred Fifty Two Dollars and forty three cents ($7,152.43) to and Mr. Howard changed the dollar amount to Three Thousand Fifty Nine Dollars ($3,059.00).  The Letter of Credit expires October 15th.  This is now within our Subdivision Ordinance that they can have two (2) more extensions after the five (5) years so it falls within our Ordinance.

Carl Conner:  I have a second.  All in favor state by saying aye.

Don Williams:  Aye.

Phil Baxter: Aye.

Carl Conner: Aye.  Passes three (3) to zero (0).  Thank you, sir.  

Bruce Miller:  Thank you.  

Sherri Rector:  That’s all I have, Carl.

Carl Conner:  Okay.

Warrick County Senior Citizens

Carl Conner:  Is there anyone here representing Warrick County Senior Citizens?  

Marvin Heilman:  I am.  Sheriff Heilman. I am a board member of the Warrick County Council on Aging.  They asked that this be taken off the agenda today.  They still have some preparations that they want to make for their presentation and they’re also still moving out of the old jail and apparently couldn’t get it all together.  So, I assume they will reschedule for September.  I’m not sure when.  
Don Williams:  Do we need to table it or just remove it until they reapply?

Marvin Heilman:  Okay. They just need to get with Roger to reset it?  Is that okay?

Carl Conner:  Whey don’t we remove it from the agenda and then can reset it?

Don Williams:  I would move that we remove the Warrick County Senior Citizens from the agenda until such time as they reapply.

Carl Conner:  Okay.  I have a motion on the floor to remove the Warrick County Senior Citizen item from the agenda until such time that they are prepared.  Do I have a second?

Phil Baxter: Second.

Carl Conner:  I have a second.  All in favor state by saying aye.  

Don Williams: Aye.

Phil Baxter: Aye.

Carl Conner: Aye.  Passes three (3) to zero (0).  It is removed.

Marvin Heilman:  Thank you.

Carl Conner: Thank you.  
TABLED ITEMS

Discuss Retaining Consultant to Provide GASB 34 Services

Carl Conner:  Retaining Consultant for GASB 34 Services.  Is there anyone from the Auditor’s office that wants to address this?
Sonya Addington:  Mr. Kixmiller asked that Mr. Welp address that this evening.

Doug Welp:  This issue came up last week.  It’s a contract with WTH.  There was a different contract submitted by another company which had a higher price tag associated with it a government fixed asset services.  What we asked was for WTH to amend the contract to remove the sentence concerning arbitration, to add a time table, to get a set price and also I believe to get the money appropriated by the Council which would be the Auditor’s responsibility.  All of that has been done.  There is a small insert that I would like to make that I think is still not clear as to what the lump sum price is and I just need to add a couple of words in that and I would ask that Mr. Kixmiller do that.  I think what we can do is do a conditional approval subject to WTH making one additional suggested change which is to add the words “and expenses” after the word “services” under Article Three: Fees.  That would then set the price for services and expenses at Ten Thousand Five Hundred ($10,500.00).  As it is written right now it is just for services.  They did add a ninety (90) day…WTH added a ninety (90) day time line to complete their obligations under the agreement.  I don’t know whether the money’s been appropriated by the Council or not.  

Carl Conner:  I was under the impression that Dick had the money already available in a line item.  I thought he was going to pay.  Is that correct?  Do you know?

Sonya Addington:  No, sir.  I don’t know.

Carl Conner:  Okay.

Sam Roach:  I thought he said he had part of it available and was going to ask for part of it from his computer fund.

Carl Conner:  Additional appropriation.  Okay.  So, are you recommending that we go ahead and approve the contract subject to WTH making those changes relative to specific costs and what they’re related to service and what was the other one maintenance expenses?

Doug Welp:  Just the expenses.  Yes.  

Carl Conner:  Expenses.

Doug Welp:  Just one insert under Article Three: Fees and as well as being subject to the Auditor getting proper appropriations from the Council.  

Carl Conner:  But, the total dollar amount is going to be Ten Five ($10,500.00).  Is that correct?

Doug Welp:  It’s going to be Ten Five ($10,500.00) as long as the words “and expenses” are inserted.
Carl Conner: “And expenses.”

Doug Welp: Right now it’s written so that just the services are Ten Thousand Five Hundred ($10,500.00).

Carl Conner: Okay.  Any further questions from the board?

Don Williams:  I have none.

Carl Conner:  Okay.  What’s the will of the board?

Don Williams:  I would move that we approve the contract with WTH contingent upon the changes suggested by the attorney.

Carl Conner:  I have a motion on the floor to approve the contract with WTH subject to the changes that were recommended by the attorney relative to differentiation between service and fees.  Do I have a second?

Phil Baxter:  Second.

Carl Conner:  I have a second.  All in favor state by saying aye.

Don Williams: Aye.

Phil Baxter: Aye.

Carl Conner:  Aye.  Passes three (3) to zero (0).  Doug, if you don’t mind I think you have several other items and since you have taken care of that would you mind going ahead and following up in regards to the other issues?

