The Warrick County Commissioners met in Area Planning Commission session with Carl Jay Conner, President; Don Williams, Vice-President and, Phillip H. Baxter, Member.  
President Carl Jay Conner called the meeting to order.

Phil Baxter led the Pledge of Allegiance.  

Auditor Secretary Sonya Addington recorded the minutes.

AREA PLAN COMMISSION

REZONING PETITIONS:

PC-R-06-09 – Amended Petition of Chris A. & Alicia A. Gilkey to rezone 2.01 acres located on the E side of SR 261 approximately 0’ SE of the intersection formed by SR 261 & Lincoln Ave. (S 450), Ohio Twp., from “A” Agriculture to “R-O” Residential Office, with a Use and Development Commitment.  Amended Use and Development Commitment 8-9-06.Recommendation of approval as amended by APC 8-9-06.No action taken by Commissioners on September 13, 2006.
Sherri Rector: The first item is rezoning petition PC-R-06-09 amended petition of Chris and Alicia Gilkey to rezone 2.01 acres located on the east side of State Route 261 approximately zero (0) feet of the intersection of 261 and Lincoln Avenue in Ohio Township; from “A” Agriculture to “R-0” Residential Office with a Use and Development Commitment.  This with the Use and Development Commitment was approved by the Planning Commission on August 9th and you do have a copy of the Use and Development Commitment in your packet.  Basically, what it states is if approved the use of the real estate shall be limited to the following uses which would be a medical chiropractic office and that the development would be primarily a masonry structure similar to First Christian Church, fenced-in trash containers, spotlighting instead of pole lighting and paved parking lot.  It is the same Use and Development Commitment that’s been approved by Attorney Welp in the past…the form.  

Carl Conner: Thank you.  Mr. Gilkey, did you have any comments that you’d like to make before we…?    

Chris Gilkey:  (Shook head indicating “no.”)    

Carl Conner:  Okay.  Is there anyone else here that would like to make any comments before this becomes before the board for consideration?  If so, please come forward; state your name and who you represent.  

Manny Reinhold:  My name is Manny Reinhold from North Greensprings Valley Homeowner’s Association.  I just happened to pick this up from the Drainage Board Meeting, but again my concern is you know our drainage issue in North Greensprings Valley.  Open this development right up in that intersection and then he comes off of that property however it’s developed there will be drainage coming down our ditch so I just ask that this is going to open up to deterioration and further drainage to us that I’m against it number one.  I’m not familiar with what this means, but at the very least we need to be judicious and make sure that development has retention and that it in the end does not create more run off into our ditch because as you know you’d been there we can’t stand it a least bit more.  That’s my concern.
Carl Conner:  Thank you.  Anyone here would like to address this issue?  Any questions or comments from the board members?  

Don Williams: We don’t have any…of course this is just for rezoning we don’t have anything as far as drainage proposals…I would ask Mr. Gilkey if he understands the concerns of the gentleman that was just here?  

Chris Gilkey:  I’m very well aware of that.  I’m located on the corner…

Don Williams:  You need to come up sir.  I can’t understand you.  I’m sorry.  

Chris Gilkey:  Yes.  I’m located on the corner with our current business.  I’ve been there for seventeen (17) years and I’m aware of the drainage issues.  In the last even three (3) storms because the ditch across the street from us we actually where we drain as well.  

Carl Conner: Thank you. Don, did have any questions or comments?

Don Williams:  None.

Carl Conner:  Phil, do you have questions or comments?  

Phil Baxter:  No. 

Carl Conner:  Hearing none what’s the will of the board?  Hearing none what’s the will of the board?  I would move that we deny the request for PC-R-06-09.  Do I have a second?

ADMINISTRATOR

Stonehaven Area Sewer

Roger Emmons:  Continuing on with Administrator business, Stonehaven Area Sewer, I did talk to Mayor Hendrickson this morning and not to take anything away from Commissioner Baxter I know he was supposed to bring back a report at this time she did tell me that she had talked to Phil today, but she told me that she felt like based on conversations she had with the city’s Utility Attorney, Rita Baldwin, that Doug and Ms. Baldwin have made significant strides in getting the Interlocal agreement in place.  She told me she felt like this agreement would be ready for the Commissioners November the 8th meeting for execution.
Carl Conner: Do you have any comments or follow-up Doug?

