Don Williams:  The first item on the agenda is Approval of Minutes for our February 11th and February 25th.  

Marlin Weisheit:  Mr. President, I make a motion that we approve both February 11th and February 25th sessions.  

Don Williams:  I’ll second that motion.   All in favor say aye.

Marlin Weisheit:  Aye.

Don Williams:  Aye.  Motion carries.

Tony O’Neal, Supervisor, St. Mary’s Warrick EMS

EMS Monthly Report

Request for New Ambulance

Don Williams:  Okay, Mr. O’Neal, we are ready for our EMS Report.

Tony O’Neal:  Thank you.  Tony O’Neal with St. Mary’s Warrick EMS, I’ve got the Operational Report for February, 2013.  We had three hundred sixty six (366) emergency runs for the County in February, one hundred ninety five (195) of those went to local hospitals, we had fifty (50) refusals, sixty four (64) hospital transfers, and sixty two (62) of those were out of Warrick Hospital to Evansville Hospitals, twenty seven (27) others which include disregards, no patient or dead on scene and thirty (30) private runs.  All of our Customer Satisfaction Report Surveys came back positive and we were ninety seven percent (97%) on our response time in the county.  We had a total of eight (8) runs that were outside the fifteen (15) minutes, seven (7) of those eight (8) were in the northeast, northwest part of the county so…had a good month.  Before I get to the new ambulance I’ll talk about the financial real quick.  On collectable revenue we were over budget by twelve thousand six hundred fifty four dollars ($12,654.00) so we had a good month again for collectables.  We were sixteen thousand four hundred dollars ($16,400.00) under budget for the month in our budget which puts us forty seven thousand dollars ($47,000.00) under budget year-to-date for our county budget.  Any questions on that?

Marlin Weisheit:  I have none.

Tony O’Neal:  I would like to request to get a new ambulance for the EMS.  We are…currently we’ve got four (4) of the GMC trucks, the medium duty trucks, as our front line now we still have one (1) of our front lines that are…one (1) of the old Ford’s so if we could at least purchase one (1) more that will make all of our front line trucks medium duty trucks for the county.  The truck came in a little higher, um, a little higher this year than last year only because we had a company that had bought up several of the GMC chassis before they stopped making those and we bought the last one last year so we don’t really have anywhere to go to get the GMC’s anymore so now we have to look at a different chassis and I’ve been doing some research over the last two (2) or three (3) months and it looks like the Freightliner is probably the best one out there for our operation with reliability and maintenance.
Don Williams:  That’s kind of the ‘rose’ of ambulances isn’t it?

Tony O’Neal:  Well, it can be.  Internationals are right up there too but the International has been having a little bit of problems with their transmission and stuff so we wanted to stay clear of that one so…

Don Williams:  Okay…

Marlin Weisheit:  The Freightliner and the GMC that’s about the same chassis I guess?

Tony O’Neal:  Yes, it’s just…

Marlin Weisheit:  And how many ambulances do you have total?  I know you said you have four (4) GMC’s and one (1) Ford?

Tony O’Neal:  We have eight (8) total…

Marlin Weisheit:  Eight (8) total.  

Tony O’Neal:  And we have three (3) that we consider our backup trucks that we…that are not on the road much especially since we’re now in the medium duty trucks, we just don’t have near the maintenance issues we had in the past so…

Marlin Weisheit:  That has been a big savings.

Tony O’Neal:  Yeah, it has been a big savings.

Marlin Weisheit:  Fuel cost hasn’t been that much different neither has it for the bigger truck?

Tony O’Neal:  No, no it hasn’t so and of course we still…we operate pretty tight in the county as far as they’re not allowed to run around the county anymore, you know, they stay on station until they have a run.

Don Williams:  Um, I’m…this won’t be approved today…

Tony O’Neal:  No, I understand.

Don Williams:  Cause there’s only two (2) of us here and I don’t want to approve it today.  

