REQUEST FOR EXTENSION OF LETTER OF CREDIT

River Ridge Subdivision Sec. IVA by Old Hickory Development, Carolyn Foster, President ~ Sidewalk Construction ~ Has had nine years. Requesting a one year extension with no reduction of $3,924.00.  LOC expires June 10, 2013. 
River Ridge Subdivision Sec. IVB by Old Hickory Development, Carolyn Foster, President ~ Street & Sidewalk Construction ~ Has had six years. Requesting a one year extension with no reduction of $9,800.00 for streets and a reduction from $16,116.00 to $14,004.00 for sidewalks.  LOC expires June 10, 2013.
Sherri Rector:  I have three (3) items that are Requests for Extensions of Letters of Credit.  The first one is River Ridge Subdivision Section IVA, Old Hickory Development, Carolyn Foster, President.  This is for Sidewalk Construction; they have had nine (9) years.  They’re requesting a one (1) year extension with no reduction from three thousand nine hundred twenty four dollars ($3,924.00).  It expires June the 10th of 2013 and the reason given is because of the development not wanting to tear up…put sidewalks in and then tear them up again.

ITEMS FOR DISCUSSION
EMS Monthly Report

Don William:  Okay, we got two (2) Items for Discussion.  We have our EMS Monthly Report so if you would come on up, Tony.
Tony O’Neal:  Tony O’Neal, St. Mary’s Warrick EMS.  I have the April 2013 Operational and Financial Report.  In April we had four hundred and six (406) emergency runs in the county; two hundred thirty three (233) of those went to local hospitals, we had sixty nine (69) refusals, thirty nine (39) hospital transfers and those were all out of Warrick Hospital.  We had twenty two (22) others which were disregard, no patient or dead on scene and we had forty three (43) private runs for the month.  All of our Customer Satisfaction Surveys came back positive for April and we were ninety eight percent (98%) on our response time for the county on responding to the 911 call.  On our Finances we were about fifty five hundred dollars ($5,500.00) under budget on collectable revenue for the month of April.  With that said we were still twenty two thousand one hundred thirty seven dollars ($22,137.00) under budget on our monthly operating expenses which puts us about sixty nine thousand eight hundred eighty nine dollars ($69,889.00) under budget year-to-date for EMS. 
Don Williams:  Keep going, you might get a new ambulance next year.

Tony O’Neal:  That’s what I’m working on.

Don Williams:  Are there any questions from the board on the reports?  
Rick Reid:  I have none.

Marlin Weisheit:  It sounds good.

Don Williams:  Thank you very much, Sir.

Marlin Weisheit:  Thank you, Tony.

Smoking Ban

Don Williams:  Okay the next item is the Smoking Ban, where are we at on that?

Roger Emmons:  That was tabled, Mr. President, from your May 13th meeting as ‘not ready’.  I don’t know if Adam has anything to add to that or not but that’s what my note just said, it wasn’t ready.

Adam Long:   I don’t remember what day it was last week but I’ve drafted two (2) separate potential ordinances that the board could use and sent both of those out.  One of them had removed the language that was in red regarding the smoke receptacles; that was sent out last week.  They’re ready for review and consideration.

Don Williams:  Okay, we probably need to table that until the next meeting then on June 10th, entertain a motion.

Marlin Weisheit:  So moved.

Don Williams:    Motion and a second.  All in favor say aye.

Don Williams:  Motion carries.  It’s tabled to the June 10th meeting.  Is that…that’s all the Items for Discussion.  Anything else, Roger, under discussion items?

DEPARTMENTAL REPORTS
COUNTY ADMINISTRATOR

Vernon Stevens ~ Operations Director for United Leasing Championship at Victoria National ~ Request No Parking Signs on Anderson Road

Don Williams:  Okay, County Administrator.

Roger Emmons:  Thank you, Mr. President.  Mr. Vernon Stevens is here.  He’s the Operations Director for United Leasing Championship at Victoria National this year and he is requesting ‘No Parking’ signs on Anderson Road and the Commissioners approved this same request at last year’s event I believe.

Vernon Stevens:  That is correct, but I do have a ‘want’ desire.  Last year, our first year, it was successful except for the weather.

Don Williams:  They were sunny days.

