Rick Reid:  Minus six (6), yeah.

ITEMS FOR DISCUSSION
EMS Monthly Report

Don Williams:  Okay, Items for Discussion, EMS Monthly Report.  Gentlemen, you are up.
Pat Rauscher:  Good Afternoon.  Pat Rauscher and Tony O’Neal here for the Warrick EMS Report.  For June 2013 we had three hundred eighty two (382) total ambulance runs.  Of those two twenty eight (228) were taken to local hospitals, we had fifty two (52) refusals, forty eighty (48) hospital transfers from Warrick Hospital, of our runs we had thirty four (34) others which included disregards, no patient, or dead on the scene and we had twenty (20) private runs for the month.  Our customer satisfaction surveys were all satisfactory for June.  We had a ninety eight percent (98%) success rate of our fractal response time within our agreed limited and that’s our stats for the month.  Any questions on those?  

Don Williams:  Yes.

Pat Rauscher:  Yes, Sir.

Don Williams:  Have you all implemented a charge for refusals yet?

Tony O’Neal:  I have that, Don; we’ll go over that with you as soon as we go over the Financials.

Don Williams:  Okay.

Tony O’Neal:  Would that be okay?

Pat Rauscher:  Is that alright?

Don Williams:  Sure, that’s fine.

Pat Rauscher:  Okay, we do have a plan though.  The Financials for the month show us being forty thousand five hundred ninety five dollars and thirty five cents ($40,595.35) over budget for our collectables which puts us at one hundred five thousand forty four dollars and forty seven cents ($105,044.47) for the year-to-date for collectables over.  For our total expenses we have forty four thousand seven hundred ninety eight dollars and twenty two cents ($44,798.22) that we’re under budget for the month putting us for year-to-date one hundred twenty nine thousand two hundred fifty dollars and seventy cents ($129,250.70).  If you have no questions on those I’ll let Tony talk about the information you requested.
Don Williams:  You may have already told us this in earlier months, Tony, but the…of course a large minus is always a concern, the sixty three percent (63%) for other, can you give me another…just what you would recall comes out of that line item where it’s the others.  We’re not talking about a great deal of money; it’s just sixty three percent (63%) over budget.

Tony O’Neal:  Some of that is used for stuff for the stations; dishes, pots and pans and things like that we may need for the crews so we spend out of that other to cover those things for the station needs for the crews.  Like, we just recently purchased some dishes and pots and pans that were pretty old in all the stations and replaced all those.
Don Williams:  Okay, I guess my question, I saw that and I saw minus sixty (-60) was supplies and I’m wondering, what’s the other compared to supplies?  It sounds like pots and pans would be supplies to me.  
Tony O’Neal:  No, that doesn’t cover the supplies.

Pat Rauscher:  I guess supplies were medical supplies.

Don Williams:  Medical Supplies primarily?

Tony O’Neal:  Yeah, the medical supplies.

Don Williams:  Okay, well, thank you very much, I appreciate it.

Tony O’Neal:  We have been looking at our refusal rate over the last couple of years and last year they seem to just…well, each year seems to be climbing tremendously.  Last year we had six hundred and ten (610) refusals throughout the county and basically that’s where we go to scene and the patient or whoever there signs the refusal and we leave so we…at this point have never charged for that.  So the last couple of months we’ve started looking at surrounding areas in the region.  We called Kentucky, Indiana and the areas and kind of got an idea of what some of the other services were charging for refusals.  And they go anywhere from fifty dollars ($50.00) up to three hundred dollars ($300.00) on refusal charges.  So, what we did after looking at our number of refusals we kind of tried to break those out and if you see that out of the one hundred and ten (110) refusals we had one hundred sixty eight (168) of those were traffic accidents.  We had thirty seven (37) that received some type of medication, and then we had four hundred and five (405) that needed assistance, either be get up because they fell or bandaged up because they’ve skinned their knee or something.  So after looking at all that what we would like to propose is a one hundred dollar ($100.00) charge for our…for a basic refusal rate and that would basically cover anything from a lift assist to just a BLS what we call a Basic Life Support run.  Now, if we go there and it’s a patient that needs some type of medication, they need a 12-lead EKG, then it becomes an ALS run at that point and we would like to propose a four hundred dollar ($400.00) charge for that.  The surrounding areas for an ALS run runs anywhere from seven hundred ($700.00) to twenty one hundred dollars ($2,100.00), so, again, we’re trying to at least get our coverage’s and so we’re not losing anything on these runs anymore.  Um, we don’t feel it would be in our best interest to try to charge for accidents that…like I said, we had one hundred sixty eight (168), because a lot of times those patients are not the one who is calling for an ambulance, so it’s kind of hard to go those and ask them to pay something that they didn’t request.  
Don Williams:  Makes sense.

Tony O’Neal:  So, we would…not counting those if you look at the other runs we have a potential of just looking at the numbers of additional fifty five thousand dollars ($55,000.00) of income for charging for refusals.  And I can see two or three things happening here, especially on an ALS run if the patient knows they’re going to get charged four hundred dollars ($400.00) and it’s going to have to come out of their pocket, there’s probably a good chance that they’re going to go ahead and be transported and go to the hospital and let their insurance company pay it versus having it come out of their pocket.  So I think we’ll see some of transports increase.  I think some of your ‘frequent flyers’, you know, people that just want a ride, once they start getting a bill at one hundred dollars ($100.00) a pop I think we would see those start to decrease which in essence would save us money because we’re not getting out making the run and using gas and services to do that.

