President Johnson opened the meeting of January 24,2019 with the Pledge of Allegiance.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

President Bob Johnson: First item we have is the approval of minutes for December 10, 2018

Jason Baxter: Middle of February is what they are expecting, they’re getting their excavator ready so the middle of February, the 15th, that was the date I was told.

President Bob Johnson: Okay, anything else? Phil?

Phil Baxter: No.

Steve Sherwood: I asked Phil earlier if there’s going to be any projects in 2019 through drainage board that he will need any financial assistance on from Stormwater he says he will get back with me.

Phil Baxter: We appreciate the offer.

President Bob Johnson: At this time I will turn it over to Stormwater, Steve.

STORMWATER DEPARTMENT

Steve Sherwood: Thank you Mr. President, Stormwater I have just one item for the boards information Chris Skinner will be retiring from my office at the end of May, we would like to advertise internally within the county next month (February) for replacement. Someone with experience on the tax system of the county is going to be necessary to fulfill that position so we would like to look internally first there’s been some interest inside and outside the county regarding the position. Chris is adamant that someone is going to have knowledge of how all the text works across the street in the Judicial Center.

President Bob Johnson: Okay, what do you need from us today? Approval to do that?

Steve Sherwood: I would like to, again were advertising in February, I’m trying to strategies this where I can use some of my salary funding for Stormwater summer help position to fund somebody to work for 6-8 weeks with her before her retirement so she can train and pass on the information that person is going to need. I didn’t ask Morrie, but will I need the boards permission to do that because if so I would like to present that to the board if I have the funds to do that if that would be allowable. 

Morrie Doll: Do you know how much?

Steve Sherwood: I have more than enough what it would take for 6-8 weeks.

Morrie Doll: If they can have a resolution not to exceed would be the best way to do it.

Steve Sherwood: And that all depends on the person that’s going to be hired because the comot level plus years of experience working in county, even at Chris’s experience I think her salary is around $36,000 and she has 20+ years.

Commissioner Dan Saylor: What’s the new positon pay if they hire someone off the street?

Steve Sherwood: A lot less.

Morrie Doll: If they hire them off the street?

Steve Sherwood: They have to come in whatever the level I think its comot level 1 or 2 I have to check, but we were talking probably less than 2 months of her salary at $36,000 which makes it about $6,000 less than that probably for a maximum of two months 6-8 weeks. So if the board will approve a fee not to exceed $6,000 in salary I think that would be appropriate.

Morrie Doll: An overlap?

Steve Sherwood: Yes, for her to train someone to do all that she does.

President Bob Johnson: That is probably a good move.

Commissioner Dan Saylor: I think its an excellent move.

Steve Sherwood: I would appreciate it.

President Bob Johnson: So we need a motion to approve the overlap to not to exceed $6,000.

Commissioner Dan Saylor: I make the motion to approve not to exceed $6,000 to allow Steve to bring someone to shadow Chris.

Commissioner Terry Phillippe: I second that motion.

President Bob Johnson: All in favor. 3-0

Steve Sherwood: Thank you. Joe, do you have anything for the board?

Joe Grassman: No.

President Bob Johnson: Anything else?

Jason Baxter: No sir.

President Bob Johnson: Mr. Baxter?

Phil Baxter: Nope. 

President Bob Johnson: Council?

Morrie Doll: No sir.
