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The Warrick County Drainage Board and Department of Storm Water met in regular session with Bob Johnson, President; Dan Saylor, Vice President; Marlin Weisheit, Secretary; Phillip H. Baxter, Surveyor; Jason Baxter, Deputy Surveyor; Steve Sherwood, Director of Storm Water; Morrie Doll, Attorney; and Kim Lutton, Recording Secretary.

Present in the audience was Joe Grassman and Lyle Mehringer.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

President Johnson opened the meeting of February 12, 2018 with the Pledge of Allegiance.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

President Johnson:  First up we have the approval of the January 22, 2018 minutes.

Commissioner Weisheit:  Motion to approve.

Commissioner Saylor:  Second.

President Johnson:  All in favor?  3-0.

HEALTHSOUTH DEACONESS REHABILITATION HOSPITAL:

President Johnson:  Next we have HealthSouth Deaconess Rehabilitation Hospital / Drainage Approval / Three I Design / Lyle Mehringer.

Lyle Mehringer:  Lyle Mehringer with Three I Design.  

Steve Sherwood:  He submitted the revised drainage plans per mine and Jason’s request to the office last Thursday.  I’ve reviewed them and I found them to be in order and in compliance.  Jason, did you have anything else to add?

Jason Baxter:  I do not.

Steve:  And Phil is back.  They did site a cost for the completion of all the drainage improvements which I believe Phil’s office has been requiring of private developments.  We did similarly just east of there for Meier’s and just west of there at the St. Vincent Ortho Hospital there that’s under construction.  What’s the Board’s pleasure?  What would Phil prefer?

Phil Baxter:  We’re fine with it.  We recommend approval.

Commissioner Saylor:  I make a motion to approve the drainage.

Commissioner Weisheit:  Second.

President Johnson:  All in favor?  3-0.  Mr. Mehringer, do you have anything to add?

Lyle:  No, I sure don’t.  I’ll answer any questions if you have any.

Morrie Doll:  We’re going to need a letter of credit.  

Steve:  This is a stand-alone development.

Morrie:  How much is the estimate?

Lyle:  It’s like $240,000.00.  I’m kind of confused on what the letter of credit is for.

Morrie:  Usually, in developments that go through APC, improvements are bonded off of a letter of credit from the bank until they’re accepted after they’ve been installed.  But if this is not going back to the APC, does this Board care to ask for a letter of credit or not?  And if so, how much?

Commissioner Saylor:  I guess I would’ve thought that would’ve already been in place.  

Steve:  He has an amount sited and we asked him to submit it in case the Board wanted as surety posted.  But since this is not a platted lot in a platted subdivision, it’s a meets and bounds.  

Phil:  We’ve never done a letter of credit on one like that.  

Morrie:  It’s up to the Board.  At some point those improvements will be accepted by the county.  

Steve:  Not in this development.  They will be private.  

Morrie:  Then we don’t need a letter of credit.

Lyle:  The only thing would be the outlet structure.

Steve:  That’s just two pipes.

Morrie:  They’re not tied into any other system?

Lyle:  No.

Steve:  Everything drains to the pipes installed in the Warrick Trail roadway.  There’s like a 5 and 6-foot diameter pipe one way or the other.

Morrie:  So if they fail, that’s your clients issue, not ours.

Lyle:  Correct.  

President Johnson:  Okay.  Thank you very much.

Steve:  So, for the record, no letter of credit required.

CLAIMS:

President Johnson:  Next up we have claims for the amount of $150.00.

Commissioner Saylor:  I make a motion to pay the claims.

Commissioner Weisheit:  Second.

President Johnson:  All in favor?  3-0.

President Johnson:  Other business?

OTHER BUSINESS

ASHBURY PARK:

Steve:  One other item I have; as you know we’ve been working on various retention basins in the past, getting them into compliance with the original approved paperwork.  We’re still waiting to resolve Halston Manor which was the third basin we’ve done, basically, the one in Old Hickory (Waterfront) and we did the one on Kingston/Eastbrooke.  The next one I have that needs to be addressed is Ashbury Park Subdivision at the northeast corner of Lincoln and Epworth Road.  I talked to Phil a few months ago.  I’m getting to the point where I’m ready to send notices.  I’m trying to find out the president of the Homeowners Association.  

Morrie:  At the northeast corner?

Steve:  Yes.  There’s a basin there that’s been manipulated at the corner.  We’ve been called out to repair a drainage structure.  It’s under water because the basin has been raised.  I found a total of two structures from two different cul-de-sacs that are under water so it needs to be addressed.  I will start the documentation and ask the president of the Homeowners Association to come to a future Drainage Board meeting to explain to us how this has come about and why we need it corrected.

Commissioner Weisheit:  It’s right there at Lincoln and Epworth?

Steve:  At the northeast corner.  Across from the new ECS.  If you drive by, you can see it.  It’s higher than the roadway.  Just wanted to bring that up under Drainage Board.

Commissioner Saylor:  What happens if it takes on water?  What happens to that water?

Steve:  That was one of the other issues we’re looking into.  I don’t believe that we have a true emergency overflow but it is supposed to flow over into the Lincoln right-of-way and then to the drainage structures through the intersection.  That’s all that I have for Drainage Board.

President Johnson:  Okay, next up is Stormwater.


STORMWATER

LINDA MORRIS:

Steve:  First item I have for the Board is; if you recall, Linda Morris was in in late 2017 requesting that we find a way to redirect the water before it entered Framewood Subdivision and take it west along the south line of Framewood to the Frame Road drainage system.  There were two property owners involved that I contacted.  For the record, one is Mr. and Mrs. Paul Carey and the other is Mr. and Mrs. Brian Gower.  I wrote letters to both of them dated January 5th.  Mr. Carey came into our office and verbally said he was not going to allow a drainage system on his property.  He would allow us to survey it but he would not allow any type of drainage system put across his property.  And I got a letter from the Gowers essentially saying they sought legal counsel, they’re willing to allow us to access the property for surveying and engineering but not for the project itself.  They would need much more information about the project before they would even consider any further action.  So essentially I have two ‘no’s’.  

Morrie:  And it would take two ‘yes’s’.  

Steve:  So we have fulfilled our commitment to Mrs. Morris.  I will construct a letter for Drainage Board and Phil’s office to send back to Ms. Morris addressing that request.  

STONEGATE / YORKRIDGE:

Steve:  Next item I have; the Stonegate/Yorkridge Project for 2018 that I was projecting late last year, I’ve forwarded the three easements that were going to be required to Morrie.  He’ll be working on those soon.  I’ve also contacted Marathon Oil.  There is a 33-foot Ashland Oil easement, which I believe is now maintained by Marathon, asking permission to cross their 33-foot wide easement in two different locations.  I’m waiting for them to get back with me to get those worked out and pothole any utilities that may have to be crossed in the Marathon easement and if Marathon will allow us to cross the easement.  If we can get that permission and we can get the three permanent drainage easements needed, I can proceed with notifying affected residents and projecting a bid-letting date for that project.  





HYDRO-EXCAVATOR / MINI-EXCAVATOR:

Steve:  The last item I have to report on is hydro-excavator.  I followed up with the manufacturer.  The local sales rep says we should receive delivery in the next week or two.  And for the brush cutter and knuckle attachment for our mini-excavator, the Kubota, I’m still waiting on a projected delivery date.  That’s all that I have unless the Board has any questions.

President Johnson:  Any questions?  Any other business?  

MOTION TO ADJOURN:

Commissioner Saylor:  Make a motion to adjourn.  

Commissioner Weisheit:  Second.