ATTORNEY

Right of Way Easement:  Jim Eifler property between Owensboro Road and Pelzer Road, Continued from July 12, 2006; August 9, 2006

Doug Welp:  That’s fine.  The first matter is this issue that came to us a few weeks ago concerning the right-of-way easement for Mr. Eifler with regard to Owensboro Road.  The procedure I briefly looked into the procedure so what would be required.  As I understood it, Mr. Eifler wants a sale of property for a fifty (50) foot strip on which to put a road or a driveway across the landfill’s…the property which is owned by the county which is landfill property. The procedure under the statute is fairly cumbersome.  We have to get two (2) appraisals and then the property has to have a legal description.  That legal description has to be advertised in the newspaper and then there’s certain bids that could be made on that property.  It wouldn’t necessarily go to Mr. Eifler.  Other people would have the opportunity to bid on that property.  And then there would be no assurance that the property would actually be used for a right-of-way or for a road unless we made those stipulations in the deed that would be issued to the county.  Depending on the amount of the sale we would also potentially need County Council approval.  A different option…another option is to grant an easement to Mr. Eifler for him to build that roadway and then to also require him to build the road.  That’s a different…that’s a separate option from actually selling the property is to grant an easement.
Bobby Howard: Would that be a public easement?

Doug Welp:  Yes.  It would be an easement dedicated to the public.

Carl Conner:  Is there anyone here to represent Mr. Eifler?

Bill Bivins:  Bill Bivins, Engineer for Mr. Eifler.  The easement really doesn’t do us any good because you could not do any development back there just with an easement.  You have to have at least fifty (50) feet touching a county road so the easement option is…

Doug Welp: The idea there would be the county road be built back to that property and then you would have the fifty (50) feet that would be attaching to the currently landlocked property.

Bill Bivins:  Well, at the present time he’s basically looking for a way to get back there with the options of doing that later so we really prefer to have a purchase of the land.
Carl Conner:  Even if you run a risk of having to pay more for the real estate then you would desire to do so more than the appraisal value because my understanding is from the attorney that if we follow that option for purposes of selling then it’s open to the public correct Doug?  
Doug Welp: Correct.

Carl Conner:  Okay.  

Bill Bivins:  A fifty (50) foot wide strip is virtually unbuildable and surely I don’t see any problem in taking that chance because it’s unbuildable.  It is basically just a fifty (50) foot wide strip.  

Carl Conner:  And he’s wanting access for development?

Bill Bivins:  Yes.  There’s twenty (20) acres back in there.

Don Williams:  You can’t put anything on it that’s for sure.  

Carl Conner:  Okay.  Any questions from the board?

Don Williams: We know that it will have to be surveyed.  I’ve discussed with Mr. Eifler who is willing to pay any expenses as far as surveying and appraisal I’m assuming.  Is that true Mr. Eifler?  

Jim Eifler:  Yeah whatever it takes.  

Carl Conner:  Jim, do you mind to come on up here and state your name?

Jim Eifler:  Okay.  Jim Eifler, 1233 South Eighth Street, Boonville, Indiana; and back when we obtained this land quite a long time back I had a deed for a 60.9 foot track of land through there.  When we surveyed it I didn’t have it.  There wasn’t any land there.  So, we were trying to find a way back into it and when I talked with Sherri she said I had to have fifty (50) foot you know to have access of the road there.  The fifty (50) foot back there would just be something over an acre of land maybe an acre.  Did you say an acre and a quarter Bill something like that?

Bill Bivins:  Something like that.  

Jim Eifler: About and acre and a quarter is about all it would be to reach us back there to let us into our property back there.  It would be right not through the landfill, but right against the landfill’s north border, right where it borders the last lot in the subdivision there.  It would be tight against that.  You know you wouldn’t have land on both sides of it?  It would be locked tight against only the north property line back through this property there and I would be willing to pay for the survey.  I’d be willing to pay for the appraisal and whatever it takes and if it has to go to the highest bidder that would have to be me.  I mean whatever it would be.
Don Williams:  Mr. Eifler, you do understand that it takes two (2) appraisals?

Jim Eifler:  Yes and I’ll pay for both of them.  

Don Williams:  Okay.  I just wanted to make sure.

Jim Eifler:  No problem at all. We do this with the School Corporation.

Carl Conner: Would you settle for an appraisal value of One Fifty ($150,000.00)?  That’s not a Hundred and Fifty Dollars ($150.00), but a Hundred and Fifty Thousand ($150,000.00).

Jim Eifler:  I was thinking more like double that.

Carl Conner:  For Three Hundred ($300,000.00)?  Sold!  Can we go ahead and get him that property?

Don Williams:  I would like to ask our attorney what’s our next step then to go ahead and proceed since they have expressed their desire to purchase?  Go ahead and have it surveyed and the appraisal and send the bill to Mr. Eifler, right?  

Jim Eifler: Would it be alright if I have Bill to do that survey and he could bill me then and give it to you?

Doug Welp:  That’s fine and then we have to hire appraisers as well; and I can get you the procedure on how to go about that.

Don Williams:  Is that two (2) independent I’m assuming?

Doug Welp:  Huh-huh.  Yes.

Don Williams:  Not the same company?

Doug Welp:  Yes.

Jim Eifler:  I’d be glad to.  Whatever it takes.  

Carl Conner: Any other questions from the board any other questions?  

Don Williams:  I have none.

Carl Conner:  Phil, do you have any questions or comments?

Phil Baxter:  No.  I don’t have any?  Do we need a motion on this or what do we do?

Doug Welp: I think we need a motion for the county to retain the appraisers.