Doug Welp:  Technically, from a technical perspective, nothing has changed on that agreement.  Now, in terms of a parties’ willingness to enter into that agreement maybe that part has changed in terms of the progress that has been made.  I have not heard that the City thinks that this would be ready by November the 8th, but if it is great.
Roger Emmons:  I hope it is.  I mean that’s what she told me this morning.

Doug Welp:  Yeah.  And we will continue to work towards that.

Carl Conner:  Phil, do you have anything to report?

Phil Baxter:  The same as Roger.  I got the same report.

Carl Conner:  I would like to make a request that we cease following up with the City of Boonville for a minimum of at least four (4) weeks.  I met earlier today with a representative from Bernardin Lochmueller in regards to a proposal on a sewer system and I personally would like to give Bernardin and Lochmueller a four (4) week time frame to put together a detailed proposal in regards to this system and this system basically would bypass the utilization of the City of Boonville and the City of Boonville’s Sewer Department; and I think that we need to give them an opportunity to come back so we have an option. This board for the last two and half (2 ½) years attempted to negotiate a contract with the City of Boonville without success.  From what I understand this type of system that they are speaking of is acceptable by IDEM. I also understand that there is a possibility that it’s substantially more economical than what the cost would be with the City of Boonville.  Also, I understand that it would qualify for us to go after the Half a Million Dollar grant.  Therefore, I would like to make a motion that we withhold any further contact or negotiations with the City of Boonville until after such time we have an opportunity to review this proposal and I would ask that we take a look at today’s the 25th…that we look at having a representative from Bernardin Lochmueller here at our November 22nd meeting. That’s my motion and I would ask for a second.

Don Williams:  I will second for discussion.

Carl Conner:  I have a second on the floor.  Any comments, questions or concerns?

Phil Baxter:  Go ahead, Don.

Don Williams:  I had heard about this earlier and I am willing to support your request.  That’s why I second it.  However, I guess my thoughts were if Boonville will really be ready by the 8th I would like to know that because we are under an agreed order and I’d hate to delay that any longer than absolutely necessary and I still think that if Boonville would do that it would be the best way to go.  Is there anyway that BLA could do it in two (2) weeks you think?  I mean I think we need to look at every possible avenue.

Carl Conner: Right.

Don Williams:  Because we’ve been stonewalled for two (2) years and I think we’re all aware of that so I definitely want to go forward.  I don’t want the county to have to go in the sewer business, but if that’s our only option then we need to do it.

Carl Conner: Well, based upon the discussions that I had earlier today with the representative my feeling was that she probably would not be able to have a detailed report for us to take a look at and proposal for four (4) weeks.  So, that’s why basically I asked in the motion that we would take four (4) weeks. We have been looking at this project now for two (2) plus years.  I think it’s been more like two and a half (2 ½) years and I think…I understand where you’re coming from Don, but if we’ve went two and a half (2 ½) years without having an agreement signed with the City of Boonville that it probably would not hurt us to go four (4) weeks for purposes of possibly looking at an option that would be substantially cheaper that would serve our needs and maybe it wouldn’t be a bad thing for the county to get into the sewer business because my  understanding is we have approximately eleven (11) other areas within the county that at some point in time we’re going to have to deal with.  So, that’s my motion and proposal.  It looks like we went two and a half (2 ½) years what’s going to be the harm if we go four (4) additional weeks?  
Don Williams:  I guess I agree with your motion except for the fact that we have no contact with Boonville at all during that period.  Is there any cost to BLA to come up with the proposal?