Tony O’Neal:  Sure, I understand.  

Don Williams:  We have a problem.  You only gave me one hundred ten thousand dollars ($110,000.00) to go shopping with.

Tony O’Neal:  I know.  But I’m working on the other…
Don Williams:  You’re not going to believe this, Mr. O’Neal, but I’ve actually looked on the internet and found out what new ambulances, different sizes and brands go for and I found out we can get them a lot cheaper.

Tony O’Neal:  Okay.

Don William:  So you might want to…

Tony O’Neal:  The medium duty?

Don Williams:  You might want to go to ‘google’, see if there’s anything in our price range that you can go along with.

Tony O’Neal:  I actually have been but I’ll be looking more if that’s the case.

Don Williams:  Okay, if you would.  

Tony O’Neal:  And these are the medium duty trucks that we’re talking about?

Don Williams:  I believe that’s what we’re looking for, Mr. Grassman, medium duty, will they not…?

Joe Grassman:  (Cannot hear him.  He is away from the recorder.)

Tony O’Neal:  Okay.

Don Williams:  They’re all type ones, type threes…

Tony O’Neal:  Yeah, the three fifties I’ve been seeing around one hundred forty ($140,000.00), one hundred fifty thousand ($150,000.00) but when you get into the forty five hundred (4500) series, medium duty…

Don Williams:  We’re just going to look at this really hard; I want you to know that.

Tony O’Neal:  No, I understand.  

Don Williams:  It may be a year before you get a new ambulance…

Tony O’Neal:  Yeah.

Don Williams:  Just brace yourself because financially we got to really look at it.

Tony O’Neal:  Sure, understood.

Marlin Weisheit:  How many of the big ambulance do you…I mean, if you get the fifth one do you think you’ll be there where a total of five (5) big ones and three (3) smaller ones or…what’s your goal?

Tony O’Neal:  I think so, yeah…
Marlin Weisheit:  For the long range plan.

Tony O’Neal:  The long range is…I would like to just get the five (5) front line trucks in the medium duties and then that way we have the three (3) Fords that we can use as backup and then that would just take the pressure off if we could get all five (5) front line trucks in the medium duty.

Marlin Weisheit:  Do you think at some point though once you get them replaced as they wear down we can just replace the chassis?  That was the ultimate goal with the box type ambulance wasn’t it?

Tony O’Neal:  Yes, yes, exactly.

Don Williams:  We’ll look at it.

Tony O’Neal:  Okay.  

Marlin Weisheit:  Thanks, Tony, good job.

Tony O’Neal:  Alright.

Don Williams:  We probably need a motion on his request.  I would move that it be tabled…

Marlin Weisheit:  I’ll second.

Don Williams:  For a period of at least a month.

Marlin Weisheit:  I’ll second that.

Don Williams:  Motion…I have a second.  All in favor say aye.

Marlin Weisheit:  Aye.

Don Williams:  Approved two (2), zero (0).

Scales Lake Dam Project ~ Deig Brothers Pay Request

Don Williams:  Item two (2), Scales Lake Project.  Who’s handling that?  Roger, are you…?
Roger Emmons:  Bobby normally does that…did he…Brent?

Brent Wendholt:  He hasn’t filled me in on that.

Roger Emmons:  He has not.  He didn’t give it to you?

Don Williams:  Deig Brothers Pay Request.

Brent Wendholt:  I don’t know…I have not reviewed it, have not seen it…I missed this when I was reviewing all this stuff.  I know they have been doing a lot work out there but I had not seen the pay request.  I don’t know, Roger, have you seen it?
Roger Emmons:  No, he normally doesn’t…

Don Williams:  Yeah, I got a Deig Brother Pay Request, no amount, I haven’t seen it, I don’t think we have any option but to table it.
Brent Wendholt:  I apologize; I didn’t know anything about this one.  

Don Williams:  What would that be, the April 8th meeting?