Vernon Stevens:  Well, they just asked me to stop the rain, they didn’t tell me to control the heat so…  The Victoria National has three (3) Home Owners Associations inside there and we had some difficulties inside the Estates and the Bluffs where people were parking at and walking the short distance or cutting through the back roads.  This year we’re going to try to take a little bit more control over the parking so that we can protect some of that environment.  What I’d ask the Commissioners if they would extend to me some of the streets that we know that we used or areas that we know we’re kind of short-cutted we’d like to put some ‘No Parking’ signs inside Victoria National Subdivision itself and possibly keep the Home Owners Association from jumping, you know…
Don Williams:  Could we just put a ‘No Parking in Residential Areas’ at the opening, where they come in?

Vernon Stevens:  Just ‘No Parking’ signs.  We just need a deterrent for them to park…I don’t think people are wanting to really be assertive with their abuse with it but they just didn’t know.  It looked like a vacant…some of those areas there if you’re familiar with the subdivision, some of those dead end streets in some of those areas they just look like you could park anywhere and then they were just cutting through the different areas to get into the event.  So what we’re going to try to do is we’re actually going to move our entrance away from the main entrance and move it two (2) end-lets down so we can kind of stop you before you get too far into the subdivision and hopefully that will do it but as you know with anything if people want to do it they’ll find a way.  So we just want…all I’m asking for is if we could extend some parking signs inside Victoria Subdivision itself.  I’ll handle that, I can have my volunteers put them up, we just don’t have the signs or what we need and we’re not asking for every single street to be…we kind of know where we want to put them and it’s just a couple three (3) streets that are right there that we’re just going to try to slow them down.  I don’t think you’re ever going to stop them but at least we can slow them down.  And we’re trying to avoid…the subdivision wants us to tow them but we’re trying to avoid a situation that, you know, perpetuates to get out of hand if we can just give them, you know, ‘don’t park here’ type of thing.  Last year there was no indication that they couldn’t park there so it was very difficult to say that you shouldn’t so if we can just put some different streets that I’ve got already marked off that we can just kind of slow them down, stop them.  And we’re going to actually have more people patrolling those to try to keep them…if they do see them going into these areas where there are lots and parking on grass that we can kind of stop it before it starts is what I’m asking for if I can.

Don Williams:  So are you going to try and put somebody at each of the entry roads and let them know there’s no event parking or…?
Vernon Stevens:  The one right there that I’ve got marked off kind of stops you before you get too far into…if I can control that intersection I think I can control everything past that.  

Don Williams:  One of the problems here.  It’s one thing to put up ‘No Parking’ signs but when you tell tax payers they cannot drive on county roads it may be a legal issue…

Vernon Stevens:  Exactly, right.

Don Williams:  I think having someone at the roads of these different subdivision entryways and just have them…some kind of official looking vest or something, security vests or something saying are you a resident or a resident’s guest?  If not you can’t park here. 

Vernon Stevens:  Exactly, we’re going to have identifiable passes that the Home Owners Associations are going to be able to give to you as a friend that you can come in and you can get access to their house, we’re not trying to stop them from having their personal entries by no means whatsoever.  And we worked real well with them last year to control that effort so we’ll give them as much as they need but what we’re trying to safeguard against is those that are just coming to the event that don’t want to go to Castle High School and ride over, they just want to park because they play golf out there or they know somebody there, they park up into the grass and then they cut through the back yards and then they come in…that’s really all we’re trying to do.  But the Home Owners Associations are in favor of this.   In fact they’re the ones that asked me if we can get those signs up that they would appreciate it.  And all we’re trying to do is make them happy, I mean…from our standpoint it’s just like controlling the effort is really what we’re trying to do.
Don Williams:  So, you’re not talking about a need for any type of a permanent sign?

Vernon Stevens:  No, no whatsoever.

Don Williams:  There’s several companies that make a really inexpensive…you know, they put them on a plastic type backing and you could put them up…

Vernon Stevens:  We’re just looking for something that we can just put up and then at the end of it we’ll come take it back down.

Don Williams:  Yeah, that’s what these are, these are something that you can take and you can store from year to year.

Vernon Stevens:  Yeah, well, we can entertain that too.