Don Williams:  So we have quite a few ‘frequent flyers’ as you put it?

Tony O’Neal:  Yes we do.

Don Williams:  We do?  Really?

Tony O’Neal:  Yeah, and what we would probably like to do if you all approve this is we would send letters out to these frequent flyers and say from this point forward there will be a charge and let them know ahead of time that that’s coming.  Then as we were doing that…we were looking at that, we went ahead and got a hold of our billing company and kind of looked at our rates.  We haven’t raised our rates here in the county in a number of years so we asked the billing company to look at that and to give us some feedback there.  Out of our runs there’s only about eighteen percent (18%) that would be effected that we could actually charge for because Medicare and Medicaid…that’s a contractual agreement, that’s something that we can’t change so we’re not going to get any more for that.  And there are a few insurance companies that are also contracted that we’re not going to be able to charge any more.  But there’s eighteen percent (18%) there that we could actually increase our mileage from twelve dollars ($12.00) to fifteen dollars ($15.00) which is the standard now.  And then based on what type of run it is, if it’s a BLS run or a basic ALS run, you know, we’re looking at thirty ($30.00) to fifty ($50.00) dollars increase on the rate.  Now, we did step it up a little bit on the ALS emergency 2 run only because that’s more of a serious run where maybe you have a code and you’re using a lot more equipment and a lot more drugs so we raised that a little over two hundred dollars ($200.00) per run so with that we’re looking at about forty eighty thousand dollars ($48,000.00) additional revenue that we could get by raising those rates.  And that would…that forty eight (48) would pretty much be guaranteed because again that eighteen percent (18%) is open for increases so if you add those together you’re looking at, you know, a little over a hundred thousand dollars ($100,000.00) of potential income that we could bring back into the county.  
Don Williams:  I’ve wondered why we haven’t charged for refusals because it takes salary, it take fuel, I remember a few years back, I was one of those refusals when I called the ambulance for my Dad, he got a serious nose bleed, I couldn’t stop and they came, they worked on him for a good twenty (20), thirty (30) minutes, I think Dusty responded to that, and I was amazed when I didn’t get a bill so…

Tony O’Neal:  Well, we had one today, an ALS run where a diabetic, we had to go give her medication and wake her up out of a coma and once she came to she signed a refusal, she didn’t want to go because she was alert and oriented at that point.  Well, you know you got the cost of the medication and the run itself so those things I think we need to be looking at especially with the finances the way they are this year.  So I think this will be a good starting point for us.

Don Williams:  I’m going to be honest with you all; I don’t know that you need commissioner’s approval to do this.  

Tony O’Neal:  Well…

Don Williams:  I’m just being honest with you, I think it’s…I don’t think anything like that is in the contract that I can recall.

Tony O’Neal:  It’s not, I did review the contract, it’s not in there, we just wanted to do due diligence and bring it before you.

Don Williams:  I think as commissioners, and you two can chime in, I think we like to subsidize you as little as possible.

Tony O’Neal:  Sure.

Don Williams:  With tax dollars if you understand what I’m saying, I’d rather not have the taxpayers pay it so…

Tony O’Neal:  Well, we’re constantly looking at ways to subsidize the EMS service and I think this is…this is a good starting point with refusals and at least would get us going in that direction.

Marlin Weisheit:  I’m glad you’re going to put some advertising out preceding it so people understand.

Tony O’Neal:  Yeah, I think that’s only fair.  You know, we’ve got a few that, well, we had one (1) individual call us four (4) times in one (1) night for a lift assist, within two (2) hours so we’ve got a few that tend to abuse it quite a bit so…  But if you’re okay with this we would like to move forward on this.

Marlin Weisheit:  I’m okay with it.  Just as a consensus.
Rick Reid:  It’s a great idea.

Don Williams:  Rick thinks it’s a great idea and the two of us are okay with it.

Tony O’Neal:  Great, alright, well, thank you so much.

Don Williams:  Okay.

Marlin Weisheit:  Thank you, guys.

Habitat for Humanity and Judgment Lien
Don Williams:  We have someone here for Habitat for Humanity?  I believe that’s next on our agenda.
Roger Emmons:  This was pursuant to Adam’s email about the ordinance violation.

Don Williams:  Yes.

Roger Emmons:  One hundred ($100.00) lien and then there’s interest accrued and he stated that the Habitat for Humanity is taking home via deed in lieu of foreclosure once the commissioners can remove that lien due to their limited resources and then they’ll pass the judgment on to a…  So, Amy Hall is representing Habitat and she’s asking the commissioners to forgive this judgment and approve via motion the execution of relieve judgment …so they can take clear title to this home.

Adam Long:  Just for update purposes, I was able to get some help to try and figure out who the home owner was for the particular house that they were dealing with.  And the research that I showed showed that it was a female that owned the home.  Mrs. Hall’s wrote back and said that it was owned by the judgment or the defendant in that ordinance violations cases’ brother.   Which at this point and time I don’t think any action needs to be taken.  I learned that late Friday, so basically based upon that it seems like our judgment would still need to be active against that individual in light of the fact that even Habitat has indicated they don’t believe he owns the home at this time.  I guess the title search that they did just showed that he was the owner of that real estate but then they did a little bit more searching and found out he wasn’t.

Don Williams:  Does Habitat have the title yet?