Carl Conner: Even though he’s going to pay for the appraisals?  

Doug Welp:  I think the appraisers have to be appointed by the county so that they are independent.

Carl Conner: Then we send the bill to Jim?

Doug Welp:  Right.

Jim Eifler: That will be fine.  

Don Williams:  In that case Mr. President, I would move that the county retain two (2) appraisers to appraise that fifty (50) foot strip.

Carl Conner:  I have a motion on the floor to have the county employ two (2) appraisers to appraise the fifty (50) foot strip of property along the landfill that’s in question.  Do I have a second?

Phil Baxter: Second.

Carl Conner:  I have a second.  All in favor state by saying aye.
Don Williams: Aye.

Phil Baxter: Aye.

Carl Conner: Aye.  Passes three (3) to zero (0).  Thank you, Jim.

Jim Eifler:  Thank you.  

Carl Conner: Doug, do you want to move onto the Assessor’s Contract?  

Assessor’s Contract

Doug Welp:  Yes.  I believe Cathy Madden is here on that.  

Cathy Madden:  Do you want me to go or do you want to explain what it is?  

Doug Welp:  Why don’t you explain what it’s about if you would?

Cathy Madden:  Okay.  The State mandated here while back that we have one of their wonderful mandates that we have to have our personal property on electronic file on the computer system that we can transport to the State and that’s what this consists of.  We not only have to do the current personal property, we have to go back three (3) years.  So, this also includes a program to be able to go back with the old personal property forms because every year those forms change depreciation.  It will be for the county office, the Ohio Township office and the Boon Township office so each of them will have a program and the Trustee Assessors will be done in the county office.  That’s why the county’s having one.  So, it would be for three (3) programs.  

Doug Welp:  The amount of the contract that total license fee is Five Thousand Four Hundred Ninety Six Dollars ($5,496.00).

Cathy Madden: That’s for the one not the archive one.  There was two (2) contracts the archive which you said you didn’t have a problem with the archive contract.  

Doug Welp:  I don’t have it in front of me.  

Cathy Madden:  You can have this one.  I gave the other two (2) I think to the Commissioners.  Which I know we talked about this back originally when we started talking you said you didn’t have a problem with that and it was only like Sixteen Hundred Dollars ($1,600.00) for that Sixteen Sixty Five ($1,665.00) or something like that.

Doug Welp:  To me, there’s only one (1) contract here.  One (1) is a Letter of Intent and one (1) is Exhibit A to that.  

Cathy Madden:  You’re talking about this contract aren’t you though?

Doug Welp:  Correct.

Cathy Madden:  The PPDMS?
Doug Welp:  Yes.

Cathy Madden:  You should’ve received two (2) of them.  One (1) that said…

Doug Welp: I’ve got “PPDMS” and you have “PPDMS Archive.”  

Cathy Madden:  I’ve got that one too.

Doug Welp:  Okay.  Are these identical?

Cathy Madden:  No.  They are two (2) different contracts.

Doug Welp:  But, are they identical in their wording?

Cathy Madden:  No.

Doug Welp:  Okay.  I don’t remember reviewing the one.  I have the one here the “PPDMS.”  
Don Williams:  Look at it and see if you’ve seen it.

Cathy Madden: It was the one that you said you had a problem with and this one you said you didn’t have a problem with when we originally talked about the two (2) of them but that’s been a while ago.  

Doug Welp:  Cathy, I just don’t remember seeing this.  That isn’t to say that I haven’t.  It’s been awhile.

Cathy Madden:  I know.  It’s been awhile.  

Doug Welp:  I don’t want to hold up the meeting.  I can take a look at it.  

Cathy Madden: Do you want me to come back here in a minute?

Don Williams:  Is there a time deadline this needs to be taken care of?

Cathy Madden:  It was supposed to be done a year ago.

Don Williams:  Mr. President, my suggestion would be that we go through the other two (2) issues that the attorney has and then we go back to our Administrator and Auditor come back and address this issue later if the other two (2) of you are willing to do that?  

Carl Conner:  I don’t have a problem with that.  But, you said Auditor?

Don Williams:  Assessor.  I’m sorry.  Well, we’ve got Auditor business.  I’m saying the Administrator and Administrator’s business take care of that and then come back and take care of this one (1) issue with the Assessor.

Cathy Madden:  So, you want me to sit down?  

Carl Conner:  Well, he’s got some other information we have to go through.

Don Williams: Right.

Carl Conner:  Doug, let’s just go ahead and address the Disposal Center Rate Ordinance and finish up with your business.

Disposal Center Rates Ordinance (Ordinance 2006-15)

Doug Welp: The Disposal…what I’m calling the “Disposal Rate Ordinance” which started as Ordinance 2006-07 was passed June 28, ’06.  Since then there have been some requests to change that ordinance and those are…the changes are to eliminate any charge for the disposal of tree limbs of three (3) inches in diameter or less, to eliminate any charge for grass clippings and brush or pruning refuse; to reduce the charge for the disposal of tree limbs of greater than three (3) inches to $.018 Dollars per pound. So, one point eight cents ($.018) per pound.
Carl Conner:  Okay.  My question is was that the original charge prior to us making the changes and adopting the new rates?

Doug Welp:  I have been informed by the Administrator that it is.