Carl Conner:  No.  They’re not charging us anything to take a look at it, look at a location site, come up with the cost, the time line.  I’d ask them to put together if they would put together a time line in regards to if the decision was made that we would pursue that option start to finish I think that we need all the details.  They need to have it all here at one (1) time.  Like I told her I did not want to drag it out any longer than we had to.  I did tell her though that this board doesn’t want her wasting her time from the stand point of doing such a detailed proposal and that’s why I would bring it to the board tonight if the board decides that they don’t want to do it and they want to vote down the motion and you want to continue dealing with the City of Boonville…I’m not saying that we don’t continue to keep the channels open with the City of Boonville.  But, what I am saying is that we have this four (4) week period where we are not going to discuss the signing of any agreement with them because I think if we do ask this company to put this proposal together then we need to have enough respect for them to give them an opportunity to go through the proposal and give us some type of option of look at if we desire to do so.  
Phil Baxter:  I hate to stop negotiations for four (4) weeks.  I really don’t want to get into the sewer business which we may be forced to like you said.  It’s looking more and more that way at this point.  I would rather wait and hope we get a proposal November 8th.  

Carl Conner: Well, how many times Phil have we heard a date or how many times have we heard a period of time that we were going to have a sewer contract in place?

Phil Baxter:  I don’t ever remember hearing a date, but I have heard they would be getting back with us.  But, as far as a date I don’t remember ever hearing one.

Don Williams:  I remember the very first time we talked about having a contract signed as I recall we were in Roger’s office, Attorney Welp, and myself were in there talking to the City’s Attorney and he gave us…and this was over two (2) years ago a time frame of two (2) weeks and that would be ready.  Am I right Mr. Attorney?  Or something like that?
Doug Welp: It was in the January ’05 time frame.

Don Williams: This is what I would like to see in considering this Carl is I would like to see us go ahead and if the Interlocal agreement becomes available at least be able to look at it, but we don’t have to sign it until that thirty (30) days period is up that’s for sure.  So, if you would amend your motion where we could at least look at it should it become available I’d be happy I think to vote for this because I don’t want this thing stonewalled any longer than necessary.

Doug Welp:  Mr. President, the only thing that I would add is that as far as I can tell what Roger has written here and reported that if the city is going to be ready for this to be signed on the 8th that there’s not much in terms of changes to be made.  You know I received an email from the city’s utility counsel that asked one (1) question that I really need to forward onto our bond counsel, but apparently that’s the scope of issues at this point and they are narrow and limited for whatever that’s worth.  

Carl Conner:  I will amend my motion that if they have a contract to us prior to the November 22nd date that we can go ahead and look at that contract, but we do not sign any contract until we look at the alternative proposal.
Don Williams:  I will also amend my second to agree with that.

Carl Conner:  Okay.  Any further comment or discussion from the board?  

Phil Baxter:  No.  

Carl Conner:  Do you have a comment?

Allan James:  Yeah, I’m concerned if the county is going to…Allan James, First Deputy in the Auditor’s Office.  Are you proposing that this sewage be taken care of by the county or are you looking into another city doing the billing because that would have to be taken into consideration and who’s going to handle that?  That is my concern.

Carl Conner:  Even if we go with the City of Boonville the county is still going to have to handle the billing aspect of it because the City of Boonville has refused to accept that responsibility.

Allan James: Okay. Well, that adds cost because that will be more software to the Auditor’s Office in trying to handle that situation.  

Carl Conner: Right.

Allan James:  So, I just thought I would throw that out.

Carl Conner: And that was one of the big issues with the City of Boonville is that they have been very clear about the fact they will not accept the billing responsibilities so the county is going to have to do it whether we’re in the sewer or whether we’re not in the sewer business.

Doug Welp:  Let me just add on that.  The billing responsibilities for the dept service is what you’re talking about.  

Carl Conner: Right.

Doug Welp:  The city would bill the monthly sewage service.

Carl Conner:  Right.  Right.  Right.  I have a motion on the floor and I have a second.  All in favor state by saying aye.

Don Williams: Aye.

Carl Conner: Aye.  All opposed state by saying nay.

Phil Baxter:  Nay.