Brent Wendholt:  Okay.

Don Williams:  I move to table the Scales Lake Dam Project Pay until April 8th.

Marlin Weisheit:  Second.

Don Williams:  Motion and a second.  All in favor say aye.

Marlin Weisheit:  Aye.

Don Williams:  Aye.

Ethan Wilkinson ~ Proposed Eagle Scout Project

Don Williams:  Ethan Wilkinson, you’re up, Sir, please come on up.  Stand up here and we got an idea, we got your letter.
Ethan Wilkinson:  My name is Ethan Wilkinson of Boy Scout Troop 305…

Don Williams:  Speak up loudly.

Ethan Wilkinson:  In Newburgh and I’m looking for an Eagle Scout Project and I came across the old cemetery off of Boonville-New Harmony Road and I’m interested in putting a sign at the entrance of the road off of Boonville New Harmony Road and just looking for approval or requirements of a sign of that nature at that place.
Don Williams:  Okay.  Have you got a design of the sign yet or…?

Ethan Wilkinson:  I don’t, um…

Don Williams:  You don’t have your board approval yet either I understand.

Ethan Wilkinson:  No.

Don Williams:  I don’t know how Commissioner Weisheit feels about it…

Roger Emmons:  I would add that we did hear from Adam who said as long as Bobby, our Engineering Department, is okay, if the signage meets their approval it would meet his.   Bobby has recommended that you approve it subject to his review and approval when he gets back from vacation next week.

Don Williams:  That’s Bobby Howard, he’s our engineer and what that means is…and I think both of us are willing to approve your project, as a matter of fact I think it’s a good project, but we’ll approve it subject to our engineers approval.  In other words the signage that you want to put up have to meet specific specifications.  

Ethan Wilkinson:  Okay.

Don Williams:  Is that agreeable to you, Sir?

Ethan Wilkinson:  Yeah, that’s agreeable.

Don Williams:  Okay, I entertain a motion.

Marlin Weisheit:  I make a motion to allow it as long as it meets engineering approval.

Don Williams:  Okay, I’ll second that motion.  All in favor say aye.

Marlin Weisheit:  Aye.

Don Williams:  Aye.  So what you got to do is get your design together and let our engineer approve it and you’re off and running.

Ethan Wilkinson:  Okay.

Marlin Weisheit:  Thank you.

Don Williams:  So, before you go to…if you need approval before you go to your board, you’re Eagle Scout Board, you can tell them that the County has approved your request and its contingent upon design coming before our engineer.

Ethan Wilkinson:  To get design specifics…

Adam Long:  Design and placement.

Brent Wendholt:  Give me a placement, a location, you go out to the particular intersection where you want to put it, put some stakes in the ground so we know where you want to locate it, and then forward us a picture of the sign, the sizes, dimensions, it doesn’t have to be exact look but you know, whether it be five (5) foot by ten (10) foot or whatever it ends up being so we have an idea of what you’re going to put out there.

Ethan Wilkinson:  Are there county specifics that are requirements or is there something that I would…?

Brent Wendholt:  We prefer outside the right-of-way but in this case just sight distance and it shouldn’t be a problem as long as it’s back far enough off the road and the sight distance isn’t an issue.

Ethan Wilkinson:  Okay.

Roger Emmons:  What size do you have in mind?

Ethan Wilkinson:  Well, I don’t, I planned on getting your ideas of what would be…

Don Williams:  I would say talk to our Highway Engineer.

Ethan Wilkinson:  Okay.

Don Williams:  He’s on vacation or he would be here.

Ethan Wilkinson:  Okay, alright, thank you.
Roger Emmons:  I’ve got Ethan’s contact information so…

Brent Wendholt:  Yeah, I just gave him my card so he’s got…my email and Bobby’s phone number on there so that way you could give us a call next week.

Ethan Wilkinson:  Alright, thank you.