Bobby Howard:  I had thought last year I’d saw a few temporary signs like that.  We’d put up some of our own signs.  
Vernon Stevens:  We did on the main corner coming in, on the main road coming in we did put signs up that said that you couldn’t park on the main…it’s these side streets, these branch off streets, that we’re trying to cover up.  And they may do that too.  The request is we actually want Anderson Road to be handled as we did last year and if we can extend it to a few more ‘No Parking’ signs on some of these little cul-de-sacs that are being covered I think it’d just be helpful but like I said, it’s just trying to keep the Neighborhood Association happy is all I’m trying to do.  

Marlin Weisheit:  You say there are three (3) Associations?

Vernon Stevens:  To my knowledge there’s three (3).

Marlin Weisheit:  Could they give us something in writing requesting this as well, maybe?

Vernon Stevens:  They’re like herding cats to get those guys to do anything in particular with it but certainly I can ask if they would do something like that.  I’m just the guy trying to put the event on and trying to keep them happy.  If we can’t put signs up we’ll just just…we’ll just deal with it.  But as you know with any good event you want to try to make your neighbors as happy as you possibly can.  And if the weather cooperates and we have our second year with the semi-success that we had last year, you know, we’re expecting better crowds and so we’re just trying to anticipate if it does get that way that we don’t make all of those folks mad at once, you know it just takes one guy that parks in the wrong place and he parks in the wrong place at the wrong person…the phone call comes to all of us, it comes to me first I’m sure but like I said what we did on Anderson Road, what we were able to do there is essentially from the organization standpoint is really all we want.  Just closing Anderson is all…or ‘No Parking’ signs, not closing Anderson, but no parking just like we did last year is perfect.  The extension of that conversation is if we could just put a few more ‘No Parking’ signs around the Estate is all I’m saying.

Don Williams:  Bobby, you remember where we got the parking signs from?  Did our sign makers make them or we order them or…?

Bobby Howard:  We had some I think that we had made last year if I recall that we’d put out.  I don’t know how many we have this year.  I know we went through a lot of our blanks already.  I thought on Anderson Road we put up like six (6) signs last year.

Vernon Stevens:  Anderson Road never became really a problem because that was too far to walk.

Roger Emmons:  The County can furnish the ones on Anderson Road; they said they’d take care of the ones inside…
Vernon Stevens:  I didn’t hear what you said.

Roger Emmons:  We should have the ones…

Don Williams:  Yeah, we should have the ones for Anderson.

Vernon Stevens:  Right, we should have those…or I would think…

Bobby Howard:  Oh, I thought he said he wanted us to do inside streets in the Estates too.

Vernon Stevens:  Just about two (2) streets, maybe three (3).  And I’m not talking about a bunch of signs; I’m just saying sparse signs that say this area is kind…of redirect you from parking there.  And we’re going to have people patrolling it but the no parking signs…you know, you can’t be everywhere at the same time.  Somebody is going to slip in as it may be.  And it may be something we just have to put to the Association and if they want that protection they’re going to have to buy the signs.
Don Williams:  I think that would probably be the best way to handle this…

Vernon Stevens:  Right.

Don Williams:  Where they protect their own community because we cannot put, you know, where they can’t drive…

Vernon Stevens:  Right, but just for the parking, they can drive up and down all the streets they want to but we just don’t want them pulling on those side and pulling into the grass is what they were doing last year.  And if it rains it will become sticky because you know what will happen then.  It’s certainly something we want to be good neighbors with you too so whatever you folks are willing to do for us we’re more than happy…

Don Williams:  We’ll talk more and work with you.

Vernon Stevens:  We worked well last year together, I think that…you know, he was there, he and I went up and we didn’t do too much and I think we did just enough to keep Anderson…and…

Don Williams:  There wasn’t any signs about no parking in residential areas I don’t think.

Vernon Stevens:  Say it one (1) more time.

Don Williams:  I said I don’t believe there were any signs that stated no parking in residential areas.

Vernon Stevens:  All I want is it says ‘No Parking’ it doesn’t have to be specific in residential or on this street or during this event, just no parking, just a deterrent is all I’m looking for.  If you see a ‘No Parking’ sign there you just assume this is not a place for me to go.  And really all I want to do is turn you around and send you back up to my central location and they’ll tell you where you can park.  We didn’t have that last year.  We just kind of…we protected the perimeter inside, we thought that’s what we needed to do is just basically have somebody on the inside of the gate and if you had the right pass then you could proceed on.  What we’re trying to do is move that positioning of who you are as far as getting into this area and if you’ve got the right pass we’re going to have other spots that you can park too and we’ll say to you ‘Mr. Williams, go down here, take a left and there’s a whole street where you can park’.  See, they’ve given us some streets that we’ve allocated, we have more control over.  It’s just the areas where we don’t really…we don’t want problems to start is where we’re trying to put the signs up at.  
Don Williams:  Okay.