Adam Long:  Not to my knowledge, but they told me they didn’t need our help with respect to that in light of the fact that it wasn’t owned by that individual and instead of letting Susie know after the 2:00 pm deadline, I just figured I’d let it sit on there in case we learned anything different and nothing different has been heard from me by them.
Don Williams:  So it’d be better just to leave this alone until Habitat takes title then they can request their forgiveness.

Adam Long:  Yeah, in the event it comes up in the future we could certainly do something or consider it at that time.  

Don Williams:  So you’re suggesting we just take no action?
Adam Long:  Yes.

Don Williams:  Or deny?

Adam Long:  No action at this time.

Don Williams:  Okay, do we want to leave it for the agenda or do we want to remove it until…?

Adam Long:  It doesn’t need to remain on the agenda because I’m uncertain as to whether they’ll even contact us again.  

Don Williams:  Alright, we need a motion probably to remove it from the agenda don’t we?  Since we’re not acting on it?
Adam Long:  I suppose, I mean, just to tie it up that would be fine.

Don Williams:  Okay, entertain a motion to remove Habitat from the agenda.

Marlin Weisheit:  So moved.

Rick Reid:  Second.

Don Williams:  Motion and a second.  All in favor all in favor say aye.

Marlin Weisheit:  Aye.

Rick Reid:  Aye.

Don Williams:  Aye.  Motion carries.

COUNTY ADMINISTRATOR

2012 Homeland Security Grant Program Sub-Grant Agreement, EDS #C44p-4-004B

Don Williams: Departmental Reports.
Roger Emmons:  Thank you, Mr. President.  The first item I have is the 2012 Homeland Security Grant Program Sub-Grant Agreement, EDS #C44p-4-004B.  I sent you a detailed email on July 15th about this grant, it’s in the amount of forty two thousand five hundred dollars ($42,500.00).  And the list that I had sent had twenty six (26) different items listed all the way from portable radio accessories, video carts, and all sorts of different things that EMA would use in responding to events.  Blood pressure equipment, flotation devices, and things like that.  This is the same format agreement that we received from Homeland Security for many years now.  This board has approved similar agreements in the past.
Don Williams:  Okay, is there a signature?  Do we have to sign that grant?

Roger Emmons:  Yeah, I’d recommend approval by the motion and there’s a signature box for all three (3).

Don Williams:  Okay, I entertain a motion.

Marline Weisheit:  I make a motion to approve the 2012 Homeland Security Grant Program Sub-Grant Agreement EDS #C44p-4-004B.

Scheller v. Warrick County ~ Designate Commissioner to Represent the Board at Trial

Roger Emmons:  The next item I have is case of Scheller versus Warrick County.  This is on for Commissioners to designate one Commissioner to represent the Board at trail.  Pursuant to an email from Adam that’s generated from an email from Mr. Drummy, our insurance appointed counsel to Adam on July 15th. I know President Williams has offered to fill this position.
Don Williams:  Yeah, I’m the only commissioner that’s been on the board since the beginning of this so I don’t mind doing that.

Blankenberger Brothers ~ Agreement for Road Usage in Conjunction with Oak Grove Road Project
Roger Emmons:  The next item I have is an Agreement for Road Usage with the Blankenberger Brothers.  It has to do with them having to haul a lot of dirt that the general contractors with the Oak Grove Road Project to borrow…it’s property owned by St. Mary’s near Epworth Road and Frontage Road those are the two (2) county roads that they’ve been using for about one point three (1.3) miles.  Bobby set the bond at ninety one thousand dollars ($91,000.00), that’s seventy thousand ($70,000.00) per mile to cover any damages on the haul road that their operations may cause.  Bobby has recommended that he’s okay with this along as Blankenberger would provide a letter confirming that they can repair any damages.  That is stated in the Agreement for Road Usage if they sign that but I can understand where a separate letter would have a little more weight to it as well.  
Bobby Howard:  Basically my understanding from my assistant, Brent Wendholt, is Jason Fox with Blankenberger, which he could not make it here today but he wanted to reiterate that this is a county project that he’s doing and he would not…he doesn’t really want to put a bond to cover the work.  I think in the past we’ve waived a bond for a few other contractors so to be consistent I would just like some kind other guarantee from them that they would repair any damage that they caused by hauling this amount of dirt, if the bond is waived.  

Roger Emmons:  Most of the Agreements for Road Usage for which we’ve waived the bond is just local loggers that they’re very small companies.

Bobby Howard:  Right, but like on bridge forty three (43) and forty four (44) in Elberfeld, Regal had that job and they had to haul some dirt in and they did some damage to the roadways and we got into a discussion with them and INDOT in regards to INDOT’s procedures and in INDOT’s spec book there’s a specification in there that kind of…could be seen as proceeding our Agreement for Road Usage because it says material needs to be taken to the site for the construction of the site then that’s part of it for construction, we have to allow that.  So we may be overstepping our bounds by requiring a bond at this time.  I’ve done some further research today, since we last talked while I was on vacation last week.

Roger Emmons:  We do have their Certificate of Insurance, Certificate of Liability Insurance.

Bobby Howard:  Yes, so I think that they will be willing to state that they will repair anything and sign an Agreement that they will repair anything that they damage.

Don Williams:  Are you looking for a consensus?  

Bobby Howard:  Yes, I think just a consensus and then we’ll…

Don Williams:  Yeah, I think that’s fine.

Marlin Weisheit:  I’m okay with it.