Carl Conner:  Okay.  And this is the only rate that we are rolling back to the initial charges all other charges are going to be left as is in this ordinance?

Doug Welp: That’s correct.  It eliminates the charge for grass clippings, brush and prunings and tree limbs or three (3) inches or less and all the other…

Carl Conner:  Do you have some comment?

Alan Ahrens:  Alan Ahrens, Warrick County Disposal. The only comment I had that we has raised the rate to $.02 cents a pound rather than one point eight cents ($.018) a pound.  
Carl Conner: So, basically you want it twenty cents ($.20)?

Alan Ahrens:  Yeah.  Whatever you gentlemen decide to do.  If you want to go back to ($.018) for tree limbs that‘s fine, but I just wanted to point that out to you.  Thank you.

Carl Conner:  Thank you.  What would the Commissioners like to do?  Do you want to leave it at one eight ($.018) or do you want to do the two zero ($.020)?

Phil Baxter:  One eight ($.018).

Don Williams:  I’m fine with that.

Carl Conner:  One eight ($.018)?

Don Williams:  Yes.  Unless you want to go to zero ($0.00)?  

Carl Conner: What’s the will of the board?  

Doug Welp:  I think if the board is interested in passing this, I have an ordinance drafted.  We’ll need an ordinance number.

Carl Conner: Right.  

Sonya Addington: The next ordinance number is 2006-15.

Don Williams:  Is that fifteen (15) or sixteen (16)?

Sonya Addington:  Fifteen (15).

Carl Conner: Fifteen (15).

Don Williams: Thank you.  

Carl Conner: What’s the will of the board?  

Phil Baxter:  I’d move we approve Ordinance Number 2006-15.

Carl Conner:  I have a motion on the floor to approve Ordinance 2006-15. Do I have a second?

Don Williams:  Second.

Carl Conner:  I have a second. All in favor state by saying aye.

Don Williams: Aye.

Phil Baxter: Aye.

Carl Conner: Aye.  Passes three (3) to zero (0).  
ORDINANCE NO. 2006- 15
An Ordinance of the Board of Commissioners of Warrick County, Indiana, 
Amending Landfill and Remote Site Disposal Rates


WHEREAS, Indiana law empowers the Board of Commissioners of Warrick County to set rates for the disposal and recycling sites within Warrick County, Indiana; and


WHEREAS, the Board of Commissioners of Warrick County passed Ordinance No. 2006-07 on June 28, 2006, concerning landfill rates and remote site rates; and


WHEREAS, the Board of Commissioners of Warrick County wishes to amend Exhibit A to Ordinance 2006-07 to eliminate any charge for the disposal of tree limbs of three inch (3”) diameter or less, to eliminate any charge for grass clippings and brush/pruning, and to reduce the charge for tree limbs of greater than three inch (3”) diameter to $0.018 per pound.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Board of Commissioners of Warrick County, Indiana, as follows:


Section 1.  Exhibit A to Ordinance No. 2006-07, under the heading, “YARD WASTE,” shall be amended to read as follows (amended language in bold):

Pecka Condemnation ~ Report of Appraisers

Doug Welp: The next matter is the Pecka condemnation.  This concerns some land owned by the Peckas near the intersection of Lincoln and Anderson. This is for a project to straighten as one travels east on Lincoln heading towards Anderson the road jogs to the south and there is a telephone pole and so the road project Bobby can describe it better if I’m not correctly describing it, is to straighten…is to make a curve further to the north which will effectively straighten out Lincoln Road that’s near the AMAX soccer fields.  And so Mr. Pecka did not agree with the appraisal by David Matthews which was Two Thousand Six Hundred Dollars ($2,600.00).  It was the amount of the uniform offer.  We went to a condemnation hearing.  We got the property condemned.  Then the three-quarter point appraiser came back with an award of Two Thousand Eight Hundred Dollars ($2,800.00) so it’s a Two Hundred Dollar ($200.00) increase over David Matthews and its also at least a year later than what David did his appraisal.  I’ll add that.  So, there’s some inflationary pressures there. The Peckas have already objected to this.  They filed exceptions to the report of the appraisers so unless it is settled it will proceed to trial.  The question is whether the Commissioners also want to file exceptions to the report. The benefit to the Commissioners of doing that would be if Mr. and Mrs. Pecka attempt to withdraw their exceptions the Commissioners would still have the option to proceed to trial on the issue and given the fact of the difference in appraisals, I don’t think that the Commissioners want to do that, but I wanted to have it on the record as to whether you did or didn’t.  
Carl Conner: Bobby, when is that project scheduled to begin because I’ll tell you that is terrible intersection and is very dangerous.

Bobby Howard:  We’ve been waiting for this to finalize itself before we could move forward.

Carl Conner:  Okay.

Doug Welp: As soon as the money is deposited then I’ve requested it from Roger and I don’t know if it’s been deposited or not the Two Thousand Eight Hundred Dollars ($2,800.00) the amount of the report of the appraiser.  As soon as that’s deposited the county can take possession and start that project.  I know Roger’s requested it.  It sent out a memo on it, but I’ve never received confirmation whether that money was deposited or not.
Carl Conner:  We’re doing this project in-house?  Okay.  So, about how long is it going to take Sam to get it done after we start?

Sam Roach:  It’s the first I’ve heard of it.