Carl Conner:  Two (2) for and one (1) opposed.  And Judy would be please get a hold of her and tell her that we need that proposal for presentation on November 22nd?  Thank you.  

Roger Emmons: There’s some other issues relative to Stonehaven, but considering your motion those are postponed as well but we do have to consider the Five Hundred Thousand Dollar ($500,000.00) grant round that the board is wanting to shoot for.  If it is the January one, according to Debbie Bennett, our Grant Administrator there is a mandatory public hearing that must be next month. So, we still got a window of opportunity.  We’ve got to give ten (10) days notice. We can still meet those legal ad requirements, but not for a whole lot longer.  Okay?

Carl Conner:  Okay.  

Sick Day Reimbursement – Jenny Ash

Roger Emmons:  The next item I have is a sick day reimbursement request.  Jenny Ash was the Program Director for the Pre Trial Diversion in the Prosecutor’s Office.  She had sixteen and a half (16 ½) days when she left employment, but per the board’s amended policy she’s only eligible for what she had on April 15, 2003 which was seven (7) days.  That equals Six Hundred and Twenty Eight Dollars and eighty eight ($628.88).  If the board approves this sick day reimbursement claim then the Prosecutor’s Office has to come up with the money to pay that claim.
Carl Conner:  Okay. Any comments or questions from the board?

Phil Baxter:  I have none.

Carl Conner:  Hearing none what’s the will of the board?

Don Williams:  I move to approve.

Carl Conner:  I’ve got a motion on the floor to approve the Six Hundred and Twenty Eight Dollars and eighty eight cents ($628.88).  Do I have a second?

Phil Baxter: Second.

Carl Conner:  I have a second. All in favor state by saying aye.

Don Williams: Aye.

Phil Baxter: Aye.

Carl Conner: Aye.  Passes three (3) to zero (0).  

Roger Emmons: Thank you.

Carl Conner: As long as the Prosecutor’s Office can come up with the money.

Roger Emmons:  Right.

Carl Conner:  I have a second.  All in favor state by saying aye.

Don Williams: Aye.

Phil Baxter: Aye.

Don Williams: Aye.

Roger Emmons: Thank you.

Roger Emmons:  Mr. Jim Martin is here.  He’s with Martin Brothers and Company, Inc. and he has been on his own taking care of an area that’s near the old in-door soccer facility.
Jim Martin:  Next door.

Roger Emmons:  Next door?

Jim Martin:  I live on the property now.  There is an acre there zoned “C-4.”

Carl Conner: So, you’re doing the renovations and that there?

Jim Martin:  I called the State Highway and they said they had no problem with that if I keep it mowed and clean.  Everybody that leaves…not everybody. People that leave the convenience store kind of throw out the wrappers and whatever so every couple days we pick it up.
Roger Emmons:  So, you’re doing us really a big favor.

Jim Martin:  Well, I’m doing it for myself trying to improve the…

Roger Emmons:  Trying to make the county look better.  

Don Williams:  The county and the state really.

Jim Martin:  Well, I’m a member of the Moose and I saw where they adopted Vann Road so I thought what the heck.  My wife jumped me for buying a mower and expensive mower I thought I’d might as well as a get plug for my business if I’m out there mowing.  

Roger Emmons:  He has filled out the proper paperwork and has signed the hold harmless agreement.  

Don Williams:  I would move that we approve Mr. Martin’s request with our thanks.

Carl Conner:  I have a motion on the floor to approve Mr. Martin’s request with a big thanks from the county.  Do I have a second?

Phil Baxter: Second.

Epworth North Project 

Roger Emmons:  I’ve got a couple more items if you would.  Jill Newport is our Consultant with Crossroad Engineers on the Epworth North Project.  All of the right-of-way for that project has been acquired and pursuant to the Federal Highway and INDOT requirements we have to submit three (3) right-of-way certification letters and I have those for Carl’s signature for President of the Board and I think probably a motion approving Carl’s execution of the three (3) letters would be in order.