Don Williams:  Thanks for coming in and good luck with your project.

2013 Benefit Management Agreement with MedBen

Don Williams:  Okay, Departmental Reports, Roger.

Don Williams:  That’s that eight dollar deal?

Roger Emmons:  Eighty seven eighty four ($87.84)

Adam Long:  Eighty seven eighty four ($87.84).  It’s worth every penny.

Don Williams:  We spent that much in emails.

Marlin Weisheit:  I’d make a motion to approve.

Don Williams:  I’ll second that motion.  All in favor say aye.

Marlin Weisheit:  Aye.

Don Williams:  Motion approved.

Don Williams:  Yeah, next item.

Ribbon Chicks Breast Cancer Support Group ~ Request to use Warrick Wellness Trails for Fun Walk

Roger Emmons:  Next item is the letter from Jo Ellen Wassmer representing the Ribbon Chicks Breast Cancer Support Group.  Request to use Warrick Wellness Trail for Fun Walk.  It’s scheduled for Sunday, June the 2nd.  And I gave you a copy of Ms. Wassmer’s letter.  Is she in the audience by the way?
Don Williams:  I don’t think so.

Roger Emmons:  They’re asking that the Wellness Trail be closed from 1:30 PM to 3:30 PM and she has agreed that they will send a copy of their Certificate of insurance with Warrick County as additional insured.

Don Williams:  Okay.  Yeah, this won’t go out in a high traffic area at all, that’s good about it.  The construction of St. Mary’s hospital there, they’ve assured us that they won’t be doing any work that day because it’s on a Sunday so…no reason not to.

Request for Sick Day Reimbursement

Roger Emmons:  The next item is request for a Sick Day Reimbursement.  I emailed you Friday with a copy of the Sick Day Reimbursement Policy from the Employee Handbook.  This employee worked last in the Assessor’s Office and per the EH the employee is entitled to the payment of sixteen and a half (16.5) sick days at the rate of pay when the employee left, which will be paid from the Assessor’s budget.
Don Williams:  Um, there is some confusion on those days, by the way.  I know she has twenty five (25) on the books and even though it dates a little differently she was told that she would be paid for all of those days.
Roger Emmons:  You make an exception for her you’re opening this up…

Don Williams:  Yeah, I agree.  I entertain a motion.  I just wanted to let you know that that was out there.

Roger Emmons:  Yes, I understand.

Adam Long:  Well, in the event anybody would want to seek beyond what you’re approving it’s easier to approve less now and give more later if in the event somebody had found a reason to do it as opposed of giving too much and taking it away.

Marlin Weisheit:  I’ll make a motion we pay her her sick days so there’s no hold up there.

Don Williams:  I’ll second paying her her sick days.  All in favor say aye.

Marlin Weisheit:  Aye.

Don Williams:  Aye.  Motion carried.

Warrick County Community Corrections ~ New Fee Schedule

Roger Emmons:  Next item is Warrick County Community Corrections, New Fee Schedule.  Their Advisory Board approved the new schedule on March the 12th and I sent you a…I forwarded J.T. O’Daniel’s March 18th email, it had the fee schedule and current fee schedule attached.  Adam also received a copy of that.  I don’t think there was a great increase in those fees but…I don’t know if he’s got it broke down or not.  The highlighted part…seems like the in-home alcohol monitoring increased from like ten dollars ($10.00) to like fourteen ($14.00) per day.  Same for a Level 2, Home Detention and Level 3, Day Reporting but…let me see if I can find that, hang on…alright; the maximum fee of fourteen dollars ($14.00) per day for Level 1 participants with GPS or Alcohol Monitoring has not increased.  The lesser fees for Level 2 and Level 3 have been adjusted upward and also they had to assess a fee to cover the cost of drug testing.  They’d been giving free drug testing and they’re now going to assess them a fee which is ten dollars ($10.00) for a positive drug alcohol screening, five dollars ($5.00) for negative, if they do outside referrals the drug screen is twenty five dollars ($25.00), the alcohol test is ten dollars ($10.00) and any laboratory confirmation/quantitative testing would be twenty five dollars ($25.00) minimum or actual cost, whichever is greater.  And the Board of Commissioners have approved the fee schedule for a number of years now.  
Marlin Weisheit:  Yeah, I’d make a motion to approve the Warrick County Community Corrections New Fee Schedule.