Vernon Stevens:  Okay.  So just have him and I work…

Don Williams:  Do we need a motion to put the signs up on Anderson?  Probably so…

Adam Long:  Yes.

Don Williams:  Entertain a motion to put the ‘No Parking’ signs up on Anderson and then we’ll work to find out what exactly…

Vernon Stevens:  Anything that you do is better than what we got.  

Rick Reid:  So moved.

Marlin Weisheit:  Second.

Don Williams:  Have a motion and a second to put ‘No Parking’ on Anderson Road during the United Leasing Championship.  All in favor say aye.

Marlin Weisheit:  Aye.

Don Williams:  Aye.  Motion carries.
Vernon Stevens:  Thank you again for your time.

Marlin Weisheit:  Thank you.

Rick Reid:  Thanks.

Request for Change Order ~ Courthouse Elevator Repairs Project

Don Williams:  We have a Change Order?
Roger Emmons:  That was continued from your May 13th meeting.  Adam advised at that meeting that pursuant to Indiana Code on Change Orders that the Board could only approve to pay twenty percent (20%) over the original contract amount.  That amount was twenty three thousand eight hundred eighty five dollars ($23,885.00) so twenty percent (20%) of that would be four thousand seven hundred seventy seven dollars ($4,777.00).  You approved that twenty percent (20%) but also tabled it to today’s meeting and then Joe said he was going to send an email to Oracle’s Branch Manager on May 15th wherein he summarized Adam’s comments to the Board and gave Mr. Ernst the opportunity to provide us with an explanation of why he believes the additional expenses were not reasonably foreseen.  Mr. Ernst has not responded, is that correct, Joe?  

Joe Grassman:  I haven’t heard from him.

Roger Emmons:  Okay, I even sent him an email today and he didn’t reply to that so at this point I think we’re…he’s probably only expecting the twenty percent (20%).

Don Williams:  Well, I would…that could be or it could be just something that got lost in the shuffle.

Adam Long:   Well, paying him twenty percent (20%)…or up to the twenty percent (20%) threshold doesn’t foreclose the ability to pay the balance; it just depends on whether they have an explanation for that so that we can meet the statute.

Don Williams:  How long do we want to let this linger out there is the question?
Adam Long:  Technically they’re the ones seeking payment…

Don Williams:  Right…

Adam Long:  It seems to me like they would be the ones that want to have it done but, you know maybe the first or second meeting in June and give them that opportunity and Joe or Roger can reach out and say ‘hey…we authorized the twenty percent (20%)’.
Don Williams:  What about if we sent them a letter saying that we are still awaiting your justification for Change Order and if we do not hear from you by June 24th, which is our second meeting in June, we’ll consider that you’re content with your payment.  Can we do that?

Adam Long:  Sure.  Do you want me to do that?

Don Williams:  You or Joe one.  

Adam Long:  It doesn’t make me any difference.

Don Williams:  Which is cheaper?

Adam Long:  I’m not going to answer that question.

Rick Reid:  Joe.

Don Williams:  You want to send that letter to Oracle?  You’ve been dealing with them, right?

Joe Grassman:  Yes.

Don Williams:  Basically send them a reminder saying they got until June 24th to give us their justification for the Change Order.  Without it we’ll consider the matter closed.  I’ll make that in the form of a motion.  

Marlin Weisheit:  Second.

Don Williams:  Motion and a second.  All in favor say aye.

Marlin Weisheit:  Aye.

Rick Reid:  Aye.

Don Williams:  Motion carried.

Roger Emmons:  But in the mean time I’m not to pay the twenty percent (20%)?

Don Williams:  Yeah, you can go ahead and pay the twenty percent (20%).  

Roger Emmons:  I can go ahead and pay the four thousand seven hundred seventy seven ($4,777.00)?

Don Williams:  I thought we already approved that.