Bobby Howard:  Then me and Roger can sign the agreement based on that.

Don Williams:  It’s our project that they’re working on so…

Rick Reid:  Yeah, that’s fine.

Marlin Weisheit:  Got to get it done.

Rick Reid:  That’s going to be a lot of dirt.  

Don Williams:  Do you have anything else, Roger?

Roger Emmons:  I think that’s all I have.

Warrick County Ordinance 2013-19 ~ An Ordinance of the Board of Commissioners of Warrick County 
Amending Specific Portions of Chapters 37, 130, 131 and 134 of the Code of Ordinances

Adam Long:  Okay, the next item that I have listed under my business is the issue related to the Warrick County Ordinance 2013-19, which is an Ordinance of the Board of Commissioners of Warrick County Amending Specific Portions of Chapter 37, 130,131 and 134 of the Code of Ordinances.  I believe this was presented three (3) meetings ago when I was unable to attend.  Modifications have been made actually reducing some of the fees required for the vital statistic records or vital records that the health department was charging.  Pursuant to the last meeting the death record fee was modified to show a flat fee or an initial fee of fifteen dollars ($15.00) for a single certified copy of a death record however all subsequent copies within the same order would be ten dollars ($10.00).  That was to offset the expense that the Coroner’s Office was facing with respect to the continuing education fee of two dollars ($2.00) which is established by statute.  As part of that discussion the birth record fees, no request was made for modification of that but I figured since the Health Department was going to come up here I would modify the birth record fee to be essentially the same as the death record fee and that the copy be fifteen dollars ($15.00) with all subsequent copies within the same order being ten dollars ($10.00) a copy, I think Mr. Franz is here to explain or address the board with respect to the Health Departments position on this ordinance.
Aaron Franz:  Good afternoon, I’m Aaron Franz with the Warrick County Health Department.  We have requested an increase in these fees.  The state coroners training board is…in 2007 raised their fees, which they’re taking two dollars ($2.00) per death certificate sold and then they’ve just increased it again in July 1st of this year and so that’s why we’re asking for that as well as just the…

Don Williams:  How much did they increase it too?  

Aaron Franz:  Another two dollars ($2.00) is what they’re taking per…so now a total of four dollars ($4.00) since 2007.  
Adam Long:  And that’s per every copy, is that correct?

Aaron Franz:  Per copy, yes.  And I ran some…I think that the last meeting there was a discussion as to what the surrounding counties offered so I have some information regarding that.  What happened was prior to July 1st everything was different.  Vanderburgh County is in the middle of increasing their fees to fifteen dollars ($15.00) for birth and death certificates as well.  As a matter of fact that’s before their board right now.  Warrick County does not charge for birth corrects or death corrects, home birth registration, we don’t charge for any genealogy searches, just for the birth and the death certificates.

Don Williams:  We don’t do any genealogy either do we?

Aaron Franz:  Yeah, we do assist if someone requests, we have all that set up in our office for genealogy searches, yes, Sir.

Don Williams:  Okay, I wasn’t aware of that.  But we don’t normally do it unless requested?

Aaron Franz:  Oh, there’s somebody down there almost every day doing genealogy searches.  We don’t assist them unless they need our help, we just go and we instruct them on how to look up the information and go over with them the  cemetery information that we have.  And then just to let you guys know as far as birth certificates go, last year we had three thousand and thirty four (3,034) births in Warrick County and eighty five percent (85%) of those are non-Warrick County residents.  And that’s the case this year as well, we’re trending the same way, numbers are almost identical.  Vanderburgh Counties fifty percent (50%) of those, other counties are twenty eight point three percent (28.3%), Gibson County is six point nine (6.9%) to seven percent (7%) so…and we’re staying about fifteen percent (15%) to fourteen percent (14%) of those.  So I’m open for any other questions you may have.  
Don Williams:  The data I had we looked at last meeting I probably should have sent you a copy, I never even thought about it.  Dubois for birth is ten ($10.00), twelve ($12.00) for death.  Gibson fifteen ($15.00) and fifteen ($15.00) and that was just July 1st.  

Aaron Franz:  That was just approved July 1st, yes, Sir.

Don Williams:  Perry seven fifty ($7.50) and eight ($8.00) for birth and death.  Pike ten ($10.00) and twelve ($12.00), I’m assuming they pay the same type coroner’s training as everybody else.

Aaron Franz:  I think the difference; I have Dubois, Gibson, Posey, Vanderburgh and ours.  I tried to stick with the people that had hospitals.  It’s very different, we didn’t have a hospital, well the hospital we had did not have birthing and so when Deaconess Gateway opened that changed everything for us drastically in all aspects.  So I looked at those, I tried to pull the ones that had hospitals, and so there are some differences however Spencer County charges ten ($10.00) a piece however they don’t have those facilities there.  Ours are just set up…

Don Williams:  Posey just increased theirs to eleven and a quarter ($11.25) in both.

Aaron Franz:  Yeah, Posey eleven and a quarter ($11.25) for both.

Don Williams:  I guess my question is where’s the need?  I mean, if somebody comes in and orders six (6) death certificates, I know there’s a four ($4.00) charge per one but if it’s…if we’re charging fifteen ($15.00) and ten ($10.00) thereafter, I mean, where’s the need?
Aaron Franz:  All our need is right now, like everybody else’s, in the county’s budgetary.  Just as an increase for us, we’re making cuts and have been for several years and so that’s just the need to increase the revenue to help us to continue to operate like I’m sure it is everybody else’s and so, you know, I understand Adam’s proposal and I looked over that and I think it’s a legitimate option however it is still taking in and it has been since 2007 taking out…

Don Williams:  Well, that wasn’t it on Adam’s initiative, that’s what we asked Adam to do at the last meeting.