Bobby Howard:  It was approved last year’s part of our paving list so our paving contractor will be doing the work as soon as we schedule it.

Carl Conner:  Oh, okay. So, we’re not going to do it in-house?

Bobby Howard:  No.  

Carl Conner:  Okay.  Any comments or questions from the board?  

Phil Baxter:  None.

Carl Conner:  Hearing none what’s the will of the board?  I would make a motion that we do whatever the attorney feels like is appropriate for purposes of giving the county the ability to take immediate possession and begin work and if that entails and increase of Two Hundred Dollars ($200.00) from Twenty Six Hundred ($2,600.00) to Twenty Eight Hundred ($2,800.00) I would include that we pay the Two Thousand Eight Hundred Dollars ($2,800.00) to the Peckas.

Doug Welp:  That is fair enough.  And in terms of when we get into settlement negotiations I’ll keep that in mind.  The only real issue is whether we want to object and I take it that we don’t since we’re willing to settle for that amount?

Carl Conner:  I want to get the project going.

Doug Welp:  Okay.  Then all we have to do is deposit the money.  

Carl Conner:  Especially for Two Hundred ($200.00) bucks.  And it is a very dangerous intersection.

Doug Welp:  There may be a little more time line involved here and you know I’m not the Engineer, but there’s a telephone pole right at the northwest corner of that intersection a large utility pole that probably would have to be moved.

Bobby Howard: We’ve already checked with Vectren and we’ve done some utility coordination early on and I just have to call them back and let them know to start with the work but they want to put that back in right away so I have to wait until that money is still deposited before I can allow them to move forward.  

Carl Conner:  I have a motion on the floor.  Do I have a second?  

Don Williams:  You have a second.  

Carl Conner:  I’ve got a second.  All in favor state by saying aye.  

Don Williams: Aye.

Phil Baxter: Aye.

Carl Conner: Aye.  Passes there (3) to zero (0).  Doug, do you have anything else to bring before the board?  
Metzger Settlement 

Doug Welp: Two (2) other matters.  One (1) on that Metzger settlement that we discussed last week.  I’ll just need the Commissioners to sign on that.  I didn’t get your signatures last week.  
Dead Animal Ordinance
Doug Welp:  I drafted an amendment on that dead animal ordinance and Alan has reviewed it and I don’t know if Alan has any comments on it?  

Carl Conner: Alan?

Alan Ahrens:  I suppose you all have copies of that?  Alan Ahrens from Warrick County Disposal.  The first part of section two (2) down at the bottom is great.  The wording is what we wanted.  But, when we get to the second page there where the signatures are, I would strike the words “our landfill” in the top because we no longer have a landfill site in Warrick County, but that would preclude any landfill in the future perhaps.  I know Alcoa has a permitted landfill that they don’t use, but they have one.  So, I would suggest striking those two (2) words “our landfill” and starting “the county will provide pick up service” take all of that out.  Those would be my recommendations.

Doug Welp:  The part on where it starts on the top of the second page “the county will provide a pick up service for dead farm animals” that was in the 1972 ordinance; and so I just rolled that over into this ordinance.

Alan Ahrens: Yeah.  We need to take that out.

Doug Welp:  If those are the only two (2) suggested amendments.

Carl Conner: So, basically everything on page two (2) accept the signature lines you’re recommending that we eliminate?

Alan Ahrens:  Basically, yes.  

Don Williams:  I have a question.

Alan Ahrens:  Yes.

Don Williams:  For our attorney.  Will this ordinance as written allow us to place the dead animals that we take up off the road there and also our Animal Control people?

Doug Welp:  It allows…the way it’s drafted it provides the County Disposal Center with discretion to accept dead animals from the Highway Department and from the Animal Control Department and it prohibits anyone else from taking those animals there.
Alan Ahrens:  Right.

Doug Welp:  But, it provides discretion to the Disposal Center because I think there are still some conditions that have to be met even for the Highway Department or Animal Control Department to dispose of dead animals there.
Alan Ahrens:  Right.  It may not be convenient at that time to take a huge amount whatever the time of the day may be off that we want to get those out as soon as possible.  We don’t want any of them staying there.

Don Williams:  Right.  Thank you. 

Alan Ahrens: Thank you.  

Carl Conner: I’ve got one (1) comment Alan.  Alan?    

Alan Ahrens:  Okay.

Carl Conner:  Where you have…excuse me.  Where you are suggesting striking out “our landfill” if I’m reading this correctly it appears to me that maybe we need to leave that in because basically what it’s saying here is it’s ruling out the use of container or landfill within Warrick County.  Is that right, Doug?  It is very specific.

Doug Welp:  It makes it unlawful for any person or entity to deposit any dead animal at any container or landfill site within Warrick County.

Carl Conner: So, do you still want to mark that out?

Alan Ahrens: That’s up to you gentlemen whatever you want to do.  I’m just saying right now we don’t have a sanitary landfill that’s open in Warrick County, but Alcoa does have one that is permitted.  That’s their choice for them to open it.  There are no other landfills in this county at this time that I’m aware of anyone so that would be however you gentlemen would want to do it.  It’s not a big issue.  
Carl Conner:  I mean I agree with taking out the last part of that paragraph starting with “the county” because we don’t want to get into that transportation service, but…

Alan Ahrens:  You may want to leave it in there.  That’s up to you gentlemen.