Boonville Urban Area Boundary Map
Roger Emmons:  One (1) last item.  I’d been copying you on some emails relative to the Boonville Urban Area Boundary Map.  This was instigated by INDOT and it goes back to a meeting they had with the city in April.  According to Dan Dozier, who’s the Road Inventory Team Supervisor in INDOT’s Planning Division, the Commissioners were invited to that meeting in April.  I didn’t recall it.  I don’t have any documentation on it.

Don Williams:  I didn’t see anything.

Roger Emmons:  But, Don had some questions.  Did I copy the Commissioners on that as far as their…you wondered about if there was any difference from the map that was first submitted and this one?  This area that’s shaded in green is what they’re asking to be declared as the Boonville Urban Area Boundary and again INDOT is pressing for this because it was supposed to have been done by September the first.  There’s very little impact to Warrick County, but they do require the Commissioner’s signatures.  The rural roads within the urban area boundary become urban roads; however, the county will not lose control of its roads.  They are still county you know as far as any jurisdictional project-wise and Federal Aid-wise.
Bobby Howard:  Is this the same map that was the 1990 map?

Roger Emmons:  I think maybe it’s a little different.

Bobby Howard:  The first submittal we saw was the same as the 1990 map so I didn’t know if it had changed.

Roger Emmons: They didn’t say anything.  It says “You can compare the green outline of the proposed 2000 urban area boundary with the purple outline of the 1990 urban area boundary.”  Let me show that to you because it is a different…

Don Williams:  I don’t know what significance of it is.  There is a lot of turf outside of the city limits.  It could be to help negate them being drawn into the MS4 issue a little bit longer since there’s a lot of rural area that would be declared urban.  
Carl Conner:  Do you want to table it?  

Roger Emmons: I don’t really see as far as…

Don Williams: Let me see that Carl.

Roger Emmons:  I don’t think that INDOT has really told us why this is.

Carl Conner: I think before I sign anything I want a specific response from INDOT telling us why or why not we need to sign it or not sign it and what the impact is going to be if we do sign it.  I don’t think we really have any…

Don Williams:  I’m curious why Boonville wanted to expand it so far past the municipal borders.  I mean it goes all the way down to Center.  You know that’s a lot closer to Chandler than it is to Boonville.  
Roger Emmons:  Here’s what one gentleman from INDOT…his name is Eric Rader.  He’s in that same division of planning.  He’s the Roadway Assistance Manager.  He said “the only item related to funding that the placement of the urban area boundary effects is which ‘pocket’ the money comes from.”  There are two (2) lines that determine the funding pocket that applies to a project.  As Dan stated, bridges are not affected.  The other line that plays a role is the MPA which is the Metropolitan Planning Area boundary.  Areas outside the MPA have funding through INDOT as you know.  The gray area is when a location is outside the urban area boundary, but inside the MPA or in between them.  These locations would have both pockets available.  The third situation would be both inside the MPA line and the UAB line which those locations would be STP money only.  Again, bridges are excluded and nothing changes with them.  That is the best funding related information I could give you.”  
Phil Baxter: Can you translate that Doug?  I don’t know what he’s saying.  

Carl Conner:  You’re not the only one that doesn’t know what he’s saying.  

Doug Welp:  Well, I think maybe we need to take a look at that.  Maybe if you’d forward that…the email.

Roger Emmons:  Certainly.

Doug Welp:  My thought is that in terms of pockets of money there’s only so much money available.  Now, you know are we decreasing the amount available to the county by increasing the urbanized area of the city I don’t know. So, I just need to take a look at it.  

Carl Conner: So, we want to table it and I assume defer it to our attorney for legal input.  I’ll make that a motion. Do I have a second?  

Phil Baxter:  Second.

Carl Conner:  I have a second.  All in favor state by saying aye.

Don Williams: Aye.

Phil Baxter: Aye.

Carl Conner: Aye.  Passes three (3) to zero (0).  

Roger Emmons:  I think that’s all I have.  The other item was administrative in nature and we discussed that earlier.  Thank you very much.