Don Williams:  Second.  All in favor let it be known by saying aye.

Marlin Weisheit:  Aye.

Don Williams:  Aye.  Motion carries.

Roger Emmons:  Thank you.

Roger Emmons:  We have three (3) requests for Family Medical Leave.  Per our procedure, HR Director Joyce Leone submitted these to me.  All of the required paperwork and signatures are in place.  I’d recommend approval.

Roger Emmons:  Thank you.

Roger Emmons:  Then I have a Proclamation for the Warrick County Bicentennial Celebration Kickoff.  Todd Glass, on behalf of the Bicentennial Steering Committee, sent me an email, with attached proposed language for a Commissioners’ Proclamation and I printed that thing out, it’s got the bicentennial logo, which they requested and what he prepared looks good to me so all I’ve done is put Warrick County Commissioners Proclamation Number 2013-01 at the top and signature blocks for the Commissioners and attestation line for Dixie.
Don Williams:  What’s the number on that Proclamation?

Roger Emmons:  2013-01.

Don Williams:  Entertain a motion to approve the Proclamation.

It has to do with the EMS ambulance, whereby the title was signed over to the Commissioners and it was discussed and has been requested that it’d be transferred to the Emergency Management Agency. Joe Grassman:  I’m going to be opening and reading sealed bids for Warrick County Fuel Contracts for the year 2013-2014.  And in no special order…

Don Williams:  Do you have two (2) or three (3), Joe?

Joe Grassman:  I have two (2).  This first one is from Wabash Valley Service Company.  Look at your bid pricing worksheet, we’re going to go to item number one (1), they’re bidding…excuse me item number…no, item number one (1), they’re bidding unleaded gas at a firm price of two dollars point eight one nine seven cents ($2.8197).  

Don Williams:  eight one nine (819)…
Joe Grassman:  Eight one nine seven (8197).

Roger Emmons:  And that’s the first line cost?

Joe Grassman:  Well, apparently that’s the cost and the differential…it’s a firm price so she didn’t really tell me what the number was there so you have to…well, it’s just not given to us so we know that the final total bid, price per gallon is two point eight one nine seven (2.8197).  

Don Williams:  And that’s the firm?

Joe Grassman:  That’s the firm.

Roger Emmons:  And the total bid price.

Joe Grassman:  And the total bid price.  Now they go to item number two (2) which is unleaded gas flex price.  The cost figure is two point eight four seven eight ($2.8478).  Their differential was point zero two nine one (.0291).

Don Williams:  What was the differential again?

Joe Grassman:  Zero two nine one (0291).  So the total bid price is two point eight seven six nine ($2.8769).  That’s all the deals that they bid.

Roger Emmons:  Just gas, okay.

Joe Grassman:  Just gas.  Okay, the next fuel bid is…as it says from the outside of the envelope, from Synenergy.  Item number one (1) unleaded gas firm price cost three point one eight seven zero ($3.1870).  Differential point one four zero zero ($.1400).  Total bid price three point three two seven zero ($3.3270).  Everybody got that?  Item number two (2) unleaded gas flex price cost two point eight two eight four ($2.8284).
Don Williams:  Two point two eight four ($2.284)?
Joe Grassman:  No, two point eight two four ($2.824).

Roger Emmons:  I thought you said…

Adam Long:  Two point eight two eight four ($2.8284).

Joe Grassman:  Yes.

Don Williams:  Eight two eight four (8284)?