Adam Long:  I don’t remember exactly how it went in the last meeting.  I just know that we’d tabled part of the discussion until today but yeah I think having a motion to approve that payment would probably be appropriate if…

Don Williams:  That may be why he hadn’t responded because he hadn’t gotten anything yet.

Roger Emmons:  I’ll get it to him.

Don Williams:  Okay.


Request for FMLA Leave

Roger Emmons:  The other two (2) items…I didn’t have these until today, Request for FMLA Leave, Joyce didn’t send me the paperwork, (and all the paperwork is in order) until this morning.  I’d recommend you approve the request.  It is a Highway Department employee.

Marlin Weisheit:  Motion to approve.

Rick Reid:  Second.

Don Williams:  Motion and a second.  All in favor say aye.
Rick Reid:  Aye.

Marlin Weisheit:  Aye.

Don Williams:  Aye.  Motion carries three (3), zero (0).


Amendment of Employee Handbook – Definition of Part-Time Employee


Roger Emmons:  And I didn’t know if you want the Amendment of the Employee Handbook on the definition of the part-time employee.  I’d sent an email on May 16th to the Commissioners and I asked for the President’s comments as to whether you wanted it to be on today, June 10th or June 24th.  

Don Williams:  Today is fine; I think we can handle that one.

Roger Emmons:  Today?  Okay.  That one goes back to the Affordable Care Act and the fact that we’ve got to protect ourselves on the part-time employees because of the definitions in the ACA and Joyce recommends that we…the definition of a part-time employee should be amended to reflect lowering thirty five (35) hours per weeks to twenty four (24) hours per week with a maximum threshold of twenty eight (28) hours per week so that the definition would be; “Part-time employees are those employees who are not assigned to a temporary or probationary status and who are scheduled to work less than twenty four (24) hours per week, with a maximum threshold of twenty eight (28) hours per week.  While they do receive all legally mandated benefits, they are ineligible for the County’s other benefit programs.”  Of course that language is already in the handbook but the Commissioners copies…I put it in red, the change.
Don Williams:  Do you know why the twenty four (24) hours versus the twenty five (25), twenty six (26) or twenty seven (27)?  Or is it just something you think it was grabbed out of the air?  I understand the twenty eight (28) because I sat in on that seminar, you know no more than twenty eight (28), but to…I would say schedule no more than maybe twenty five (25) or twenty six (26) unless there’s something magical about twenty four (24) that I don’t know of.
Roger Emmons:  I asked her that, I’m trying to find her answer.  

Don Williams:  Okay.

Roger Emmons:  I did ask her.  But Adam did concur on May the 15th with Joyce that we needed to get this change in place.

Don Williams:  I agree.  I have no problem with the upper number, I really don’t have much problem with twenty four (24) I just wonder if there’s a reason for that cause they may schedule some for twenty six (26) and there shouldn’t be a problem with somebody…
Roger Emmons:  On the 15th I said ‘is there any particular reason for the twenty four (24) hour per week lower limit’, and she says ‘no, I just feel it will help reduce the risk of providing benefits to part-time employees’.

Don Williams:  So she just wanted a four (4) hour cushion instead of maybe a three (3) or a two (2)?
Adam Long:  On that that was my suspision as well, I mean one (1) question that you might have come up is what happens if you have a part-time person that hits twenty eight (28) once.

Don Williams:  Well, twenty eight (28) once is not a problem; it’s got to be an average.  

Adam Long:  It has to be an average.
Don Williams:  That’s what I took away from that training.  Okay, what’s the will of the board?

Rick Reid:  I’ll make a motion to amend the employee handbook to the twenty four (24) hours a week to the max of twenty eight (28) hours for the part-time, temporary workers.

Marlin Weisheit:  Second.

Don Williams:  Motion and a second.  All in favor say aye.

Marlin Weisheit:  Aye. 

Rick Reid:  Aye.

Don Williams:  Aye.  Motion carries.  Anything else, Sir?

Roger Emmons:  That’s all I have, Mr. President, thank you.

Don Williams:  Thank you.

Don Williams:  Okay, from the Auditor’s Office we have Claims.
L.B. “Dixie” Dugan:  Dixie Dugan, Warrick County Auditor, I have Claims in the total amount of one million two hundred twenty three thousand eighty six dollars and sixty two cents ($1,223,086.62).  That’s one two two three zero eight six point six two ($1223086.62).