Aaron Franz:  I think that’s…it’s just, we’ve been taking that hit, you know, paying out of our supplies and our time to do those things so…we don’t charge for anything else.  Gibson County and Vanderburgh County do charge for everything they do in regards to those things.  If there’s a correction Dubois charges twenty five dollars ($25.00), Posey charges fifteen ($15.00), Vanderburgh charges fifty ($50.00), there’s a death and that’s the birth and death are the same way.  Home birth registrations fifty dollars ($50.00) in Vanderburgh, ten ($10.00) in…and we don’t charge anything for any of those services at all.  I have a list of…I didn’t make copies of it but I can give you…there’s quite a list of Dubois County’s health department fees.
Don Williams:  Does all of these increase, the two (2) requests, does it all go into the same pot?

Aaron Franz:  Yes.  

Roger Emmons:  The Warrick County Health fund?

Aaron Franz:  Yes they do.

Don Williams:  That includes the permitting and inspection fees and all that?

Aaron Franz:  Yes.  The sewage disposal permits is actually…it goes up fifty dollars ($50.00) but it’s good for two (2) years as opposed to one (1) year just to stay in line with the other, I think we discussed those things in executive session.
Don Williams:  Are there any other questions from the board or any statements?  I’m willing to give you the fifteen ($15.00) on the first one for the death but I’m not willing to give you that on the rest of them, that’s me.  I think that when somebody has a loved one die and then you have the extra expense, I mean, even at ten ($10.00) it’s an extra expense, it’s painful.  And I just see it has a human thing, I don’t mind the fifteen ($15.00) on the first.  I think the way we had Adam write it where it’s per order, as long as they come in, they order six (6), the first one is fifteen ($15.00) the rest will be ten ($10.00), they come back two (2) weeks later and order another three (3) cause they need them, it’s fifteen (15) for the first, ten ($10.00) for the second, I’m willing to do that.  The rest of your change I don’t have a problem with it’s just primarily these two (2) issues and primarily the death certificate, I think there’s a very human issue that’s involved there for the surviving family members and I don’t think that’s…I understand where you’re coming from, I mean, we all know that budget is going to be in a crisis I just…I think with these…I think they’re all going into the fund and that’s the way I saw it when I read through these.
Aaron Franz:  Is that…would that remain the same, just to clarify, if someone comes in and they order ten (10) the first time but they come back and their subsequent visit would require them to pay fifteen ($15.00) for the next one, is that correct?
Don Williams:  If somebody come in and order five (5) for example, it’d be fifteen ($15.00)…one (1) at fifteen ($15.00), four (4) at forty ($40.00) would be fifty five bucks ($55.00).  They come in two (2) weeks later, they order another five (5), the same thing fifteen ($15.00) and then another forty ($40.00) for each of the four (4).

Roger Emmons:  Aaron, just for clarification…

Don Williams:  We’ll give you a little; we’re just not going to give you everything you’re asking for.

Roger Emmons:  In the ordinance Adam had under the death record fees it says ‘the funds will be collected by the health officer, that’s you, but the first two dollars ($2.00) is going to be deposited for the coroner’s continuing education fee.  Should that be four dollars ($4.00)?
Aaron Franz:  Well, it is I mean I don’t know how to re-word that, they’re asking for it again, it was already there.  I’ll have to look and see, I mean, there was already a bit of a fee even before 2007 so the total…

Adam Long:  I can look that statute up while we’re sitting here.  It’s my understanding that that might be an additional fee because when I looked at that statute I think that’s the one…it’s kind of interesting to read it, they’ve projected the increase in fees all the way up to like 2045 which I thought was a little peculiar that they were able to forecast inflation but, um, I will pull that up but I believe this statue indicates two dollars ($2.00).

Don Williams:  At this time.

Adam Long:  Two dollars ($2.00) for this time frame.  It’s going to go up in a few years; it’ll progressively go up over time.
Don Williams:  Okay.  

Aaron Franz:  Thank you.

Don Williams:  Thank you, Sir, for coming up.  Do you have any statements or questions, Mr. Reid?  

Rick Reid:  No.

Don Williams:  Mr. Weisheit, do you have any questions?  

Marlin Weisheit:  No, I kind of agree with you on…as we talked before.

Don Williams:  Would you agree with the ordinance as written?

Marlin Weisheit:  Yes.

Don Williams:  Okay, we need an ordinance number.

Adam Long:  Its 2013-19, it was established a few meetings ago.

Don Williams:  That’s right, that’s right.

Rick Reid:  I make a motion to approve ordinance 2013-19

Marlin Weisheit:  Second.

Don Williams:  Motion and a second.  All in favor say aye.

Marlin Weisheit:  Aye.

Rick Reid:  Aye.

Don Williams:  Aye.  Three (3), zero (0).

Adam Long:  It’s my understanding that would be construed as being the first reading although it was identified and brought before the board a few meetings ago, I don’t think any official vote was taken so if the boards’ inclination to pass it tonight, or the board is inclined to pass it tonight we’d need a motion to pass it.

Don Williams:  When’s it due?  When would it take effect?