Carl Conner:  But, I’m just wondering if we shouldn’t leave that in there because it’s very specific that is what we want.  It is unlawful.  So, I don’t know whatever the board wants.  

Alan Ahrens: Sanitary landfills can take them if they are properly permitted under Indiana Law now.  That was my only suggestion by doing this we would have to come back and amend it if in the far distant future there was every a landfill open.

Carl Conner: Are there any comments from the board?  

Don Williams:  I have none.  If there’s no need to take it out then let’s leave it.  That’s my only comment.  

Carl Conner: So, Phil how do you feel about it?

Phil Baxter:  I agree with Don.

Don Williams: There may be a time where we have to have a landfill to take care of the county material, but right now we don’t.

Carl Conner:  Okay. What is the will of the board?  

Don Williams: Do we have a number on that?  Is that an ordinance?  

Doug Welp:  That would be what sixteen (16)?

Sonya Addington:  Yes, sir one (1), six (6).
Don Williams:  Okay.  I would move that we approve Ordinance 2006-16.

Carl Conner:  Including everything in there or just leaving “landfill site within Warrick County” in the elimination from “the” on down?

Don Williams:  It doesn’t matter whatever you want to take out.  

Alan Ahrens:  Probably starting with the last part is what you would eliminate.

Don Williams:  Yeah.  Let’s leave in the section one where it says “any container or landfill” leave that in, section two where it says “any container or landfill” leave that in and after that where it talks about “providing service” strike the rest of that paragraph after the period after “Warrick County.”
Carl Conner:  I have a motion on the floor to approve 2006-16 with the revision that starting with “the county” that entire paragraph will be eliminated.

Doug Welp: That sentence.

Carl Conner:  Okay.  That sentence down to the Five Dollar ($5.00) fee and leaving in “landfill.”  Do I have a second?
Phil Baxter: Second.  

Carl Conner:  I have a second. All in favor state by saying aye.  
Don Williams: Aye.

Phil Baxter: Aye.

Carl Conner: Aye.  Passes three (3) to zero (0).  

Doug Welp:  Susie, effectively what it’ll be then is section two (2) we’ll need to amend that just to have the first sentence in and to eliminate the second and third sentences.  Section one (1) actually stays as it is.

ORDINANCE NO. 2006-16
An Ordinance of the Board of Commissioners of Warrick County, Indiana,

Regulating the Disposal of Dead Animals and Amending Ordinance 72-1


WHEREAS, the Board of Commissioners of Warrick County passed Warrick County Ordinance 72-1, Section 205, reads as follows:
All dead animals must be taken directly to a landfill site, and it shall be unlawful for anyone to deposit a dead animal in a container or at a container site.  The County will provide a pickup service for dead farm animals by removing such animals from the owner’s premises in Warrick County to a sanitary landfill site, for a fee of five dollars ($5.00) per trip.  If the size of the animals permits, more than one animal will be accepted per trip for the single five dollar fee.


WHEREAS, the Board of Commissioners of Warrick County wishes to revise Section 205 of Ordinance 72-1 to allow the disposal of dead animals by the Warrick County Highway Department or Animal Control Department to be accepted at the Warrick County Disposal Center.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Board of Commissioners of Warrick County, Indiana, as follows:


Section 1.  Section 205 is amended to delete the first sentence, and to replace it with the following sentence:   “The Warrick County Disposal Center may, at its discretion, accept dead animals from the Warrick County Highway Department and the Warrick County Animal Control Department, and it shall be unlawful for any other person or entity to deposit any dead animal at any container or landfill site within Warrick County.”


Section 2.  Section 205 of Ordinance 72-1, shall read as follows in its entirety:

The Warrick County Disposal Center may, at its discretion, accept dead animals from the Warrick County Highway Department and the Warrick County Animal Control Department, and it shall be unlawful for any other person or entity to deposit any dead animal at any container or landfill site within Warrick County

Section 3. This ordinance shall be in full force and effect as of August 24, 2006.

Deutsch and Stahl Settlements 

Carl Conner: Doug, do you have anything else to bring before the board?  
Doug Welp:  The other matter that I have is the Deutsch settlement which is Parcel 26 on the Epworth Road North Project.  The attorney handling that, Sean Sullivan, has forwarded the settlement agreement and we just need to approve the settlement agreement and get the signatures of the Commissioners on that.  I think we talked about this at the last meeting if I remember correctly.  The amount is for Sixty Seven Thousand Five Hundred Dollars ($67,500.00).  And that money’s already been deposited with the court and it will result in a refund to the county of Seventeen Thousand One Hundred Thirty Dollars ($17,130.00) plus all accumulated interest.
Don Williams:  Good.

Carl Conner:  Speaking of accumulated interest what was the…I know it wasn’t on the agenda.  I hope you all don’t mind but what was the outcome of the discussions with the Stahls?
Doug Welp:  We left it…I left it the way we had it initially and that is…

Carl Conner:  And you never heard anything back from them?  Okay.  What we’re talking about is the Stahl’s were willing to settle for how much?

Doug Welp:  It was the amount of the court-appointed appraisers so it was Twelve Thousand Five Hundred ($12,500.00) in one case and Twenty Two Thousand Five Hundred ($22,500.00) in another case.