Joe Grassman:  Correct.  The differential point one four zero zero ($.1400) total bid price for unleaded gas flex is two point nine six eight four ($2.9684).  Okay, moving down to item number three (3), on-road premium diesel, firm bid, cost three point two one four zero ($3.2140).
Don Williams:  Which one was that?  

Joe Grassman:  Item number three (3).

Don Williams:  On-road?

Joe Grassman:  Yes, on-road premium firm.

Don Williams:  Give me that one (1) more time, Joe.

Joe Grassman:  Okay, its three point two one four zero ($3.2140).  Differential is point one four zero zero (.1400).  Total bid price for on-road premium diesel firm is three point three five four zero ($3.3540).  Moving down to item number four (4), on-road premium diesel flex price, cost three point one four two zero ($3.1420).  Differential is point one four zero zero ($.1400).  Total bid price three point two eight two six ($3.2826)
Roger Emmons:  That doesn’t add up.  I thought you said the cost was three point one four two zero ($3.1420).  You add point one four zero zero ($.1400) you don’t get a six (6) in there, its three point two eight two zero ($3.2820).  

Joe Grassman:  Okay, yeah that is a zero (0).  Three point two eight two zero ($3.2820).  Alright, next item, item number five (5) off-road premium diesel firm price cost three point two one seven zero ($3.2170).  Differential point one four zero zero ($.1400).  Total bid price three point three five seven zero ($3.3570).  And the last item, item number six (6) is for off-road premium diesel flex price.  Cost is three point one four five zero ($3.1450).  Differential point one four zero zero ($.1400).  Total bid price three point two eight five zero ($3.2850).  It would be my recommendation that you take these under advisement and thoroughly review the bids and give it due consideration and give us time to make sure the bidders were all in compliance with the invitation to bid.

Don Williams:  Yeah, I want to go back, do you have the Wabash Valley handy?  Was there a differential on their unleaded firm?

Joe Grassman:  No.

Don Williams:  So the total bid price was two point one nine two seven ($2.1927).  That’s an odd bid.  Okay, thank you, Sir.
Joe Grassman:  Alright, oh, we have one (1) other item.

Don Williams:  What’s that?  You got another item?

Joe Grassman:  You know on the uniforms…

Roger Emmons:  Is he going to take action on this?

Don Williams:  Yeah, we need to just take it under advisement, so moved.  Do I have a second?

Marlin Weisheit:  Second.

Don Williams:  Motion and a second.  All in favor say aye.

Marlin Weisheit:  Aye.

Don Williams:  Aye.  Motion carries.

Roger Emmons:  Any specific meeting, would April 8th be okay?

Don Williams:  Whenever he gets it ready we’ll do it.

Joe Grassman:  I think April 8th will be fine.

Don William:  April 8th.
Discuss Aramark Uniform Contract Termination
Joe Grassman:  I just wanted to bring you up to date on the county uniform contract with Aramark Uniform Service.  I did send them a Letter of Notification that we wanted to cancel the contract effective April 29th of this year for all departments, for all Warrick County entities.  I sent it certified mail and I received a return receipt with the signature so they received it and actually I got a call from them last week in regards to it and he did admit that he had gotten the letter.
Don Williams:  Thank you.

Don Williams:  County Attorney, you got anything, Mr. Long?
Adam Long:  We have the Highway and Storm Water Mutual Aid Compact which has been circulated over the last couple of weeks; I had the opportunity to review it.  I approve it in its present form.

Don Williams:  Okay, I’ve read it also and I know that the Storm Water Board approved it earlier this afternoon so is there any questions?  If not I’d entertain a motion.

Marlin Weisheit:  I make a motion that we approve it.

Don Williams:  Okay, motion and I’ll second that motion.  All in favor say aye.

Marlin Weisheit:  Aye.

Don Williams:  Aye.  Motion carries.  Anything else, Sir?

Adam Long:  No, thank you.