Don Williams:  Aye.   Motion carries, three (3), zero (0).

COUNTY PURCHASING
Don Williams:  County Purchasing, do you have anything back there, Mr. Grassman?  And if you have something why is it not on the agenda?
Joe Grassman:  It was inadvertently left off; I think it was probably my fault that I didn’t alert Susie in time to do it.  I have bids here for RoadHog machinery and a Wheel Loader.  I’d like to open and read.  
Don Williams:  Are they advertised for today?  They were advertised to be ready today?

Joe Grassman:  They were…they’re considered small purchases that are not required to be advertised.

Don Williams:  Okay.

Roger Emmons:  What’s the description on them again?  RoadHog Cold Planer…

Joe Grassman:  Here are the invitations to quote…  The first item I’m going to open up is for…I’m going to do the RoadHog because I’ve only had one (1) quote for it and its…Bobby, you might explain to them what it does.  It’s a Cold Planer, that means nothing to me but…I mean, I know what it is but if you want a description Bobby can probably…

Bobby Howard:  Basically we can recycle the asphalt in place.  We can recycle and bring rock back up that gets sunk down in, this will go up to twelve (12) inches deep I believe, um, and we can recycle a lot of our existing rock inside our asphalt roads and our chip and seal roads without having to haul new rock out.

Joe Grassman:  Okay, this first bid is from MacAllister Machinery Company, Terre Haute, Indiana.  Again, it’s for the Road Hog, I should specify a new RoadHog.  It looks like the bid is for one hundred twenty thousand one hundred thirteen dollars ($120,113.00).  We requested a Non-Collusion Affirmation Form of Proposal.  We got that Equal Employment Opportunity forms, it’s got a ten thousand dollar ($10,000.00) Bid Bond so I guess you would say he is responsive in complying with the request of the invitation to bid.
Rick Reid:  But you only got one (1) bid, right?

Joe Grassman:  We sent bids out to four (4) difference companies.  The companies that were sent a bid for that were Whayne Supply, MacAllister, South Eastern Equipment and ERB Equipment and the only one ever responded for that particular piece of equipment was MacAllister.  Okay, I’ll move on to the Wheel Loader quotes.  I’ll just pick the first one I have here, this is from Whayne Supply, Evansville, and again this is for a Wheel Loader to hook up with the RoadHog to perform that task.  

Roger Emmons:  And this is for a used?

Joe Grassman:  Yes, I’m sorry, yes, this is for a used…

Roger Emmons:  Three thousand (3,000) hours or less?

Joe Grassman:  Yes.  Anyway, asked for a Non-Collusion Affirmation Form of Proposal which he has.  The base quote basically is one hundred thirty nine thousand five hundred dollars ($139,500.00) with an additional warranty of thirty two fifty ($3,250.00) if necessary I guess, with an additional sixty (60) inch…it’s not sixty (60) feet…I think it’s probably sixty (60) inches…forks for the thing and that’s an additional five thousand dollars ($5,000.00).  It’s a 2011 Caterpillar Model 938H Wheel Loader.  Current hours twenty two hundred sixty seven (2,267) will be available in five (5) to ten (10) business days.  He has the…it does include the ten thousand dollar ($10,000.00) Bid Bond and some pictures of the equipment.  So here again I feel that this would be a responsive bid to our invitation to quote.  More spec sheets Bobby on the…  Okay, the second bid is from ERB Equipment, Evansville Indiana; it is again for a Wheel Loader.  Okay, we have a one (1) used 2008 John Deere 624J Loader, forty four hundred (4,400) hours.  It’ll be one hundred nine thousand dollars ($109,000.00).  We have a new 2013 Deere 624K Loader with warranty, for one hundred fifty thousand eight hundred twelve dollars ($150,812.00).  
Roger Emmons:  What was the model on the 2008, the first one?  

Joe Grassman:  It’s a John Deere 624J.

Roger Emmons:  Okay, thank you.

Joe Grassman:  In lieu of a Bid Bond there’s a cashier’s check for ten thousand dollars ($10,000.00).  Form of Proposal, Non-Collusion Affirmation, specifications book/pictures.  So that’s it.
Rick Reid:  What’s the warranty on that for a new one?  