Adam Long:  I changed it to thirty (30) days I believe because…

Don Williams:  From the time it’s approved if I remember right.

Adam Long:  Yeah, the original version I had, June…July 1st…

Roger Emmons:  After publication.

Don Williams: After publication.

Roger Emmons: After publication because there are fees involved.

Adam Long:  Yeah, you have to give thirty (30) days notice after publication because of fees.  I originally had July 1st but that’s because my first vision was like in April.  
Don Williams:  Do you all want to do the second and final reading tonight or do you just want to wait until our next meeting which is three (3) weeks from now?

Rick Reid:  Let’s go ahead and do it now.

Marlin Weisheit:  Let’s get it over with, we got time don’t we?

Don Williams:  We do have time.

Adam Long:  Next we need a vote to pass it on night of introduction.

Don Williams:  Yeah, I got that all here somewhere.  

Marlin Weisheit:  On the second motion then?

Don Williams:  Second motion.

Marlin Weisheit:  I move to pass Ordinance 2013-19 on the second reading and proceed to the third reading.  
Rick Reid:  Second.

Don Williams:  We got a second…

Adam Long:  We need the…we have to have a motion to pass it on the night of introduction, we haven’t done that yet, it needs to be unanimous.  Let me see that.

Don Williams:  Yeah, you gave us that.

Adam Long:  Yeah, I know.  This is for the second night, this is not the same sheet, in order to pass it on the night of introduction we need to have a motion to pass it on the night of introduction and it must be unanimous according to statute so…I’ll walk this…walk this through, that’s a different sheet so we need that motion to pass.

Marlin Weisheit:  I’ll make a motion that we pass Ordinance 2013-19 on the night of introduction.

Rick Reid:  Second.

Don Williams:  Motion and a second.  All in favor say aye.

Marlin Weisheit:  Aye.

Rick Reid:  Aye.

Don Williams:  Aye.  Three (3), zero (0).

Adam Long:  Warrick County Ordinance 2013-19, an Ordinance of the Board of Commissioners of Warrick County Amending Specific Portions of Chapters 37, 130, 131 and 134 of the Code of Ordinances.  Need a motion to pass it on the second reading.

Marlin Weisheit:  I’ll make a motion to pass Ordinance 2013-19 on second reading.

Rick Reid:  Second.

Don Williams:  Motion and a second.  All in favor say aye.

Marlin Weisheit:  Aye.
Don Williams:  Aye.  Motion carries three (3), zero (0).

Adam Long:  Warrick County Ordinance 2013-19.  An Ordinance of the Board of Commissioners of Warrick County Amending Specific Portions of Chapters 37, 130, 131 and 134 of the Cod of Ordinances.  Need a motion to pass it on the third and final reading.

Rick Reid:  So moved.

Marlin Weisheit:  Second.

Don Williams:  Motion and a second.  All in favor say aye.

Marlin Weisheit:  Aye.

Rick Reid:  Aye. 

Don Williams:  Aye.   Motion carries.

Adam Long:  I have a copy of the most recent version here, Roger, did you bring one also?
Roger Emmons:  Yes I did.

Adam Long:  Okay, I’ll just keep this one for my file then.  Thank you.  A couple of other things if I could, we received an email appeal from Mr. Ciholas with respect to an amicus curiae brief that he would request that the county file, which interestingly enough is in litigation in which he’s not involved but I’m sure he very may be soon, um, between the Town of Chandler and the Town of Newburgh.  I don’t know what the board’s familiarity with amicus but essentially it’s…if you have party ‘A’ and party ‘B’ in court litigating over a very specialized area of law it’s nice to have a third party that’s not involved in the litigations, call that party ‘C’, file a motion with the court or a brief with the court which essentially helps explain how that particular issue in consideration impacts non-litigants or other members of the community.  So the county certainly would have the ability to file an amicus curiae brief in the court of appeals in the case which is the Town of Newburgh versus Town of Chandler and I think there might be an additional party which is Rexanne Development, I don’t have a cause number but I believe it’s a special judge case out of Perry County with Lucy Goffinet as the Judge.  They did an interlocutory appeal to take that up and that would be something for this board to consider if it’s interested. And essentially the amicus would be about the economic impact of the community due to the dispute.  

Don Williams:  Right, this is I think very detrimental to economic development.  At least in that contested area.  I think we’re seeing more of it all the time so I think we ought to file.

Adam Long:  Okay.

Marlin Weisheit:  I agree.

Rick Reid:  I agree.

Don Williams:  So you’ve got a consensus to do that.

Adam Long:  Sure.  I will try and track the time line of it.  This appeal was taken at least a month ago and I don’t know how long I have to get it done, it’s going to take a significant amount of research but I will check the timeline and get back with you all with respect to that and the anticipated contents.  
Don Williams:  And this ordinance we’ve asked you to work on, we’re already working on that?

Adam Long:  Yes, I have a preliminary draft in the works at present. 

Don Williams:  IDEM did think that was a very good idea to do this ordinance so they’re the ones that govern the municipal sewers.  Apparently they have total authority inside the city limits but it’s kind of limited after that so if you would proceed with that as quickly as possible, I’d like to take action on that on the 12th if possible. 

Adam Long: Take action on the ordinance on the 12th?

Don Williams:  If you can get it ready by then.  
Adam Long:  I should be able to get something presented before then.  
Don Williams:  Okay.  Let us know if you can’t as far as…that way we won’t put it on the agenda.