Carl Conner:  Twelve Thousand Five Hundred ($12,500.00) and Twenty Two Thousand ($22,000.00) in the other situation; however, I was approached by them in public and they said that they were willing to settle for that, but they wanted the interest and to date we have not paid any interest and I think the interest was about Two Hundred Dollars ($200.00) and something wasn’t it?  

Doug Welp:  It was in the range…it depends on whether it was one (1) or two (2) percent interest that it’s earning right now, but it ranges from a Hundred and Fifty ($150.00) to Three Hundred Dollars ($300.00) between those two (2) parcels.
Carl Conner: And I had asked Doug to call them to see if we could get the matter settled without the interest and apparently they want the interest and in fact one of them said something about just…what was his comment?  Leaving it there for ten (10) years or whatever and then claiming?  

Doug Welp:  Then it will accumulate to be more interest.

Don Williams:  It make sense it will draw a lot more interest at a…

Doug Welp:  But, they wouldn’t have use of the money during that time period.

Carl Conner:  Well, here’s the situation. We haven’t paid anybody any interest to date, but I feel like that I need to bring it to you because of the fact that I find myself in a conflict of interest in regards to this issue so it’s going to have to be left up to the other two (2) board members in regards to whether or not they want to settle this thing by giving them the Two Hundred ($200.00) or Two Hundred and Fifty Dollars ($250.00) or if we just don’t want it settled.  I mean we can go ahead and take possession of the property because of the fact that are we not scheduled the first part of next year to start construction now by the State?

Bobby Howard:  We still are on that schedule currently.  
Carl Conner:  So, I just wanted to bring it to your attention and to Don’s attention and you all I guess at some point in time are going to have to make a decision on what you’re going to do because apparently the landowners aren’t going to move.
Don Williams:  I’ll tell you as far as I’m concerned if we’re only talking about a Hundred Fifty ($150.00) to Three Hundred Dollars ($300.00), I think it’s worth that much just to get it over with and get it out of our hair and go ahead and finish that road out there.  That’s just my opinion.  I don’t really care about setting precedence.
Doug Welp:  Commissioner Williams, let me add one (1) thing.

Don Williams: Sure.

Doug Welp:  Whether or not the county agrees to allow the landowner to get the interest that’s accumulated on the deposited money or not has no bearing on whether the county can take possession of that property and start the project.  It’s just a matter of finishing off those two (2) cases.  On neither of those cases has either the landowner or the county objected to the court-appointed appraisers.  So, that decision the amount the Twenty Two Thousand Five Hundred ($22,500.00) in one case and the Twelve Thousand Five Hundred ($12,500.00) in the other case is the final amount. The only issue now in terms of settling…making a final settlement with the landowners is what to do with the interest that is accumulated within that account on the money that’s deposited by the county with the Clerk.  I just didn’t want you to operate under…

Don Williams:  I understand.

Doug Welp:  Okay.  

Don Williams:  I’m just not sure if it’s worth the hassle for Three Hundred Dollars ($300.00) because I know what your hourly fee is.  You know in a couple of hours it’ll be knocked out is what I’m saying.    

Doug Welp:  For a Hundred and Fifty ($150.00) to Three Hundred Dollars ($300.00) you know I can’t come over here and do a hearing on the issue if they brought it to that.  Yeah.

Don Williams:  I understand.  I understand.  I mean if he causes a hearing it’s going to cost more than the interest so you know I would make the motion that we just go ahead and settle the issue with them and be done with it.
Carl Conner:  Okay.  I have a motion on the floor to go ahead and settle with the Stahl’s by paying the accumulated interest to both of the property owners.  Do I have a second?

Phil Baxter: Second.

Carl Conner:  I have a second.  All in favor state by saying aye.

Don Williams: Aye.

Phil Baxter: Aye.

Carl Conner:  One (1) abstention.  Two (2) ayes and one (1) abstention…(1) nay.  So, will you go ahead then Doug?

Doug Welp:  I will notify the Stahl’s and move forward with that paperwork.

Carl Conner:  Okay.

Doug Welp: The other matter…anything else on that?  

Don Williams:  No.

Doug Welp: The other matter is whether it’s just a motion to approve the settlement agreement with the Deutsch’s.

Carl Conner: What’s the will of the board?

Don Williams:  That was the Sixty Seven Five ($67,500.00)?

Doug Welp: That’s correct.

Don Williams:  I move we approve and I would like to commend Commissioner Conner on bringing it in at that level.  

Carl Conner: Thank you, sir.  We’ll all go to Hawaii on that difference.

Don Williams:  Yeah right.  

Carl Conner:  I’ve got a motion on the floor to approve the Deutsch settlement in the amount of Sixty Seven Thousand Five Hundred ($67,500.00).  Do we have a second?

Phil Baxter: Second.

Carl Conner:  We have a second. All in favor state by saying aye.

Don Williams: Aye.

Phil Baxter: Aye.

Carl Conner:  Aye.  Passes three (3) to zero (0).  Doug, do you have anything else to bring before the board?  

Doug Welp:  That is all that I have. Thank you.

Carl Conner: Susie, do you have anything to report for Roger relative to the Stonehaven Area Sewer or do we just need to move on?

Carl Conner: Stonehaven Area Sewer.

Don Williams: Did you have anything to say?

Don Williams:  I don’t think there’s been any progress from the city that I know of.
Carl Conner:  Now, my understanding is have you all reviewed the amortization schedules?  I understand we got those the other day?