Joe Grassman:  JB, what is it?  

JB Padgett:  Thirty six (36) months.

Don Williams:  Entertain a motion to take the bids under advisement.

Marlin Weisheit:  So moved.

Rick Reid:  Second.

Don Williams:  Motion and a second.  All in favor say aye.

Marlin Weisheit:  Aye.

Rick Reid:  Aye.

Don Williams:  Aye.  Motion carries.

Marlin Weisheit:  Thanks, Joe.
Joe Grassman:  Thank you.

Marlin Weisheit:  Bobby, did you have any comments or anything?  Questions or anything?
Bobby Howard:  No, I just look forward to reviewing the paperwork.  
COUNTY ATTORNEY

Public/Private Resolution (Resolution 2013-___)

Don Williams:  Counsel, you have some business for us?
Adam Long:  Yes I do.  The Town of Chandler is interested in pursuing some Public/Private Agreements with respect to the extension of utility service to areas which do not presently have that service.  They have the ability to enter into agreements as a political subdivision with private entities but after reviewing the statute it appears that the county needs to adopt the provisions of Indiana Code 5-23 with respect to Public/Private Agreements into our local code.  We could do so via Resolution or Ordinance, I’ve opted for Resolution in this particular circumstance.  Essentially it enables local units of government whether it be towns within the county or the county itself to enter into these Public/Private style Agreements, and they’re technically called BOT Agreements or Build, Operate and Transfer Agreements where they would be built, operated and then transferred to the utilities within the area for which they’re serving.  So essentially we have a draft resolution prepared for consideration by the Board.  This doesn’t create an obligation on the board to enter into these agreements, it just authorizes our local areas to do so and us in the event that we want to do so in the future should the need arise.  And we don’t have a resolution number…
Roger Emmons:  It’s Resolution 2013-06.

Adam Long:  And if you would like to consider the same, I sent it out in the email last week, if you’d like you can consider the same for approval I can read this into the record.

Don Williams:  You’re talking about the Ordinance…I mean Resolution?

Adam Long:  The Resolution.

Don Williams:  I read this by the way, I appreciate you sending that.  And I need some explanation as why the County needs to enter into this.  It looks to me like that the town itself could do this because certainly we’re not going to be asking anybody to return sewer systems to us.

Adam Long:  Sure, certainly.  The way I think that…

Don Williams:  Nor are we interested in getting in business.

Adam Long:  I think its 5-23-11 but I don’t have the Code in front of me but I think it says that ‘in Counties where the statute was adopted by Resolution Political Subdivisions can enter into those agreements’.  I think that’s the way it reads.  And if it does read that way…
Roger Emmons:  Only that the County Executive…

Adam Long:  Then the County Executive…in counties that have an executive, the County Executive adopts the provisions by Resolution and then once that’s done the Political Subdivisions within that county can operate under those agreements.  That’s the way I interpret it.  

Don Williams:  Okay.

Marlin Weisheit:  And there’s no obligation to the county?

Adam Long:  No.  This just essentially…
Marlin Weisheit:  Allow them to work together.

Adam Long:  It does and it basically incorporates Indiana Code provision as our rules with respect to how those agreements would be set forth or the guidelines they have to follow.

Don Williams:  Okay.  What’s the will of the board in relation to Resolution 2013-06?

Rick Reid:  I’ll make a motion to pass that Public/Private Resolution 2013-06.

Marlin Weisheit:  I’ll second.  

Adam Long:  Would that motion be upon me reading it into the record?  

Marlin Weisheit:  Yes, I think…

Don Williams:  Read it into the record.

Adam Long:  Okay.  
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Don Williams:  Okay, I have a motion and a second.  All in favor say aye.
Marlin Weisheit:  Aye.

Rick Reid:  Aye.

Don Williams:  Motion carries.

Adam Long:  Thank you.  Roger, did you bring a copy?  

Roger Emmons:  Yes.
Adam Long:  Okay.

Don Williams:  Anything else, Sir?