Adam Long:  Yes.

Don Williams:  Anything else, Sir?
Adam Long:  One (1) more item is Kissel Cemetery.  The agreement has been redrafted according to the concerns of Mr. Wolfe and it’s my understanding we’re just ready for them to execute.

Don Williams:  Right.  I’ve tried to contact them twice by phone and haven’t been able to get to them so…it’s going to take a drive over there I’m suspecting.

Roger Emmons:  Don’s got the revised…

Don Williams:  I got the revised; we’ve already motioned and signed it so we just got to get the Wolfe’s to sign it.

Adam Long:  And then…I’m sorry, I just recalled this one, the baling agreement for Mr. Williams in the 4-H area, it’s my understanding that a revised map was going to be sent due to some overlap?

Roger Emmons:  And it has been, I have a…

Adam Long:  Do I have a copy?  I need a new copy of that map so I can attach it to the contract.

Roger Emmons:  Okay.

Adam Long:  Well, unless you believe that the way it’s written addresses the new reading of the map.

Roger Emmons:  No, I don’t think it does but I’ll get that to you.

Adam Long:  Okay.  That’s all I have.

Don Williams:  Okay, thank you, Sir.

Don Williams:  Mr. Engineer.
Bobby Howard:  I have one (1) item before you tonight, it’s the contractor application for payment for the Scales Lake Dam Project in the amount of twenty one thousand one hundred ninety nine dollars and twenty five cents ($21,199.25) and I would recommend approval tonight.  

Don Williams:  Any questions from the board?

Marlin Weisheit:  No, I’d make a motion that we pay the twenty one thousand one hundred ninety nine dollars twenty five cents ($21,199.25) to Deig Brothers.

Rick Reid:  Second.
Don Williams:  Motion and a second.  All in favor say aye.

Marlin Weisheit:  Aye.

Rick Reid:  Aye.

Don Williams:  Motion carries.  Anything else, Mr. Engineer?

Bobby Howard:  That’s all I had, thank you.

COUNTY HIGHWAY
Don Williams:  Anything for Highway?
Bobby Howard:  No, not tonight.

COUNTY SHERIFF
Don Williams:  Anything from Sheriff?
Mike Wilder:  No.

COUNTY ASSESSOR
Request Permission to Purchase Used Vehicle for Assessor’s Office
Don Williams:  Okay, Assessor, you’re up.
Angela Wilder:  Angela Wilder, Warrick County Assessor.  I believe you have all the paperwork, I didn’t keep any copies but basically I’m requesting that we purchase a used vehicle for use by my deputies for their field work throughout the county.  I currently…the past several years pay out about three thousand five hundred dollars ($3,500.00) for mileage just for the northern part of the county and most other county assessor’s offices in the state actually have their own vehicles so this was my attempt to purchase one to try to save money.
Don Williams:  I noticed it was already on the claims.  That bothered me a bit.

Angela Wilder:  I was instructed to…

Don Williams:  It looked like a low-ball way of getting this by.

Angela Wilder:  What?  I went through Roger, I went…I talked to Joe Grassman, I went to the Claims Department, I asked how this should be done, they said it was a low purchase that didn’t need to be put out for bid and that if I put the claim in…

Don Williams:  I think it should have come to us before it went on the claims.

Angela Wilder:  Okay.

Don Williams:  For future reference.

Roger Emmons:  I didn’t advise her of that, I just said she needed to come before the board to request permission to purchase it because it will be titled in the commissioner’s name.

Don Williams:  Yeah, it’ll be our car.

Angela Wilder:  Right.

Don Williams:  You can have my SUV and I’ll be driving that.

Roger Emmons:  So that’s three thousand ($3,000.00) annually that you pay for mileage just in the northern half?

Angela Wilder:  Yes.

Don Williams:  I’m joking with you there by the way.

Angela Wilder:  I’m sorry?

Don Williams:  I said I was joking with you about that, since it’s on the record.

Angela Wilder:  Again, I apologize, I went to Claims and they said ‘well, if you put it in now it can be done’ then they knew they couldn’t cut the check until you approved it tonight but I didn’t realize it had to be done in two (2) separate months or periods.

Marlin Weisheit:  My only question, I guess you’ve got the money in your budget to handle it?

Angela Wilder:  Yes.

Marlin Weisheit:  And you think this will save you money over the years by having your own car?

Angela Wilder:  Yes, I mean, that’s the plan I see it as, we could also drive it where we’re required to attend two (2) state conferences a year in Indianapolis so it could also be used for travel.

Don Williams:  Are you aware that we have a Crown Vic out here that is a communal car, anybody can reserve it and drive it whatever and wherever they need it?

Angela Wilder:  No, not exactly…no, I mean, I’ve heard there are other county cars.

Don Williams:  There is a county car out here; it’s yours anytime you need it.  All you’ve got to do is reserve and make sure it hasn’t been previously reserved.

Rick Reid:  Keep gas in it.

Roger Emmons:  That’s probably not common knowledge to the offices, Don.
Don Williams:  Oh, it may not be.  Maybe you ought to make it…

Roger Emmons:  It is a pool car but it’s primarily been used by Commissioners, Purchasing, I’ve used it before and…

Don Williams:  But you can certainly use it cause you’re talking about assessment times, that’s not year round is it?
Angela Wilder:  It is year round but there are down times, I mean there are off times when we wouldn’t be in it but like a busy time is getting ready to start for us in August, they will probably be using it at least four (4) to five (5) days a week.  But we do have down times there would be like a month here and there that were we wouldn’t need it at all and then other times when we’d need it.