Don Williams:  No.  We did get them the other day and I have not had a chance to look at them other than just glance at them.

Carl Conner: Okay.  I haven’t reviewed them either so maybe we can get that on the agenda at the regular scheduled meeting.  I think the regular scheduled meeting would be September 20th. That would probably give everybody enough time.
Don Williams:  Mr. President, I really would like for us to do that at the first meeting of September.

Carl Conner:  Okay.

Don Williams:  Because I think when it comes to the grant issue…

Carl Conner:  You think it will have an impact?

Don Williams:  I think it might.  I think we need to get things done as quickly as possible and hopefully eventually Boonville will come around or maybe…

Carl Conner:  So, you want to take it up on the 13th then?

Don Williams: That’s what I would like to do if it’s okay with the two (2) of you.

Carl Conner:  Okay.  That’s fine with me.  You don’t have a problem with that do you?  

Phil Baxter:  No.  I want to try to meet with some representatives fro Boonville.

Carl Conner: With City Hall?

Phil Baxter:  Yes.

Carl Conner: Okay.  Would you put that on the agenda for the 13th?  I guess we would call that the “funding choice” or the “funding mechanism” or review of the “funding source” for the construction of Stonehaven Sewer.

COMMISSIONERS ITEMS FOR DISCUSSION

Commissioner Conner:  Don, do you have anything?
Commissioner Williams:  Have you had a chance to finish that, Doug?

Doug Welp:  I have.

Commissioner Williams:  He has finished looking at that contract.  Mr. President, I would like to go back and look at the Assessor’s contract if you wouldn’t care on those two (2) contracts?

Commissioner Conner:  I’m glad you brought that up because I had forgotten it.

Commissioner Williams:  It’s an age thing.

Commissioner Conner:  I know.  As you can tell, it’s an age thing?  
Doug Welp:  Cathy, there are then two (2) contracts here.  One (1) is for the current PPDMS correct?
Cathy Madden:  Huh-uh.

Doug Welp:  That’s the one for Four Thousand…I’m sorry.  Five Thousand Four Hundred Ninety Six Dollars ($5,496.00) correct?
Cathy Madden:  Yes.  Yes.  

Doug Welp:  And this there’s this PPDMS Archive contract. The amount of that contract is Five Hundred Dollars ($500.00).

Cathy Madden:  Per station so we would need three (3) of them.

Commissioner Williams:  Fifteen Hundred ($1,500.00) total then is what you’re saying?

Cathy Madden:  Yeah, please an hourly.  They estimated four (4) hours to do it.  Well, I think it was Thirty Seven fifty ($37.50) per hour.

Doug Welp:  Thirty Seven fifty ($37.50) per hour with a four (4) hour minimum.

Cathy Madden:  Yeah, they estimated four (4) hours.

Doug Welp:  Plus thirty five cents ($0.35) per mile for the round trip.

Cathy Madden: They’re actually going to do it at the same time they do the others ones so they said they wouldn’t charge me any mileage.

Doug Welp:  Is the money appropriated for this?

Cathy Madden:  I have the money.

Doug Welp:  Okay.  We made a change on what I’m calling the “regular PPDMS contract” to remove some language that required the county to indemnify the contractor on this one and aside from that it meets legal approval.
Don Williams: Do you recommend approval on both of them?  

Doug Welp:  Yes.

Don Williams:  And the based on the attorney’s recommendation, I would move that we approve the Assessor’s contracts for Five Thousand Four Hundred and Ninety Six ($5,496.00) on the one and Fifteen Hundred ($1,500.00) on the other.

Cathy Madden: The one has maintenance charges too. Does that have to be brought up?
Doug Welp:  Four Ninety Nine ($499.00) per year for maintenance on the PPDMS contract.

Cathy Madden:  I mean I think the amount you gave them is the amount for the program itself but there will be maintenance charges that I have to pay but I don’t know if that has to be included in this motion or not?

Don Williams:  Mr. President, I will rescind my motion and make it a little simpler.  Mr. President, I would move that we approve the Assessor’s contracts.

Carl Conner:  Okay.  I only have one (1) comment.  Those maintenance fees probably come out of your operational budget so they wouldn’t have to be…I wouldn’t think have to be approved by us, but we do have a motion on the floor to approve the two (2) contracts for the Assessor’s office.  Do I have a second?

Phil Baxter:  Second.  

Carl Conner: I have a second. All in favor state by saying aye.

Don Williams: Aye.

Phil Baxter: Aye.

Carl Conner: Aye.  Passes three (3) to zero (0).  Thank you.  

Cathy Madden:  Can I say one more thing to Doug?

Doug Welp: Sure.

Cathy Madden: That archive one that you don’t remember, I gave Roger two (2) copies of that.  I don’t know if he forwarded them off to you?  You’ve got them both here?  Okay.  So, they wanted three (3) signed copies.

Doug Welp:  I have the three (3) originals on the regular PPDMS and then I have one (1) of the other archive contract.
Cathy Madden:  I guess Susie has the other two (2).  

Doug Welp:  Okay. Thank you.

Cathy Madden: Thank you.

Commissioner Conner:  Don, did you have anything else to bring before the board?

Commissioner Williams:  Mr. President, I have nothing to bring before the board.