Adam Long:  Just as an item of I guess business, I sent out an email requesting clarification of some of the proposed language related to the Animal Control Document Fees and some of the other related ordinances that were going to be modified.  I have not heard word back on that.  And somewhat related to that…in the event anybody finds any changes that they would like to forward me relative to the smoking restrictions, in that ordinance just respond back and I’ll get those modified.  In my opinion the smoking restrictions ordinances is ready to proceed.  I have two (2) versions that are ready to go and then the health department one…as soon as I get an update as to a definition of a ‘mobile food establishment’ I don’t know if that includes like yard barns, um, technically it’s mobile because you can move it, it’s not fixed to the ground but that’s something I was interested in.  A couple of other questions that are included in that email so as soon as I get word back on those I’ll be ready to go.

COUNTY HIGHWAY

Don Williams:  Okay, County Highway, Mr. Engineer, do you have anything?

Bobby Howard:  Yes, I have two (2) items.  The first of which is the LPA Consulting Contract for our Warrick County Bridge Inspections for 2013 and 2015.   This contract was approved last year.  INDOT did change to a new version in April of 2013; a new LPA Consulting Contract language so we need to have it re-approved and it’s again for the amount of two hundred thirty six thousand three hundred twenty dollars ($236,320.00) and eighty percent (80%) is federal reimbursed and I would just ask for approval of that tonight.
Marlin Weisheit:  Make a motion to approve.

Rick Reid:  Second.
Don Williams:  Motion and a second.  All in favor say aye.

Marlin Weisheit:  Aye.

Rick Reid:  Aye.

Don Williams:  Motion carries.

Bobby Howard:  The next item I have is the 2013 Paving List for Phase 1, this totals approximately eighteen point four six (18.46) miles of roadway for a total cost of seven hundred thirty thousand three hundred eighty two dollars and fifteen cents ($730,382.15).  I’d put copies in your mailbox this last week for your review and I’m just asking for approval of that tonight.  

Marlin Weisheit:  I’ll make a motion to approve the Paving List for this year.

Rick Reid:  Second.

Don Williams:  Motion and a second.  All in favor say aye.

Rick Reid:  Aye.

Marlin Weisheit:  Aye.

Don Williams:  Aye.  Motion carries three (3), zero (0).

Bobby Howard:  That is all I have.  Thank you.

Marlin Weisheit:  Thank you, Bobby.

COUNTY SHERIFF

Don Williams:  Sheriff, do you have anything back there?
Sheriff Kruse:  No, Sir.
COMMISSIONERS ITEMS FOR DISCUSSION

Commissioner Williams:  Mr. Reid, do you have anything?

Commissioner Reid:  No.

Commissioner Williams:  Commissioner Weisheit, do you have anything?  

Commissioner Weisheit:  The only thing I mentioned earlier, we talked about some scrap culverts, you know, we’ve had some farmers wanting to buy them.  If they are definitely scrap and we’re not going to use them, if we can find a way to legally sell them to them, I don’t know if that’s something maybe you and Adam could work on, I just wanted to keep that on the agenda…if you know they’re scrap and have no use for them.  I know there’s some concerns on how we could do that but I know we’ve had people ask for them in the past.
Bobby Howard:  You wrote up a private sale to me one (1) time by Indiana Code.

Commissioner Williams:  You would have to declare them surplus and then…

Commissioner Weisheit:  If we need to declare them surplus…if we can do it legally, that’s all I’m asking just to keep that on the follow up…

Adam Long:  I think this is a question…

Bobby Howard:  Some people have offered more than scrap.

Adam Long:  Well, and that’s…I think this is a topic that I might have answered in the recent history.  This kind of follows the discussion that we had about selling like a projector or something and then that statute had changed and then somebody had also brought up the culverts and…let me review the messages I sent out, that will get me on track with the statutes and then Bobby and I can talk about ways, I mean essentially I think we could sell them, just off the top of my head, I think we could sell them as scrap and they can do with them as whatever they please.
Commissioner Weisheit:  Yeah, if they are surplus.  I know they’ve done that in years past but…and I don’t even know how many you might have out there that you know you’ll never use again, we just need to scrap and get rid of.  That’s all I had, stay on top of it.

Adam Long:  Okay, I’ll take a look at it.

Commissioner Weisheit:  Cause I know there’s people interested in them.  Thank you.  That’s all I had, Sir.
Commissioner Williams:  Does anyone out there have anything that they’d like to address the board?  Entertain a motion.
Commissioner Weisheit:  Make a motion to adjourn.

Commissioner Reid:  Second.  

Commissioner Williams:  We are adjourned.
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