Don Williams:  So how many miles do you think we’re looking at a year?

Angela Wilder:  Well, I’m not exactly sure but I definitely think it’ll be less than ten thousand (10,000) a year.  And I was…this particular vehicle only has twenty nine thousand miles (29,000) and I did buy a six (6) year warranty with it, that’s bumper to bumper.

Don Williams:  You say you did buy?

Angela Wilder:  Well, I didn’t buy it yet but it’s included in with the claim.

Roger Emmons:  And I would comment that the amount that’s on the claim register is too high, you can pay less but not more than what’s advertised.  The first amount had the sales tax added to it and I advised Linzy in Angela’s office that we don’t pay sales tax so they revised the buyer’s order which has not been signed; none of these documents have been signed, so she didn’t go ahead and buy it, that’s why she’s here to ask your permission to do so.
Don Williams:  What was that mileage again?  You said you thought it would be?

Angela Wilder:  It’s just slightly…you mean per year usage?

Don Williams:  Um-hm.

Angela Wilder:  It would be less than ten thousand (10,000), I mean, based on our track record it should be less than five (5,000) but I’m assuming we’ll use this more and I think in the past the employees haven’t turned in every mile, I mean, they run on the weekend sometimes, I know Barb Pryor does not turn in all her mileage and her car has one hundred sixty eight (168,000) miles it so…she’s one of the reasons…she does an excellent job and she works even when she shouldn’t be working so I’m trying to get this to help offset damage to personal cars as well.
Marlin Weisheit:  Are you going to leave this car parked at the courthouse or is someone going to be taking it home or will they be…?

Angela Wilder:  Yes, no, no one will take it home; I was going to leave it parked in the county lot.  It’s…we are going to, well if I’m allowed to purchase it, we are also going to have the insignia put on the side of the car.  It will be removable for resale of the car down the road but it will be like permanent slicks on the side that identify it as the Warrick County Assessor’s Office.  The keys will remain in my office locked, it’ll be a check out system, no one will take the car home.  

Don Williams:  I have a problem with it; I want you to know that.  I see other office holders wanting the same deal.  They got extra money; they want to spend it on a car.  We are in a time where our budget is very seriously restricted and we’ve got the county council talking about a million dollars ($1,000,000.00) in general fund cuts next year.  I just think your timing is really bad.

Angela Wilder:  The car will not be paid for out of the county general.  It is being paid for out of reassessment.

Don Williams:  I understand that.  Do you have any questions?

Marlin Weisheit:  No, I’ve asked my questions.

Don Williams:  Mr. Reid, do you have any questions?

Rick Reid:  I think that car out here would service them quite well personally and we won’t have to pay two (2) insurances or anything else.  
Don Williams:  You know we’re talking…liability insurance.  

Rick Reid:  It’s just a bad time to be purchasing that if you ask me.

Don Williams:  What’s the will of the board?
Marlin Weisheit:  Well, I think the car, I mean I think she’s thought it out, I don’t think she tried to slide anything by us at all.  I think she’s thought it out and has a budget for it out of reassessment so…she’s the one who has to manage her office and knows her needs so I guess I’ll make a motion to allow her to purchase the vehicle.

Don Williams:  You’re a man of your word.  I have a motion on the floor.  Do I have a second?  I have a motion to approve by Commissioner Weisheit, do I have a second?  Do I have a second?  Last and final call.  I have no second.  Motion dies for a lack of a second.  Do I have a motion to deny?

Rick Reid:  Motion to deny.

Don Williams:  You’re not going to second that are you Commissioner Weisheit?

Marlin Weisheit:  No, Sir.

Don Williams:  I’ll second that.  All in favor say aye.

Rick Reid:  Aye.

Don Williams:  Aye.  All oppose.  You’re going to oppose it?  (Vote:  two (2), one (1).  Oppose:  Marlin Weisheit)
Marlin Weisheit:  I’ll oppose it.

Don Williams:  Alright, we have item under the County Auditor, the County Auditor presented claims in the amount of one millions one hundred forty seven dollars nine hundred two and fifteen cents ($1,147,902.15).  I’m assume we’re paying all the claims except the eleven eighty seven (1187) the assessment, under the assessment 2009.  Evansville Mazda for fourteen eight sixty one and seventy four cents ($14,861.74).  I would make a motion that that claim be denied.  Do I have a second?
Rick Reid:  Second.

Don Williams:  Motion and a second.  All in favor say aye that that claim is denied.

Rick Reid:  Aye.

Don Williams:  Okay, I entertain a motion for all other claims be approved.

Marlin Weisheit:  I make the motion to pay the claims.  

Rick Reid:  Second.

Don Williams:  Motion and a second to pay the other claims.  All in favor say aye.

Marlin Weisheit:  Aye.

Rick Reid:  Aye.

Don Williams:  Motion carries.  

COMMISSIONERS ITEMS FOR DISCUSSION
Don Williams:  Anything else to come before the board?  Anybody in the public have anything they’d like to address the board?  That not being I entertain a motion.

Marlin Weisheit:  Motion to adjourn.

Rick Reid:  Second.

Don Williams:  Motion and a second.  All in favor say aye.  

Marlin Weisheit:  Aye.

Rick Reid:  Aye.

Don Williams:  We are adjourned.
